haw been left undone.

'Ihe gathering at Century hall, where
the convention assembled, was larger
tkan at Milwaukee last year, over 150
<Ji'l- u:ites and alternates responding to
tli• 101lcall. Before the call to order
there were mutual greetings, hand-
shaking and other evidences of the
friendly f<eling that exists among the
rival insurance companies. Gov. dough.
Mayor Pratt and Frank M. Joyce,
president of the local body, addressed
the delegates, bidding them welcome
t.> the state, city and hospitality of the
Minneapolis association, aided by the
citizens of the city.

The addresses of President Bowles

The question of unjust legislation which_

has li;ea working against the business of life
Insurance in very many states for a nura-
Ber of years past, and which. Ifnot arranged,
will become a serlou3 menace to the bushie's'
is a matt-T that deeply interests e-v-ery life
underwriter In the country. Un:!I the ltst yiftr
or two the Insurance companies have been
;ible to look after these measures and in the
main to prevent the passage of hostile legis-
lation: but with the rap'd growth of preju-
dice of late against all moneyed corporations,
i-voti the beneficent Institution cf life in--
euranee has been made to suffer from the
unjust restrictions and taxation imposed by
the Ignorance of a. large class of lepri-la'ors,
and the business of life insurance has met
tho most serious opposition where it should
have received the strongest support.

Probably the roost potent influence to be
exerted In the future against such legisla-
tion will be the creation of a more Intelligent
public opinion of the great benefits of life
Insurance to the states and nation, more es-
pecially on the part of the masses, who,-
through the splendid work of industrial In-
surance, have become the most numerous
cla.=s of Insurers. They already number some
8.000,000, and are Increasing at a wenderful
rate, and their power and Influence, manife t-
od through their rights of suffrage In the se-
lection of lawmakers, either for the state or
the notion, will be felt In the election of
P»n who will guard and protect their saer»i
Investments by wholesome laws and such as
will prevent burdensome taxation upon a

_bus !ness whose Individual supporters have al-
ready laid a tax upon their own Industry
.-md frugality, whereby those dependent upon

• them may be protected from the ravagfs of
j.nvrty.

lnrs by His Relatives.
MINNEAPOLIS, Aug. 17.—The cage of

Simon E. Olson, administrator of tho estate
of Theodore Edwin, deceased, against Luther
Nichols, Charges Lanners, John Mahovold,
Emil F. Cell, Altx-rtE. Carver, Eugene A.
Duter and Prank Carver, came up this evon-
ir.g before Judge Powers, of Renviile county,
sitting in chambers in Minneapolis. The de-
fendants compose tha village council of Fair-
fax, Renviile county, Minn. The deceased
on the evening of Oct. 30, 1597, was arrested
for violating one of the petty laws of the
village.. Ho was locked up about 4 o'clock
that evening, and at 7 o'clock an explosion
occurred in the lockup and the prisoner wva
incinerated. His family bring this action lor
$5,100 damages.

prices are being realized. In one instance
a tract appraised at $S7B sold for $1 800 The
total sale willaggregate about $150,000.

NEWS OF THE RAILROADS
ADVANCE OF FREIGHT RATES

DETERMINED UPON

At tlie Meeting of Representative* of

Chtcaaro-St. Paul Lines Applies
From Albany to the Twin Cities

Change "Will Do Awar With All
Prorating of Eastern Lines Lo-

cal Railway Gossip.

A meeting of Ohioago-St. Paul line
representatives met at tha Aberdeen
yesterday and recommended en ad-
vance of freight rates to all points be-
tween Albany and the Twin Cities to
meet the changes made by the Central
Freight association. This will mean
an advance of about 30 per cent on
rates between Chicago and Minneap-
olis. The change willdo away with all
pro-rating of Eastern lines, as they
will get local rates to Chicago.

Those who were present yesterday
were Chairman C. A. Parker, of the
Western trunk line committee; Vice
Chairman C. L. Wellington, General
Freight Agerrts Hopkins, of the Min-
neapolis & St. Louis; Lyman, of the
Burlington; Martin, of the Soo; Orr,
of the South Shore & Atlantic; Wilson,
of the Wisconsin Central; Knapp, of
the Northwestern; Stohr, of the Chi-
cago Great Western, and Pierce, of
the Omaha.

The generall meeting of the Western
trunk line committee will open at the
Aberdeen at 10 o'clock this morning.
There will be two sessions daily until
the business of the committee is dis-
posed of. Besides the regular docket
of ninety subjects, a supplementary
docket has been issued, which brings
the total number of questions for dis-
cussion up to 125. Some are simple, but
others are complex and will require
considerable thought, and Itis expected
the committee will continue In session
until tomorrow night. The question of
pooling, which the general freight
agents were unable to settle, may not
be discussed.

The railroad men registered at the
Aberdeen last evening were Chairman
Parker, Vice Chairman Wellington, C.
E. Wilson, of the Wisconsin Central;
C. H. Knapp, of the Northwestern,
and J. E. Gorman, of the Atcthison,
Topeka & Santa Fe.

STOP CUTTING THEM

Is the Only Way, a Man Says, to
Maintain Rates.

The demoralization of Chicago-St. Paul pas-
senger rates is as groat as ever and there
seems little hope of an Improvement. Th«
passenger agencies r.o longer profes3 that
rales are being maintained on the $S basis,
but openly admit that they are cut right ard
left, but of course no agent will confess that
he la selling tickets at reduced rates. But
in Third street where the scalper* abound,
the suggesrion that rates are maintained by
any line nowi3ridiculed. Last week Chicago
tickets were quoted on the street at $6. They
are now in the market for $5.50. and the
chances are that they will go lower before
Saturday.

An agent from Minneapolis said yesterday
tha' Chicago tickets in that city were sold
for $.!.

The general passenger agents are talking
of a meeting in Chicago to agree upon a
standard rate which all will observe, but tho
prospect of such an agreement is not prom-
ising. Two lines are said to be cutting all
the time and supplying their ticke.s to ecalp-
ers so they may be sold at reduced figures.
As long as that practice continues no agree-
ment will hold.

"The only way to maintain rates," said apassenger agent yesterday, "is to stop cut-
ling them."

FIGHT OVER A STREET.

Tlie Milwaukee and City of Red
WiiiK Getting Together.

A fight between the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul and the city of Red Wing over the
occupation by the road of certain streets
which has beeu in progress two years is
about to end. The city council of Red Wing
wished the railway company to remove ita
tracks from Levee street, but the road paid
no attention to the council's orders until lastweek, when the street commissioner was di-
rected to remove the railway tracks.

The railway officials then requested an
armistice which was granted and the council
was asked to prepare an ordinance definirg
the company's rlght3 upon Levee street.
Such an ordinance has been drafted. It al-
lows the company a right to operate tracks
in Levee street, but the right is subject to
revocation whenever the city se s fit to re-
move the tracks. The ordinance has not
been adopted, but unless further complica-
tions arise it will be passed.

New Railroad to He Built.
SALT LAKE. Utah. Aug. 17.— A contract

has been signed by the Oregon Short line of-
ficials and a Utah and Montana syndicate for
the- construction of a railroad from Milfcrd,
Utah, to the Nevada etite line belnw Pioche,
Which willonly leave a gap of 250 miles to
make an all rail connection between Salt
Lake and Lob Angelas.

RAILWAY NOTES.

The Great Northern is arranging an ex-
cursion to Honolulu en the City of Columbia,
of the new Seattle-Honolulu steamship line,
which is run in connection with the Great
Northern system. The excursionists will pass
near the famous volcano of Kilauea, and will
have six days in Honolulu. On the circulars
which have been Issued by the steamship
company, the mid-Pacific city is described
as "Honolulu. U. S. A."

The Northern Pacific passenger department
are advised that there have been fine rains
all through Yellowstone park and there is no
further possibility of dust on the roads for
the balance of the season. This is quite
an important factor, as the absence of dust
very materially contributes to the pleasure oftho tourist.

The track for the Lewlston branch of the
Northern Pacific was completed to that city
on the 13th inst., and business is now being
handled in construction trains, although it 13
not expected that regular passenger service
willbe put on for a couple weeks yet. The
new branch runs from Lewlston to Juliette,
Idaho.

John G. Allen, agent in this city for the
Beaver steamship line, received word yester-
day that the company's new steamer, Tang-
ariro, had arrived at Montreal and will start
on her maiden trip next Wednesday. The ac-
commodations are described as flrst-clasathroughout. The steerage is fitted withbaths, which Is unusual among trans-Atlantic

jliners.
1 A special train arrived over the Omaha
jyesterday afternoon with 120 harvesters, who
1 were bound for North Dakota points and
Winnipeg. Fifty went out by way of the
Great Northern and the balance by the North-
ern Pacific, which Bent them away on a
special train last evening.

Sixteen Dunkers, under the direction of
Elder J. W. Brooks, started for Devil's Lake
on the Great Northern Tuesday night and
nineteen more, headed by Elder D. C. Camp-
bell, of Col'fax, Ind., went out last night.

CTTDAHY CASHES TIP.
Last of His Pork Corner Notes for «.

.Million Dollars Paid.
CHICAGO, Au«. 17.— At 10 o'clock

this morning, at an office desk in the
Rialto building-, a check for 9390,000
was signed. The bit of paper bore the
signature of John Cu.dahy.
In this act Mr. Cudahy wiped out

of existence Urn last of the notes given

five years agro and aggregating $757,-
--000. This was about one-half of John
Cuflahy's obligations growing out of
the disastrous pork deal, one of the
most noted chapters in. the history of
the Chicago "board of trade. Today
Mr. Cudahy 'stepped f^rom under the
load caused by the memorial crash
and now faces the financial and busi-
ness world ready for a Joust with the
beet of competitors.

InJ.893 John Cudahy failed, for $1,514,-
--000, "paying Ms creditors 59 per cent
of their claims In cash and giving
notes payable two, three an<d five years
thereafter, the first two for one-quar-
ter each and the last for one-half of
the balance of the claims. These cred-
itors' notes have been paid at matu-
rity, or before, the last of the Issue,
due this year, having oni-them a credit
of 20 per cent, whloh was voluntarily
paid last year.

STILIAVATER.

The Member* of tlie City Cotnncll Are
Golngr to Oiiiiihu.

STILLWATER, Minn., Aug. 17.—(Special.)—
R. M. Jenks, a farmer, residing a few miles

west of Stillwater, d'led yesterday afternoon
of paralysis, with which he had been afflicted
for some time. Deceased resided for many
years on Morgan May's farm In the town otMay, and was a brother of Aid. Austin Jenks
of this city. He was born In New York state
and was nearly 70 years of age. The funeral
will be held from the family residence at10;30 tomorrow forenoon, the Interment oc-curring in the Rutherford cemetery.
