CAMP LAKEVIEW,Lake City, Aug.
18.—(Special. )—Once more the spot on
LaU<? Pepin, known as Camp Lakeview,

Is Inhabited by the boys In blue of the
North Star state. Although the num-
ber of men is very small, compared
•with that \vhh?h has been quartered
there In previous years, the boys of
Batteries A and B Intend to make it
a very livelyplace.

Battery B left*Minneapolis at 6:30 this
mou:ing via the Milwaukee road, and
was Joined at St. Paul by.Battery A.
The train bearing the boys arrived at
camp at 10:30 wKhout any mishap.

Twenty minutes after the train had
stopped the boys had everything- un-
loaded and were going Into camp. This
Is \u25a0 record breaker and is very quick
work when It is considered that they
have horse? and canons to unload.

Santiago de Cuba, Aug. 2.

Iwrote you last

on the 30th or 31st, and there is not much
use in writing ofcener. Now that the navy
has left the harbor, there are not so many
ships going your way. The history of one
day now is the history of a week. We sit
ttilland do nothing, or as little as we can.
Keeping out of the sun is the main object of
our lives. The men are s^ill in shelter tents
as the Breakwater with our camp outfit and
personal property aboard was sent to Fort-
ress Monroe and has not returned.

The officers however, now have one Wall
tent to two officers, and Iam sharing mine
with G , who shared his dog-tent with me
on the march. There is a great deal of fever
in the command, but it Is of a malarial
nature and not yellow fever at all. There
Lave been a few casee of yellow fever
amongst the teamsters and some of the men
who have been sleeping in houses, but they
have been kept carefully Isolated, and there
is no danger of its spreading much. The
fever we have among the troops is very
weakening, but yields <asily to qu;ntne, leav-
ing the patient a wreck, for a few days. We
have had no deaths in the Third from this
oawe, and indeed only one from sickness— a
case of consumption. Ihave had no fever
as yet, and Indeed no trouble a.t all

since landing In Cuba. My
bed is now off the ground and Idrink very

Ilittle water, so Imay escape altogether. We
lcok forward to leaving here within twenty
d«ys, which is a most cheering prospect, es-
pecially es bowel troubles are on the in-
crease among the men. Just at present Iam
in command of the Third Infantry, and Lieut.
Col. Harbaugh is commanding the brigade
Every officer has been sick with fever or
bowel trouble except Col. Harbaugh, Mcßay
and myself, and ther? is no telling when our
turn may come, but seeing the time to stay
Is so short we may escape. One thing is
certain they must get the regiments out of
this country before September serts in or
there will bo nothing left of the regular
army but Invalids. The men are being well
fed now, but that very fact in their weakened
condition only leads to bowel trouble, and yot
without eating they cannot gain strength.
If some of those military attaches who pro-

nounced our regulars the finest body of men
they ever saw could see them now they
would change, their opinions. I had a note
from M yesterday and he was well. It is
too hot to visit wlien It Is not raining and
he Is eight miles away.

COL,. PAGE IS HOME.

Still Weak, but It Is Hoped Will
Rapidly Recuperate.

As a result of a hard campaier. in Cuba,
Col. John H. Page, of the Third infantry,U. S.
A., returned to St. Paul yesterday, and was
taken to his home at FoTt Snelllns, where he
will spend a season of quiet and rest. Mrs.
Page met the colonel in Chicago on Wednes-
day, and while there he felt much Improved
and was ablo to walk. Mrs. Page stated yes-
terday that her husband was resting quietly
and that he was on the road to health, al-thoug-h he had been considerably tired by the
trip from Chicago to St. Paul. Under the In-
fluence of the bracing air of Minnesota Mrs.
Page expects to see the colonel enjoying good
health once more in a «hort time.

"All he needs," said Mrs. Page, "Is rest,
quiet and nourishing food. As soon as he
left the train he felt very chilly, and when
we got out here and he was gotten to bed he
wanted a good many blankets over him. Of
course, coming from Cuba, he will feel every
little bit of cold keenly for a time, but we
are sure this climate is Just the thing to
build him up again."

When Col. Pag-e left St. Paul he weighed
170 pounds, but now hla^weight Is but littleover 130. He is not at "fill nervous, but very
quiet and not Inclined to talk. The malarial
and intermittent fever usually leave their vic-tims In a somewhat dazed condition, and ColPage is now In that stage. He was very deaf
While in Chicago from the quantities of quin-
ine he had taken while In the South but
that deafness Is now almost entirely 'gone.
It is expected by his family that he will be
able in a short time to see his friends

Mrs. Page nays that they know oertalnly
that the Third and Twentieth regiments arestill at Santiago de Cuba. Capt. Hale, of thesame regiment, is very 111 now with the fever
and is taking a sea voyage on tho hospital
relief boat Angelus. Mrs. Page feels sure
that her husband would have died In Cuba
had Itnot been for the persistency of his
brother in suggesting to the war department
that he be brought home.

FIFTEENTH GETS A FLAG

MRS. J. J. HILLMAKES THE

FORMAL PRESENTATION

Interesting Ceremony Took Place,

With Gov. ClouHh and Staff In

Attendance— Some Brief Ad-
dresties—

—
Fewer luscn of Fever

Developed Yesterday Than Any
Day Decently Condition of Men.

The Fifteenth Minnesota now ha 3its
colors complete along with the oldest
regiment in the service. Late yester-
day afternoon Camp Ramsey was the
EC-eiite of the presentation, by the Com-
mercial club, of St. Paul, of the state
flag to the youngest of Minnesota's
regiments. This is the third time At.
Paul's organization of business men
has had the privilege of offering its
tribute to the men who have offered
tlicmfelves in their country's service.

The two battalions from the camp
| were drawn up on three filler of a

square. The quarantined battalionwas not allowed to participate in the
ceremonies, and the men were greatly

i disappointed, but they witched from
Ibehind their picket line and joined in
Ithe cheering with as much zest as their
;more fortunate comrades.

President Conde Hamlin, of the
IC< R-mtrcial club, conducted the cere-

-1 mony, which he opened with a few
j words to the soldiers. He spoke of the
Igreat generosity of Mr. J. J. Hill, in
j taring for the Thirteenth Minnesota.
j Mrs. Hill, he declared, had shown her
| interest, a personal interest, in the
IFifteenth by the work she had done

for them through the Red Cross and
j innumerable ways, which they knew
j nothing- about. He closed by saying:

"In presenting a flag it is proper then
that it should come from the business
men of St. Paul, at the hands of Mrs.
Hill."

Mrs. Hilladd essed the regiment very
briefly. She said in part: "Isympathize
with you that so many from your ranks
are sick and cannot be Dresent this
evening. But Iam sure this flag will
lorg-.be cherished by you and them,
alonglwith the 'Star Ppang-led Banner,
which in triumph doth wave in the
land of the free and the home of the
bi'ave."" Then Mrs. H.l! handed ztjae
mag-nrfieent silk banner to Sergeant
Kt-lly,of Company K. who then re-
turned to his company, which had the
honor of acting as color company.

Mr. Hamlin, after the applause' sub-
sidt d.ii-.'troduced War Governor Clough,
who was greeted with three hearty
cheeis and a tiger. He said:

"Officers and . soldiers of the Fif-
teenth: Ithink it hardly nece.-eary to

i say anything here tonight, after all
! the good things Ihave said to the

president and war department aboutthe Fifteenth regiment (cheers). Iwas
| satisfied when Icommissioned your < ffl-

cers that they were the cream of Min-
nesota, and tonight Iam equally sat-
isfied with the privates

i "When the Twelfth, Thirteenth and
j Fourteenth were called out Iwasproud of those reg-iments, and Iwas
equally as proud when they marched
away from these grounds. It does me

j good, too, when any one returns from
j them and tells me They're the best at
| Chickamaug-a or at San Francisco,' as
] the case may be.

"It was reported the other day In
!come of the papers that the Fifteenth
I was going to be mustered out in a few
j days. But Ihaven't heard anything:
j about it, and Ithink Ishould hear
] about as soon as anybody. Ibelieve

the Fifteenth will see active service
yet."

Col. Leonhauser then advanced to
accept the flag in the name of the
regiment. He said: "As your colonel,
it falls to me to accept the colors that
have been so gracefully presented by
Mrs. Hill. Imay say that if the na-
tion, ever needs us we will, all that are
alive, rally round the colors. Now,
three cheers for the Commercial club
and the people of St. Paul."

Once Senator Washburn said a few
words of a reminiscent nature. "Min-
nesota has reason to be proud of her
volunteers; she had reason to be proud
In' '61; she had reason to be proud
when the First Minnesota made its
g-aHant charge at Gettysburg. The
Thirteenth has been a credit to her
at Manila, where some of our boys lie
wounded. But Ihave never looked
Into the jfaces \u25a0 of any better soldiers
than are here tonight."

Following Senator. .Washburn, Conde
Hamlin Introduced Mrs. R. M. New-
port as one of the persons who is
worth a whole brigade. She told of
some of the things that had been done
by St. Paul women for the other regi-
ments and what was being accom-
plished now.

Jesse Gregg, once president of the
Commercial club, and who presented
the flag to the Fourteenth at Chlcka-
mauga, next spoke a few words to the
boys. He said that unlike the other?
he was sorry that the men were not
going- to see active service, for he
could think of no place much safer
than in front of a Spanish army, while
it would be pretty bad for the Span-
iards to get hi front of a Minnesota
regiment.

After the presentation, the governor
and his staff reviewed the regiment.
The ranks of the companies were very
thin

—
but the governor showed that

he was pleased with the appearance
of the men as they passed befor him.
Those members of the staff who ac-
companied the governor were: Adit.
Gen. Muehlberg, St. Paul; Col. C. H.
March, Litchfleld; Col. R. A. Monfort,
St. Paul: Col. F. C. Barrows. Minne-
apolis; Col. R. M. Hartley, St. Paul;
Col. Sayler, Howard Lake; Col. Camp-
bell, Minneapolis.

The hospital corps, and in fact every-
body at Camp Ramsey Is very glad at
the decrease In the sick in general
and the fever cases Inparticular. Only
three new cases of typhoid were de-
veloped yesterday and only about fifty
men reported to sick call. The hos-
pital was given a general cleaning
out and all but one of the fever cases
were Bent into St. Luke's and St. Jo-
seph's hospitals. Fifteen men got onto
the load for the journey. They were
Thomas F. Brown, Ludwig Wylde,
Lewis Hertiz, John Butler, Chartes
Blackburn, Company H; Henry H.
Rosenquist, Dennis O'Connell, William
Nimocks, Lonin Leen, John Auberg-,
Company F; Dave Knutson, Company
G; William Cronan, Company A;
Charles Goodrich, Company M. Quar-
termaster Sergeant Beerman was also
moved Into the city. The sergeant Is
a very sick man.

Capt. Dolan, of Company H, one of
the quarantined companies, yesterday
visited all of his men who are in the
hospitals and was hig-hly gratified to
find that none of them were danger-
ously 111, and that all were doing nicely.

IN MINNEAPOLIS HOSPITALS.
The men taken from Camp Ramsey

to the Minneapolis hospitals were visit-
ed yesterday by a reporter for The
Globe, and their condition found to
be very encouraging. Allbut St. Mary's
hospital waß visited and the names
of the patients taken. At St. Mary's
a telephone message found every one
slowly improving1 and no complications,
although all are considered very sickmen. There are seventeen confined
there.

At Asbury all but one are doing nice-
ly. Private Hurst, of Birmingham,
England, i« dllirious, has a high fever,
104, and there la danger of spinal
meningitis. He was very illwhen taken
to the hospital and may not recover.
In the other oases the temperature has
not in any Instance run over 102.

Art St. Barnabas 99 to 102 has beenthe average temperature, and LouisRack, brother of Lieut H. O. Rask,
will ba discharged In a few days. His
temperature has been normal for sev-
eral days, William Blanker was en-

tered Wednesday nigrht. August An-
derson has only had a lightrun of the
fever and the house physician consid-
ers the cases under him very light in-
de-ed.

At the Minneapolis city hospital there
are but four men, all doing well, but
will-not be out for some time. They
lcok very comfortable in their white
cots and qua-ntitl s of fl>wers show how
the Red Crofs has been teind. Oarl
Tcllefson, of Canby, Minn., was very
bad, but is doing well now, although
he looks very thin and pale.

At the Northwestern they are all
getting on well, though the fever in
many cases runs to 104 and a bit over.

lent spirits, and laughed when teil.ng of h swounds, several of which he showed to his
friends.
"I was first wounded," he said to a repo t-

er for The Globe, "in the calf cf the right
leg. lne bullet passed through it. Idd not
feel much hurt, and stooped to bandage Hwhen another bullet came along and s ruckme beside the first wound. Iwas bendingdown to attend to that when another bulletcaught me in the back and passed throughmy lung. That was more serious, and Iwasabout to straighten up when Iwas hit inthe right shoulder. Just as Iwas think ng
Ihad enough another Mauser hit me in ihe"
left foot and carried away four toes. Theywere taken clean off, as though they had been
cut with a knife.

"Although Iwas wounded six times, Iwas
not in much pain, though no one had lo tellme Iwas hit."

Miller exhibited the scars on his leg. Hesaid he still carries a bullet somewhere innls body, but It does noi trouble tim
"The wound In my lung is the only onsthat bothers me," he said.
Miller is going to recuperate at Fort As-slnibolne, and will then rejoin his regiment

at Key West.
