Ths Wh eat Situation.
"The harvest is past," and, although

the summer is not yet ended, and the
labor of threshing is not yet conclud-
ed, the period is not Inappropriate to
look over the field somewhat, and as-
similate the views of those who arc
best qualified to Judge as to the vol-
ume of the yield of the wheat crop.
Estimates are still potent factors with
respect to the volume of this cereal
the present year; and Itis only fair to
say that these estimates reveal confi-
dence In an enormous product. Dur-
ing the past three weeks considerable
uncertainty existed northward from

the lower parallels of Southern Minne-
sota and South Dakota, due in large

measure to the variableness of the
weather and its Influence, first, upon
the fillingout process, and secondly,
upon the riperiling. It is apparent also
that the figures supplied, as indicating

losses sustained in different sections
from hail and storm, as well as from
drouth, in the distinctively spring

wheat sections, were far in excess of

the damage actually resulting . from
these causes. The elevator men havo
been, and continue to be, industrious
and close observers of the situation;

and we have now from two eminent
sources the expression of opinion that
the yield of wheat in Minnesota and
the two Dakotas will aggregate, Ifit
will not exceed, 200,000,000 bushels. If
these figures are realized, the crop of
IS9B for the United States may rea-
sonably be put down at not less than
650,000,000 bushels.

Thus far no certainty exists as to
the crop of the world, beyond the fact
that the Russian yield will not ap-
proach the liberal estimates given out

earlier in the season; nor is there any-
thing to justify the belief that the
yield of continental Europe is likely

to be surprisingly large. However,

with our own crop now fully assured,

it is evident that the eagerness with
which the American producer, fasci-

nated by the high prices of last winter
and spring, increased his area of wheat
growth is destined to result in a much
lower average score in the markets for
the next twelve months. But notwith-
standing, interviews writh competent

j judges, both in the elevator and mill-
ing industi-ies, warrant the statement
that the American grower of wheat
will not suffer from abnormally low
prices. The weather has been as near-
ly absolutely perfect as possible, in
favor of a superb crop, both in tha
winter and spring wheat sections, and
the abundance of the supply is not
likely to be so pre-eminent as to lead
to a glut of the cereal either in the
markets for home consumption or for
export. But it is clear that the farmer
must be content to accept a deficiency

in revenue from that realized from the
crop of 1897, through the sale of the
inerea.se. Figured upon some such
ba.sis as this, there is no doubt that
the net results of the harvests of 1898,
especially in the Northwest, taking

wheat in connection with a.ll other
farm products, will toe equal to, if not
in excess of the net returns for the
labor of last year. This is a prosper-
ous condition, which can only be view-
ed with the deepest satisfaction by
every resident of the section so fa-
vorc/lf.

John S. Robertson.
John S. Robertson, at the head of

the Wholesale commission house of B.
Presley & Co., who died so unexpect-
edly day before yesterday, was a man
St. Paul could not afford to lose. He
was only forty-seven years old, ap-
parently possessed of much vitality,
but, in fact, a long and quiet sufferer
from a deadly disease. "Oapt." Rob-
ertson, by which title he was known,
was a broad-minded, thoughtful,
though modest citizen. He was pos-
sessed of a practical mind; he could
quickly grasp the honest, business end
of every question coming befoie him.
He was a man who, under encourag-
ing conditions, might easily have found
himself in the front ranks of citizen-
shlip, but who never sought to put
himself forward at the expanse of any
one else. His views ware always
tersely expressed, and convinced the
listener to his little talks on business
matters of interest to the city that he
was possessed ofsingular reserve force,

which. If an invitation had been ex-
tended to bring it forth, would havo
proved of mucti general advantage to
the comnnunity.
ItIs unfortunate, Ina certain sense,

that many men of the type which
Capt. Robertson represented, and who
are at the present moment active In
business here, are not more readily
affordel an opportunity to be heard
on questions pertaining to our com-
mercial and municipal progress. Voices
that are dumb under the pai: of death
sometimes speak with greater empha-
sis to the representatives of the gen-
erations succeeding them through tha
simple realization by their survivors j
of the fact that they can no longer j
have an oral audience on earth. Why j
should not some of the able contem- j
poraries of Capt. Robertson, In hts
brief lifetime, recognizing now his
merits as a citizen of the past, take
heart and s>peak out and labor in the
interest of this beautiful and impor-
tant center? It implies a sense of
sadness to say farewell to so kindlya
spirit as that possessed by Capt. Rob-
ertson and ao genial and sensible a ]
man.

THOMAS KELLYDIES AT THH CITY
