
SOLDIER BOYS OF MINNESOTA.

TO 60 TO FORT SKELUNfi
CAMP ISOLATION WILL BE

BROKEN UP THIS MORNING

Preparations for the Removal Begin
nt Itn.vbreak Tt><ln> Companies
X and X Will Be Sent Klrst, tlie
Others Following? an Rapidly as
May Be Practicable Yesteriluy
*"» a Bad Day for the Fever.

At last the Fifteenth is moving. At
B o'clock this morning, or soon after, If
there is no hitch in proceedings, Com-
panies X and F will get under way
and' march to the Fort Snelling reser-
vation. All day yesterday the camp
of the detached battalion was a scene
of hurry and bustle. In the early
morning a battalion drill was held, and
the marching orders were read to themen.

Never has the Fifteenth receivedmore agreeable orders than the ap-
proval of the suggestions made in thistelegram:

It was very welcome news, and themen showed their approval as far as
military discipline will allow. Indeed,
the quarantined companies have h&n
penned up for so long that the soldiers
&re getting exceedingly restless under
the restraint. At the same time, therank, and file believe that the |ever
will never be stamped out at Camp
Ramsey, and they have seen so many
of their comrades "fall out" that they
are completely discouraged.

At about 2 p. m. the final order ar-
rived for Companies F and X to break
camp and arrange their possessions
for disinfection. In less than an hour
all the prisoners and hospital order-
lies, under the direction of Steward
Frank Gallager, were at work washing
blankets, to the number of 350, in a
solution of bi-chloride of mercury toelaughter any germs that might be
lingering there.

The tents were all taken down and
spread inside out upon the parade
ground so that the sun and air could
reach them.

Last night the men of the two com-
panies slept in the south half of the
building used by the commissary de-
partment. They were early taken
down and every one given a bath,
while his clothing and all his baggage
\u25a0was thoroughly disinfected with for-
maldehyde gas. In fact, nothing was
left undone that would in any way help
to dislodge the dreaded typhoid germ.

The remaining two companies at
Camp Isolation, M and H, willbe dis-
infected In the same way before they
are nllowed to start for the fort. What
\u25a0will be done with the other battalions
has not been fullydetermined, but the
medical staff is bound that the fever
germs shall be exterminated.

As rapidly as is possible the com-
panies willbe marched to Snelling, but
the whole regiment cannot possibly be
disinfected untH the end of the week.

The march willbe made with blank-
ets, haversacks, canteens, guns, bayon-
ets and cartridge belts. The route will
be determined by the conditions pre-
vailing, but in all probability will be
along Snelling avenue to Summit to
Cleveland to the fort. The march will
probably be made in between four and
five hours, including halts for rest at
the end of each hour.

At the fort the Fifteenth will not be
quartered in the barracks, but will
pitch their tent3on the old rifle range
on the road leading to Minnehaha
park and Minneapolis, and about half
a mile from the post headquarters. The
troops willbe on a high table-land with
splendid drainage and fine water, but
best of all near enough to both the
Minnesota and Mississippi rivers for
frequent bathing. The camp will be
epread out over a large area. Company
Btreets are to be fifty feet wide, while
the battalions willbe separated by one
hundred feet. Maj. Hand's battalion
of "reconcentrados" will be kept a lit-
tle longer in quarantine until the doc-
tors are certain that they have finish-
ed the typhoid fever.

The hospital tents will have an ex-
cellent position in a gr</ve of trees.

Lieut. Dewey, chief engineer, andrAdjt.Catlin will lay out the new camp.
They had intended to commence the
\u25a0work today, but the adjutant was un-
able to get away. In the absence of
Adjt. Gatlin. Lieut. Elliot will act as
regimental adjutant.

The first night on the new ground
the men will sleep under shelter tents.
All bag-gage will be transported on
wagone. Quartermaster Coe by skillful
management has made the rations in
the hands of the eomipanies come out
about even, so that there has been lit-
tle repacking- to do. Yesterday just
enough provisions were issued to tide
the cooks over until the move.

The usual amount of sickness pre-
vaiiled yesterday throughout the camp.
Fifty men reported at sick call and six
new cases of fever developed during
the day. Thirty-three fever patients
were sent to Minneapolis hospitals and
In anticipation of the removal of the
camp all new oases will be sent In
each day.

•Many of the boys are being discharg-
ed every day now from the Twin City
hospitals, but as a rule they are too
weak to return immediately to duty
and are given a furloug-h. None of the
sick will be allowed to march to Fort
Snelling and ambulances In charge of
the stewards will be sent with the
troops to r>lck up any that may fall
out on the way.

In Lord's hear-
ing the guard was instructed to US3
them if the prisoner made any attempt
to £et away. Lord seemed to under-
stand that, with such poor marksmen,
he migiht by accident have a hole put
in him if he started for town, so he
wisely remained quietly at home. The
man is now serving a sentence of fif-
teen days at hard labor, and the of-
ficers are bound to show that a man
cannot break camp withtimpunity.

MINNESOTA HEN LEAVE CAMP

THOMAS FOB LEXINGTON

The Fourteenth Packing Up Its
Trap* and Probably Will Get

Away This Afternoota for Nash-

ville Third Corp* Ordered to
Huntdville, and the IIIr-Camp at

( lii<-H1MiiiiiiKuto Be Abandoned.

CHICKAMAUGA, Aug. 23.—Laite thl3
afternoon Gen. Brecklnridge received
instructions from the war department
to send the Third corps to Huntevllle,
Ala., ac speedily as practicable. This'
corps willreport to Gen. Copplnger and
will go into camp at Haintis-ville. This
older disposes of all the troops at Camp
Thomas and will result in sending
away for the present all troops now
encamped here.

Ipany street, about a foot deep, in front and
rear of each tent, so we are apt to ke;p
nearly dry in case of wet weather.

The day has been a hot one, and all the
thne has been put in moving and making
things more healthy for the body of men
now located at Chiekamauga park.

Companies C, X, D and F oomprlse the
Third battalion, heretofore X, D, L and F.
Company L is now color company; sorry to
lose them, but changes will be madp.

strong letter from Capt. John W. Fine-hnut, St. Paul, was filed today ait thewar department. After reading itAdjt. Gen. Corbin said:

"While it Is true that all letters, re-quests and petitions, similar to that ofCapt. Finehout, are being filed and are
to be given consideration, we cannotyet give any positive assurances "that
the regiments mustered in under the
second call will be retained. You canreadily see that the co:-t of transporta-
tion and additional equipment for the
troops that are still at home camping
grounds willbe a very large item ifitwas decided to retain them and send
them even as far South as the present
rendezvous of thow regiments, whichwere first mustered in. Nevertheless
should the desire of other Minnesotaregiments to be mustered out be made
apparent, there would be a chance for
the Fifteenth to remain in service for
several months."

Some Will Be Sent toi Honolulu,
V. iii.ii.Call of Gen. Merrltt.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 22.

The
transports now here are the Scandla,
Australia and City of Sydney., and the
City of Pekin is due .to arrive from
Manila. The former, which are to be
sent to Honolulu, as a half-way sta-
tion, in case they should be needed by
Gen. Merritt in the Philippines, are
intended for two brigades. The Firstbrigade, under Gen. Miller, consists of
the Seventh and Eighth California vol-
unteer regiments, the Third bsValion
of California heavy artillery, Troon A,
of the Nevada cavalry, and a detach-
ment of the hospital corps. The Sec-
ond brigade, now under command of
Col. Furston, is composed of the Twen-
tieth Kansas, First Tennessee and "Fif-
ty-first lowa, with a small detachment
of Oregon recruits. The troops under
Gen. King, which sailed on the Ari-
zona, willbe held at Honolulu to await
further orders. Gen. King will have
immediate command of the new camp
of mobilization at Honolulu, subordi-
nate, of course, to Gen. Merriam. Col.
Barber, of the New Tork regiment, is
the commandant of the military post
of Honolulu, whjch is of the depart-
ment of California, and has no connec-
tion with the expeditionary forces, but
he will, in a great measure, be inde-
pendent of Gen. King.
It is possible that the supplies car-

ried by the Arizona and Scandia will
be placed upon one of the two. wHich
will continue in this way to Manna,
while the other will be brought back
to be again loaded with troops for
Honolulu.

MILES TO RETURN.

Gen. Brooke 'Will Assume Command
inPorto Rico.

PONCE, Island of Porto Rico, Aug.
22.

—
Maj. Gen. Miles has decided to

leave with his staff for Washington In
a few days, possibly tomorrow. He
will turn over his command to Gen.
Brooke, who is expected to recall here
tomorrow for a conference.

Gen. Miles has arranged matters
generally with Capt. Gen. Macias, pre-
paratory -to the meeting of the peace
commission at San Juan. Gen. Macias ,
while maintaining his outposts, is
steadily retiring his forces to the cap-
ital, preparatory to their embarkation.

Mail communication between Ponce
and San Juan has been establisehd,
and the overland telegraph wiros,
which have been severed, will be con-
nected immediately.

Allthat will remain for the commis-
sion to do, Gen. Miles says, will be to
secure an inventory of government
property transferred 'to the Americans,
and to give receipts to the Spanish
authorities.

Capt. Gen. Macias, in his various
communications with Gen. Miles, has
shown the best spirit. He is anxious
to co-operate In bringing about an
evacuation at the earliest moment pos-
sible, and is placing no obstacles in the
way of the volunteers returning horrie.

FORTIFYING ESQUIMAU.
England Preparing for Trouble in

the Pacific Ocean.
SAN FTtANCISOO, Cal., Ang. 22.—

Aeeordinig to advices received in thl3
city the English government is ajbout
to purchase all the private property In
the village of Esquimault, where is
located the British naval station of ita
Pacific-American possessions. Formany months past hundreds of men
have been employed In constructing
fortifications, but none save the most
trusted officers of the army and navy
possess any details.

What the general plan Is, however, is
coammon knowledge. Itcontemplates
the equipment of ,a store, repair, and
supply station second to none in the
empire; the building arid manning of
forts capable of defending the depot
against any force that could be
brought against it.by sea or land; the
providing of dock% large enough to re-
ceive the largest ships and the estab-
lishment of barradks, a service prison,
and other necessary buildings for the
use and benefit of the, numerous sol-
diers and Bailors who 'will be required
to hold the forts and man the ships of
the station.

Up to the building of the exLstlng-
dock and far some little time after-
ward it was not anticipated that any
larger craft than the then best of her
majesty's navy wbuld ever require to
be cared for on the Esquimault docks.
Never yet has a ship been detailed for
service In the North Pacific coast that
"was too large for docking: there. The
auestlon now is Whether the present
dock will be enlarged or a new one
built to accommodate the largest bat-
tleships of the British navy.

"There have been 76,000 men in camp
at Chickamauga since the place was
established as an encampment. Thefirst regiments that arrived there
found the ground in good conditionThey remained there but a short time.
Their refuse was buried in the earth
behind the company kitchens, and they
suffered no inconvenience from thatsource. But other regiments came and
occupied the same places that had beenvacated, and their refuse was burled
in the same way. Little by little the
ground became rotten with decaying
refuse, and, as the warm weather, ad-
vanced, the stuff began to ooze up
through the ground to the surface
The ground became infected with the
decaying matter, and the atmosphere
was poisoned with it. Then it got intothe drinking water so that at the pres-
ent time the wells are literally ailveas well as the ground.

"The cavalrymen are worse off than
the infantry, because we have our
horses and stable refuse to add to the
general unhealthfulness of the camp.
Is it any wonder that the men are
sick?

"The hospitals are fairly grood, but
not as good as they should be." The
regimental hospitals amount to very
little, but the brigade hospitals are
better. The trouble with the sick men
is. they get only the same food as the
well men, and they cannot obtain suf-
ficient nourishment."

"Where are the Red Cross dainties
that are sent for the sick soldiers?"
asked the reporter.

"They do not reach the .regimental
hospitals." said Barlage. "The only
delicacy the sick in the regimental
hospitals receive is milk, and not much
of that. The other things the "Red
Cross provides may go to the brigade
hospitals.
"I was the strongest man in the

troop, and it seemed impossible that
Icould be sick, but Iam reduced to a
skeleton. Iwas sixty-four days in the
hospital with malaria; Corporal W. L.
Bonney was there twenty-four days;
Sergeant Butler was in hospital twen-
ty-two days, and Private Brown was
sixteen days on a cot. We all had
fever. We lost one man, Herbert B.
Foster, who had malaria, last Friday,
and it will be strange if others do not
die;

"No one who has not experienced
our life at Chickamauga can appreciate
our sufferings. Jt all comes from the
camp ground being? no longer fit for
men to live In. The ground is dead.
It has no more life to resist or absorb
the impurities that are constantly" be-
ing added to it, and the men who
breathe the vitiated air and Inhale the
vile odors must suffer."

Private Barlage's statements were
indorsed by his three companions
whom he named, and they each said
the condition of affairs at Chickamau-
ga was a national disgrace.

Another party of thirty-four men
from Grigsby's regiment is on its way
to this city. The men are ill,and have
been granted a month's furlough to re-
cuperate in their native air.

MASS-MEETING TO PROTEST.

Friends of the Fonrteenth at Dulnth
Up fn Anns.

DULITTH, Minm., Aug. 22.—The in-
dignation felt here over the condition
of things at Chickamauga and the ac-
tion there of the officers of the com-
panies of tihe Fourteenth regiment
from Dufluth found expression today in
one of the hottest mass meetings ever
held in Duluth.

As a result of the meeting a mass
convention is called to meet at the
West Hotel fen Minneapolis this week,

on Thursday at 2 p. m., of parents and
friends of men in the Fourteenth regi-
ment from all over the state, to protest
against the action of the officers hi
denying men the right to free speech
or even to express their opinions as
to remaining in service now that the
war is over.

All parents and friends of men In
the regiment are requested to be pres-
ent and to bring with them letters
from the boys, giving their version of
the conditions there. Those calling
meetings wish it umderstood that all
such letters will be held confidential.
A great many letters were read at the
meeting here this afternoon, the recip-
ients of which appeared half afraid to
admit that their boys had sent them
for fear of consequences similar to
those that overtook CorporaJ Harris
last week for circulating a petition at
camp.

Action In the premises will probaWy
be taken by the city council, and it I?
proposed to carry the war to Wash-
ington after the Minneapolis meeting
on Thursday. Local men interested
have received advices from all parts
of the state from which companies of
the Fourteenth have come indicating
a large attendance at Minneapolis and
an equal heat of feeling.

THE DEAD IN CUBA.

Government's Intention inRegard to
Disposition of Bodies.

A statement of the government's intentions
regarding the final disposition of the bodies
of American soldiers killed and buried In
Cuba was made public yesterday by Acting
Assistant Adjutant Oeneral Bigelow at army
headquarters. Itis contained In a letter from
Assistant Adjutant General Helstand, atWashington. The letter is as follows:

Company C, Second 1 Infantry, who was killed
in Santiago, desires to have his body brought
home, Ihave the honor to Inform you that
the same privileges will be extended In this
cose es have been granted in several other
similar cases

that is, if the wife desires It

she willbe permitted to send a sealed casket
accompanied by an undertaker to Cuba on
any government transport and to return with
his remains. However, the department does
not advise that this action be taken at the
present time, In view of the Intense heat In
that section of the country now and the
Ganger of spreading yellow fever. More-
over, as soon as cold weather sets In, the
government ta going to consider the question
of bringing back to this country the remains
of all soldiers who were killed there.
