NEW YORK, Aug. 23.—Fifteen thou-
sand people saw Martimas, at the long
odds of 40 to 1, win the great Futurity
stakes at Sheopshead Bay today, High
Degree coming in second, while the
public choices were nowhere. The day
was excessively hot. The delay at the
post was the longest on record in thiscountry, even beating Pettingill's Chi-
cago Derby, which was one hour and
thirty minutes. The horses, the starter
said today, were well-behaved, and sa
he proceeded to administer fines, and
set down for a week four of the jock-
eys, includingSloan.

At the opening of the betting Au-
tumn was a favorite over the Fleisch-mann stable's Dr. Eichberg and SirHubert, and at the end was equally
the favorite, also his price was a littlehigher, but then it was one horseagainst two. The Madden string, Glen-heim, Rhinelander and Scannell, were
next in favoritism, and down in thering, where it was like a furnace, thejmen tumbled over each other in their

:eagerness to put their money on their
choice. The parade to the post began

!at 4:05, and the twenty-three young-
!sters cantered up the track. Then be-
:gan the delay. Several times the start-
J er descended to the track and gave

CABINET WILL, REVISE.

Instrnctiont) to Peace «'<>iiitiiiissiou-
era Slant Be Recast.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 23.—The most
important subject before the cabinet
meeting today was the instructions to
be given to the Cuban and Porto Rioan
military commissions. A set of In-
structions in each case have been pre-
pared and were read at ttie meeting,
but as they were found not to conform
in several particulars with the views of
the cabinet they will be recast on
somewhat different lines within the
next two or three days and presented
to the president for his approval. It
is said that these instructions willdeal
almost entirely with matters of detail.
The commissioners will be charged
with providing the troops for garrisons
of the cities and towns as rapidly as
the Spanish forces are withdrawn; the
collection of customs and other reve-
nues, the maintenance of police service.
They will receive public property sur-
rendered by the Spaniards and exercise
all functions of government over the
surrendered territory until such time
as the president dhall otherwise direct.
It is believed that the cornmissianiers

to both Cuba and Porto Rico willbe
ready to sail for their posts of duty
within the next few days.

The result of the afternoon race,

shortly before the expiration of the
time limit.
In the seventeen-foot class there wasa pretty contest from the start at the

Clark street buoy until the finish linewas reached, and it was anybody's race
until the last leg of the course, when

ed the line a few seconds in advance
of the Xenia and Capt. Hopkins' yacht
We're Here, but too late, however, by
two minutes to count as a race.

The defeat of the Akela in yester-
day's race is due entirely to the uncer-
tain Quantities in which Old Boreasprovided wind. In the morning- it cajne
m very limited quantity, giving thecrew of the Hoodlum the opportunity
for which they had been waiting, as
Akela makes a comparatively poor
showing in a light wind, and Ward
Burton and his crew of veteran sailors
were not slow to improve the oppor-
tunity.

precluded the possibility of a race in
this class within the time limit.

The contest in the twenty-foot class
was admittedly one of the prettiest
ever sailed on the lake.

Mahto and Hazard kept weM to-
gether during the race, and Pistakee,
lota and Gadfly were all bidders for
third place,- and as much of a contest
was on among these boats as that put
up by the leaders.

Mahto successfully rounded center
and got well under way to windward
on the Dellwood tack.

On the return to center lota still led
Hazard and Pistakee by almost a min-
ute. However, directly after rounding
the buoy the Pillsbury sloop sailed
right away from lota and the rest of
Ithe yachts, gaining somewhat on theMahto, who had by this time gained a
lead of nearly a half knot.

After leaving center for Clark street
Mahto simply ran away from the field.
Running to windward, which is her
strong point, she cinched victory by
increasing her lead nearly one knot
over the rest of the boats.
