the semi-tropical sun of the South they
will want to go. into the militia again.
If they do, there will be no bar to
their admission, The law can be
amended, if need be, to let them im,
along with the three regiments al-
ready provided for. But I am of the
opinion that the state is entitled to
an armed force for its own protection.
I am not certain that I shall take im-
mediate steps to organize it, for I have
delayed this long in order that there
might not be the semblance of an in-
Justice done to our brave volunteers.
“It is very probable that I shall or-
ganize one regiment of militia to take
the place of the Thirteenth, for I doubt
if they will return within a year or
two at the least, and when they do
I fancy that they will not be anxious
to continue in the service. Their first
appearance on the field of battle as-
sures them honor enough for one en-
gagement, more than they can ever
secure on the modest field of protecting
the state from occasional uprisings.
They have met the enemy, and they
have done it with honor to themselves
and their state. I shall not be at all
reluctant about filling their places in
the national guard, and at the same
time I am in no hurry to supplant
such men. When the time comes I
shall reorganize the militia of the state
on a basis that will reflect naught but
credit on it. There will, as far as I
can help, be no incompetent men se-
lected for captains, as the protestants
against the rebvga_niza;tl'on have stated.
‘“We have Shattuck school in our
own state; we have the graduates of
many other military academies within
our territory. I do not thing we will
have any serious difficulty about reor-
ganizing the new troops on a basis that
will be in keeping with the records
the men who have now gone to the
front will have made for Minnesota.”

BANKERS NAME OFFICERS

THE CLOSING DAY OF THE CON-
VENTION AT DENVER

Mr. Russel, of Detroit, Chosen as
President of the Associntion—@.
G. Thorne the Vice President for
This State—Banking Needs of
Rural Localities Discussed by the
Delegates.

DENVER, Col, Aug. 25.—The clos-
ing session of the tweniF-four<h annual
convention of the American Bankers’
assoclation opened with a full attend-
ance, the election of officers being on
the programme,

After prayer by Rev. Father Carri-
gan, of St. Patrick’s church, Willlam
L. Royall, of Richmond, Va., read a
paper on “The Need of Banking Faciii-
ties in Rural Districts.” He sald In
part:

The clamor of the day is for ‘‘mori
money.”” It is the backbone of “free silyer.”
To get ““more money,”’ more than 6,000,000 of
voters declared in '96 for ‘‘free silver.”

People in the citles have plenty of money,
because they use scarcely any. ?i‘hey do alf
their business with checks, and need enough
to_go to market and pay street car fare.

But in the agricultural districts there are
Lo banks for the people to check om. Every
one knows this to be a fact. Why ia it? Bee
cause the tax of 10 per cent on the issue of
state banks makes any but national banks
impracticable. The national banks are found-
ed on national bonds, of which the farmers
have nomne, and they are anti-rural also in
their nature. The country people must have
actual cash for their affairs, and yet they
have none. Why is this? It {8 because all
of our money fs good at its face in every part
of the United States—gold, because of its
intrinsic value; silver, because the govern-
ment practically gives gold for it, and green-
backs and national bank notes, because the
one is the government's note, and the othep
Lears its endorsement. This being so all of
it goes to the commercial centers and leaves
the country people destitute.

There is but one possible remedy—a bank-
ing system that will permit each locality to
bank upon such resources as it has with
banks managed by local directors who are
acquainted with the pecple of the neighbor-
hcod that requ king accommodaticns,
I know the prejudice against state banks will
never permit the re-establishment of them,
a.gd I do not argue for them. But all thelr
advantages can be secured without a resort
to them. Permit national banks to issue as
many notes as their directors think proper,
and upon the security of the assets of the
bank, only subject to as rigid inspection by
the government as can be asked, and the
Gordian knot will be cut.

OPPOSITION IDEAS.

W. B. Wood, of the National Bank of
Commerce, of Kansas City, Mo., con-
demned the ideas advanced in Mr,
Royall’s address from first to last. He
declared that the West had seen
enough of currency issues by local
banks. The banking business, he as-
serted, was highly developed all over
the country. In the East large com-
merce had led to the establishment of
banks. of large capital, while in the
West small commerce had been satis-
fied with smaller banks. In the West
banks were too plentiful; competition
had been so excessive that the banking
business is not profitable, and conse-
quently, in many cases, not safe. He
advocated the branch bank system as
the remedy for the trouble. Large
banks should absorb little country
banks, then a plethora of money could
not exist in one locality, while an un-
satisfled demand existed in another,

Mr. Ronebrake, of Kansas, disagreed
with Mr. Royall’'s assertion that the
country districts lack banking facili-
ties, especially in the West. He quot-
ed figures to show the amount of mon-
ey in the banks of the country in Kan-
sas,

John P. Branch, president of the
Merchants’ National bank, of Rich-
mond, Va., disagreed with all sugges-
tions. He favored permitting country
banks to issue currency on the same
terms as city banks.

George M. Reynolds, cashier of the
Continental Naticnal bank, of Chicago,
followed in a paper on “Uniform Laws
for Holidays as Well as Days of
Grace.”

John W. Faxon, assistant cashier of
the First National bank, of Chattanco-
ga, Tenn., followed in a paper on
“Banking as It Relates to Industrial
Developments.” W, S. Withen, of At-
lanta, followed in an address on ‘“The
Country Banker.”
