NAMED FOR MAYORBYMINNE-

Only Two IlallotfiXeeded to end the

flatter, but a Bitter Fight Made

nents of the Winning Candidate
sl«:c,ers for Comptroller and

Hwtbert for Treasurer.

MINNEAPOLIS,Avar. 25.—Edward Q.
Webster w.is nominated for mayor this
imiriing .>n the second ljallo>t by the
Republican city convention. The fea-
ture of the convention was the stub-
born resistance put up by the Crocker
ami I'ratt forces. This Is evident fr^m
the small nutnbor of votes which• :\u25a0. il from one .^indidate to the
other. Webster, in the second ballot,
gained in every ward but three, held
his own in two of those and lost in
but one, and in no instance did lvs
lops or gain exoeed four votes. He
owes his Buccess in part to the Crocker
men, for that gentleman, notwithstand-
ing !':\u25a0" a proportion <>f hiss adherents
preferred Piatt to Webster, himself
kept in the iiirht. There had been some
talk of his withdrawal during the eeo
orui 1 Ulot, and he h-ui one of his sup-
port, rs .-.rise and announce positively
that n:s r.ame would not be withdrawn
under any circumstances.

Chj Irman Clayton Co >ley, of the c:ty
cotnroitlee, called the convention to or-
der at Kmmanna hall and presided un-
til 1.:\u25a0• successor could be elected. Fred
Wris-M, who, with W. P. Roberts, con-
ducted the fight for ihe Pratt forces,
nominated the latter for chairman,
askn.-: the Pratt mivi Crocker delegates
to vote for him, while the Webster meu
put Fred Snyder forward. On the bal-
lot Snyder won by 246 votes, agrainst
222 for Roberta For secretaries, Fred
Bquyer, i'rof. J. X. G.e.-r and Francis
Ffi^.-iriTO were named. These officers
afterwards were made permanent.

Committees on credentials and reso-
lutions were appointed, and when the
list of delegates had been fixed the
convention proceeded to business. It
\u25a0\v.t.~ deckled that there should be no
nominating speeches and that the vote
should be by precincts. This met with
grea/t opposition from John Swift and
some of the labor men, who insisted
that the vote be by ballot, "that com-
mon sense and good judgment" might
pick the risrht man (or the nomination.
It was almost immediately after this

that the voting for the mayoralty was
taker, up. There were numerous ques-
tions arising over absent delegates, and
a number of lnterruti<ns, but none of
them of moment. On one or two oc-
ca.si<;n.s the chair had to appeal to the
house to be sustained. These ballots
tnm M follows:

On the second bailot, which was or-
dered as soon as the result of the first
was announced. Mr. Webster was
nominated by the following vote:

At 1:30 the convention >{ook a recoss
for an hour. The first business of the
afternoon session was to name a comp-
troller from the field of thirteen candi-
dates. Three ballots were taken, and
on the last Joshua Rogers was chosen—

the vote standing 323 for him and 127
for Ximrock.

C S. Hulbert was nominated by ac-
clamation to succeed himself as city
treasurer.

Nominations for the park, library and
School boards were delegated to thi

-
ee

committees of fifteen each, to be named
Tjy the chair.

The platform adopted was a declara-
tion against dishonesty in public office,
and the promise made that the effort
Of the party would be toward the end
of more economical government and a
lightening of the burdens of the tax-
payers. An important plank in the
platform adopted was that demanding
a reform of the primaries along the
lines of the "Day plan." Seetion-s re-
lating to public bathing houses, public
play grounds for children, the freer
use of parks by the people, and the
right of wheelmen to a share of the
public improvement money were all
greeted with loud applause. The plat-
form was adopted as presented.
