REALTY IS LOOKING UP

——

SALES ARE BEGINNING TO
SHOW AN INCREASE

The Most Opportune Time for In.
vesting St. Paul Has Seen Is Said
to Do the !’relent_—-Goll'den Rule
l"replu-l-nc to Eninrge itll .Entul';:
lishment and Improve a Corner
of Robert and Eighth Streets.

The realty sales in St. Paul are be-
coming more numerous, and, while
each and all of the ‘‘dealers in dirt”
deny that there is anything like a real
estate boom in slght, the unanimous
sentiment Is that there is an increas-
Ing demand for unimproved property.

The agents who deal in property were
the first to feel the eftects of the finan-
cial depression, and for the past two
or three years it has been almost im-
possible to dispose of anything even at
the low figures offered.

Within the last sixty days there has
been a noticeable awakening, so far as
the local realty market is conoerned,
and, although the sales made are not
large as to amounts, there has been
sufficient of them to make a very re-
spectable showing, and hold out hopes
for the future.

Property in St. Paul has been and
is at the lowest possible figure, but the
indications are that the market is now
a buying rather than a selling one,
and that within a short time there
will be an advance in prices.

Agents who a year ago could get no
one even to talk realty now report that
there are numbers of purchasers mak-
Ing inauiries, and a large number of
buyers. The transactions are all in
the four figures, and, as a rule, the
terms are cash, the giving back of a
mortgage being the exception. The
desire to Invest in real estate, the deal-
ers say, Is for many reasons. The low
rate of interest paid by the banks on
i time depesits, and there being nothing
| in mbrtgages, being the reasons ad-
vanced for the investment in property.
The increaced sales to small buyers.
who are looking for property on which
to erect homes, and the inquiries from
this class of purchasers, Is particulariy
noticeable.

TO MBET! THERE

The Settlement of the Original Rep-
‘rescuntatives at Germantown, Pa.,
in October, 1683, to Be Remem-
bered—Addresses and Athletic
Contests Being

Paul Interested in the Work.

Arrangements are in progress among
the German residents of the state to
held a grand celebration at New Ulm
Sept. 25, commemorating th> setting of
the first German emigrants in the Unit-
ed States at Germa;xtown, Pa., Oct. 6,
1683. These pilgrfms from the Father-
land are regarded by their descendants
as the ancestors cof the Germans In
this country today, and in other c'ties
tl.rcughout the country their memory
is kept green by annual celebrations
and ccmmemorative exercises.

The proposed festival at New Ulm
originated among the members of
Washington Lodge No. 1, Sons of Her-
mann, of this city, and after correspon-
dence throughout the state, it was de-
cided to celebrate'at New U.m the
larding of the German immigrsen's. I1-
vilations have been sent to 200 Ger-
man socleties in Minnesota and from
the responscs rece’ved those having the
affair in charge expect an attendance
of fully 5,000 people. Special rates have
been secured on the railroad lines. The
entertainment will corsist of addresses
and contests in which valuable cash
rrizes will be offered. Mayor Kiefer
will deliver the principal address and
there will be caompetetive singing by
the different German singing soc’eties.
The turning socleties will also competa
in ar extensive athletic contest. At
the picric grounds at New Ulm there
wili be music and dancing, while the
day’s celebration will be begun with a
grand parade. While invitations are
being sent to organizations the atten-
