| It Was Ausplciously Opened at the

Church Last Night.

Mayor Kiefer made the opening address
at Gustavus Adolphus church bazar last
evening before a falr gathering of the Swe-
dish people of Arlington hiils, Among those
attending being noted:

The work of this church began In the fall
of 1889, with only fifty-three poor members.
For the purchase of ground and the erec-
tion of a church the members, unavoid-
ably, on account of the high prices of real es-
estate at that time, were induced into a debt
average no less than $100 per communicant.
And besldes this, the general expenses for
the support of the work amounted annually
to $25 on each member.

Thus with great effort the work was sus-
tained and successfully carried out. But in
1892 a great disaster was met when the
church was destroyed by fire. Bereaved of a
house of worship they still had the heavy
burden of a debt that amounted to about
86.900. Nevertheless they undertook the
building of a& new church the same year.
But again joy in seeing the new comfortable
house of worship fllling the desolated place
of the old one, was suddenly crushed, this
time by a hurricane storm which, passing
over the place, in its violence changed the
newly constructed building into a mass of
ruins. - At that moment all hope for any
further success in the work seemed burled
with the ruins of the fallen temple. But
they ventured once more to undertake the
buijlding, although this highly increased their
indebtedness.

So it happened that in consequence of the
suffered adversities, it has, in spite of all
efforts, been Impossible to avold running
into a debt of $12,500, with a great annual
interest, all which now rests as a heavy
burden upon the congregation. So the la-
dies’ society and Young People’s society, as-
sisted by Rev. Mr. Sjoriinder as the head
of the work, undertook the bazar, which
will be operated until Thursday of next
week. Each evening different prominent
speakers have been engaged and a pro-
gramme arranged.

Mayor Kiefer said last night: ‘‘Pastor
Carlson, I wish you success in your enter-
prise. It Is a glorious idea to bring your
people together, and I wish you good luck,
for your churech, your people, and yourself.””

Pastor Carl Carlson responded and gave a
short history of the church and a plan of
the scheme of the bazar. The latter was
held in the lecture room, and every trade
in St. Paul was represented on the counters,
over which many sales were made. Tonight
W. H. Eustis, of Minneapolis, speaks on the
“Importance of Public Scheol Education.”

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CITY DADS GIVEN POINTS

M. D. GROVER TOLD THEM
WHAT MR. HILL WANTS

He Also Presents Some Legal Nuts
for the Attormeys to Crack, and
Declares That if Certain Measures
Are Passed the Great Northern
Road Will Fight Them in the
Courts.

Marcus D. Grover, sollcitor for the
Great Northern railroad company, held
a conference with the special sub-com-
mittee from the joint counecil commit-
tee on streets yesterday afternoon.

Present at the conference, which was
a short one, were Assemblymen Al-
brecht, Nelson and Thompson; Ald.
Shepard and Bell and Assistant Corpo-
ration Attorney Taylor.

Mr. Grover, as the representative of
the railroad company, did most if not
all of the talking, the members of the
committee confining themselves to
questioning the attorney as to the erec-
tion of the proposed shops. At fre-
quent intervals during the talk made
by Mr. Grover as to the several points
at issue or difference between the city
and the company, he was interrupted
by one or the other of the members
of the committee with the query as to
the building of the proposed shops.

All inqulries in relation to the build-
ing of the shops were at first skillfully
parried by Mr. Grover, but as the ques-
tions became more direct and to the
poeint, the attorney sald:

“The expectations of the public and
the gentlemen who have been interest-
ing themselves in the matter of ad-
Jjustirg the difference between the city
and the Great Northern is that if
things were adjusted the shops would
be built. 1 can give your committee
no assurances on that point and have
no authority to speak. I could not
even say tivat if everything was ad-
Justed the shops would be located and
built here. I can make no promises
and Mr. Hill simply directed me to take
up the matter of the difference between
the city and the company.”

During the infecrmal talk or rather
during Mr. Grover's informal talk, the
point on which the committee seeming-
ly desired light was brought adroitly
to the surface, but each time Mr.
Grover gave the same reply, he was
not authorized to say anything about
the shops and was not prepared to
make even the semblance of a contract
or promise that the new shops would
be located here.

On the difference between the city
and the company Mr. Grover spoke
freely in a general way. In the matter
of the Broadway bridge he informed
the committez that the proceedings
which had thus far resulted in .the
sinkirg of $90,600 and two cr three piers
for the structure, were illegal. The
legislature had authorized the issuance
of bonds and the construction of the
bridge, but the city had not taken the
proper steps according to the law.

There had been no condemnation
proceedings for the land which would
be taken or injured by the erection of
the structure, and the city had not
even provided for a change of grade
on the streets which was necessary be-
fore the bridge could be built.

The courts had declared that the city
owned a sixty-foot strip of Broadway
from Third street to the river, which
could be used 4s an easement, and on
the supposition that this settled the
matter the city had gone on and erect-
ed several piers.

The company, had

however, com-

menced injunction proceedings and se-

cured an order restraining the city
from bullding the bridge, and this and
the injunction proceedings were still
undecided.

The tract of land in question, Mr,
Grover stated, had at one time been
a slough, and the company had filled
the place in to a depth of fifteen feet
and made the ground which had been
and was now used for raflroad pur-
poses. In the neighborhood of $1,000.-
000 had been expended in making this

't of any use.

tri(tt ﬁroadsx’vay and Third streets the
company had erected its geqeral offices
and the building was now in use. .At
the same time the general office bhuild-
ing was erected it was the purpose to
build other buildings, including a
freight and express building, and have
the same connected by archways with
the depot grounds. £

“The action by the city in insisting

on the building of the Broadway
bridge had stopped these improve-
ments. The bridge, if built, Mr. Grover

said, would result in the general office
building being abandoned, as it would
be impossible to conduct the .business
with the bridge running within a few
feet of the second and third stories of
structure.

m‘?lf it is desirable,” continued Mr.
Grover, for the city to have the bridge
‘and that part of lower Broadway, we
will have to fight it, and I am reason-
ably sure that in the end we will beat
he city.”

; The next point touched upon by Mr.
Grover was the contract made betwean
the city and the railroad compapies in
1880. This, he said, was a fair {Lnd
square agreement made at the time
when the city was desiroms of sequring
for the city several important railroad
interests, and in effect it provided that
the railroad companies, of which the
Great Northern was one, were to build
such bridges as the city decided
necessary, over streets which had been
opened before the companies secured
right of way.

icnng on the supposition that the
contract was a legal one, the Great
Northern had built nine or eleven
bridges, with the understanding that
after the abutments and structures had
been put up at the expense of the com-
pany, the city was forever afterward
to stand the expense of keeping the
same in repair. Testimony brought out
in court was at variance on the ques-
tion as to the contract of 1380 being
signed by the proper city officers of
the city, but it was not until a very
recent date that this had been even
disputed.

I{) had been the understanding for
many years both by the city and the
railroad companies that the contract or
agreement was in force, and several
bridges built in the meantime had
made special reference to the agree-
ment of 1880.

Mr. Grover cited an Instance under
this agreement where the Great North-
ern, when plans were submitted by the
city for a wooden bridge with a twe'n-
ty-four foot roadway, had decided the
plan proposed was not sufficient, and
Mr. Hill had changed the plans so as
to provide for an iron structure with
a roadway of thirty-six feet.

The company was now called upon
to build a bridge over its Tracks at
Snelling avenue and had proposed tfo
construct one which would answer the
demand for travel for many years to
come. The city, however, insisted on
a bridge the full width of the street,
which was, in the opinion of the com-
pany, unnecessary.

Mr. Grover admitted that the pro-
posed bridge at Raymond avenue
should be a full width structure, but
the one on Snelling avenue did not
need to be the full width of the street.
The Rice street bridge, as well as the
Jackson street structure, he stated, had
never been formally accepted by the
city, and it was out of the question to
suppose that the company would have
constructed the large number of ex-
pensive bridges which it had, if for
a moment it was considered that the
company would, after building them,
be required to keep them In repair, and
that the agreement of 1880 with the
city was net In fogc&.

Mr, Grover alluded to the trouble
which the company had been put to in
connection with the vacation of Park
avenue in the vicinity of the present

shops, and pointed out how inadsquate
the bulldings were at that point to

furnish accommodations for the equip-
ment of the road.

Mr. Grover said he would gladly fur-
nish the committee a detailed state-
ment of the differences now existing
between the city and the company, and
was of the opinion that when the mat-
ters were thoroughly understood, as
they would be on the presentation by
him of the facts in each case, there
would be no difficulty in arriving at a
settlement.

Chairman Albrecht, of the commit-
tee, said he and the other members
would be pleased to have a statement
such as had been  outlined by Mr,
Grover, and as soon as this is prepared
the city clerk will be notified and the
subcommittee called together agaln.

Mr. Hill was at present out of the
city, Mr. Grover said, and it would
probably be a week or so before he
returned. Should the facts to be sub-
mitted to the committee by Mr. Grover
be prepared and ready, it is quite prob-
able that the committee on his return
will visit Mr. Hill and endeavor to se-
cure from him some assurances that
if the matters are adjusted satisfac-
;‘orily the new shops will be located

ere.

SIDEWALK ORDERS ANNULLED.

Board of Public Works Will Build
Less of Wood.

The board of public works yesterday
had under consideration preliminary
orders sent to it by the council for
wooden sidewalks in the First ward.
Something like six miles of the walks
In the orders were stricken off by the
board, and instead of wooden walks
the board will recommend cement or
stone walks and gravel paths.

The St. Paul Gas company advised
the board that the glass signs for
lamps at various street crossings were
in the hands of the printers and would
be placed in position in a few days.

Owners of property on the old county
road between Langford avenue and the
city limits have notified the board that
there will be no objection made to the
opening, widening and boulevarding of
the street.

The plan now before the board pro-
vides for a widening of the thorough-
fare to a width of eighty feet.

In the cenfer are the street car
tracks occupying sixteen feet. On
either side a roadway of the same

width and on both sides of the roadway
boulevards of ten feet. The sidewalks
on both sides of the street are to be
six feet.

The property owners are not only
satisfled to have the street made eighty
feet wide, but a number of them are
willing to contribute sufficient land to
make it 100 feet in width.

President Copeland stated that the
board was considering the advisability
of putting a bicycle path along the
road, and if this was decided on the
street would be: made six feet wider,
to accommodate the wheelmen.

THRESHING IS GENERAL.

Red River Valley Grain Is Now
Going Inte the Sack.

The Minnesota crop: bulletin for the wezk
ending Monday, Aug.:29, follows:

The temperaturess were very h'gh on tha
22d, but after that 'date they have been
moderate. In the southern half of the state
there has been practically no rain, but early
in the week there was rain in the northern
half, with the largest amounts said to be
in Polk, Normzn and Clay counties. Thae
rains delayed stacking and threshing from
Wilkin, Otter Tail, Todd and Morrison coun-
ties northward. Threshing is general in the
Red river valley, all grains, but small arcas
of oats and flax being cut. In other sec-
tions of the state stacking is finished, or
nearly finighed, and threshing from the shock
is well advanced.

Threshing from the stack will hardly ba
general for two weeks, as the grainm has not
had time to dry after the sweating process,
In southwestern countles, where the severe
storm was reported in the lzst bulletin, much
time has been required to put stacks and
shocks in better condition, and it is report-
ed that considerable grain suffered iojury by
the storm. - Corn: is’ approaching maturity
satisfactorily, and on light lands som> ig
already being cut; on heavy soils cutting
may not begin till Sept. 10. A good d:al of
corn was blown down by the storm of the
19th in southwestern counties. ro that it will
be difficult to gather it. Apples are plentiful
In couthern counties. Rain is needed for
pastures and plowing in the southern ha'f.
Plowing is going on in many part: of tha
state.

CAHILL FOUND GUILTY.

Attempted to Blackmail Conductor
Hart, of the Omaha.
Clarence Cahill, tried in the police
court yesterday on the charge of at-
tempted blackmalil, was sentenced to
pay a fine of $50 or to spend sixty days
In the workhouse. A stay was granted
until today, when Cahill expects to be

able to pay the fine.

The prisoner was arrested at the in-
stance of Edward Hart, a conductor
on the Omaha road, who claimed Ca-
hill had attempted to extort money
from him by threatening to make trou-
ble for him with the company.

Manager Berry will this morning put
up three immense banners at the fol-
lowing places: Between Mannheimer's
store and the Boston, Sixth and Robert
streets; from Foley Bros. & Kelly's
store, across Third and Sibley streets;
from the Market house across Seventh |
and Wabasha streets. These banners
will bear this inscription in huge red
letters: “St. Paul's Peace Jubilee.
Pain’s War Spectable ““Cuba.” State
Fair Week. Corner University and
Grotto.” They will measure 30x9.

At the committee’s meeting yester-
day it was decided to fix the schedule
of admission as follows: 4,000 seats at
twenty-five cents each; 2,000 at fifty
cents; 3,000 reserved seats in the grand
stand at seventy-five cents, and thirty
boxes, seating 500 people, at various
prices.

Mayor Kiefer has promised to pro-
tect the grounds with a squad of twelve
special police, or more if necessary.
The grounds are now ready for the
picture. The amphitheater has been
almost completed and contains large
spacious aisles, &0 that there will be |
no danger of crowding. Thirty or forty
experienced ushers will be employed to
direct pecple to their seats.

L. E. Hoffman, state director, has,
through the influence of George R.
Finch, chairman of the citizens’ com-
mittee, secured the use of the armory
for special drills. An advertisement
has appeared in the daily papers call-
Ing for 500 soldiers to take part in the
war dramas, and so hearty have been
the responses that all needed military
material has been already secured.
Members of the old National Guard
want only half a chance to take a shot
at Spaniards, even on pictures. The
men secured are trained in infantry,
cavalry and artillery work. Besides
these the management will bring about
200 men, all of whom are trained sol-
diers. Fully 2,000 shots will be exchang-
ed during each battle, not including the
quick-firing by small arms.

Chief H. N. Cook, of the fire depart-
ment, conferred with the committes to
ascertain what extra precautions
against conflagrations should be taken.
His visit was the result of complaints
by citizens living in the neighborhood
of the amphitheater. When they saw
huge guns and mertars hauled in
wagons drawn by four horses and saw
tons upon tons of ammunition piled by
the roadside, they were worried. The
nearest occupied residence is more than
two blocks away, but still some of the
citizens were nervous and expressed
their alarm to the fire department.

Chief Cook was assured that there
was practically no danger whatever,
even though a strong wind might blow
during the show, but it was suggested
that as a precautionary measure and
to allay completely the fears of all citi-
zens, he might have a couple of en-
gines and a supply of hose in readiness
every evening. Chief Cook stated that
he would probably be able to spare one
chemical, two engines and 10,000 feet
of hose and also a hook and ladder
rigging.

As far as any danger Is concernea
the management insists that the spec-
tators need fear none. They will sit
beneath the canopy of heaven and the
amphitheater will be one mass of exits.
The enclosure will consist entirely of
canvas, twelve feet high and 1,700 feet
around. The heaviest missiles will be
shot 300 feet in the air before they ex-
plode, and the wrapping paper of
which they are made will be burned
out before alighting.
