COSTLY GLASS OF BEER.

Patrolman Tschida Fined $25 for
Quenching His Thirst.

It cost Patrolman Michael Tschida,
of the central detail, $25 to drink a
glass of beer Tuesday night. The of-
ficer did not pay the sum to the saloon-
keeper, but Mayor Kiefer directed the
comptroller to deduct that amount from
the salapy of Tschida for the month of
August., Tschida was called into a
saloon at 104 KEast Seventh streel,
Tuesday evening by the proprietor, and
bofore leaving he stepped into a side
room and downed a foaming glass of
beer.

Sergeant Davis either saw or heard
of the beer drinking aet and promptly
suspended the patrolman. Mayor Kiefer
investigated the matter yesterday and
after hearing the evidence and the
statement of the officer had the follow-
ing letter indited and forwarded to
Comptroller McCardy:

“I have the honor to inform you
that I have this day fined Officer
Tschida $25 for neglect of duty, by be-
ing in a saloon and drinking beer in
the same. You are instructed to with-
hold that amount from his August
pay.”

The mayor informed the officer that
a strict discipline must be maintained
and that a repetition of the offense
would result in his dismissal.

MONEY COMING IN FAST

ENORMOUS INCREASE IN INTERNAL

REVENUE RECEIPTS

The Total for Last Month Will Ran
to About §$250,000, of Whieh
$70,000 Comes I'rom the Sale of
étumpn — Predicted the Govern-
mens Will Have More Money Than
It Will' dinow What to Do With.,

There will havé to be several addi-
tions built on to the f{reasure house of
the United States if the money keeps
piling up at the rate that it is now
coming in. There is an enormous in-
crease shown in the receipts of the »f-
fice of the internal revenue collector
for this districet, for the month of
August. Just what the increase is the
collector has not yet had time to fig-
ure, but the total receipts for the month
that closed yesterday approximated
2563,000. Of this, $70,000 was taken in
on the sale of stamps and $48,000 for
the added tax on beer.

The report of the figures made by
the collector had gotten on to the
streets late yesterday afternoon, and
it was being talked about.

“I can’t just see the end,” said one
man, who has bought something like
$500 worth of stamps since the law went
into effect, “but I can see what is ga-
ing to be the immediate result. The
country is going to have an enormous
surplus in spite of the cost of the war
and the deficit caused by the Dingley
bill. There was the sale of bonds in
the first pilace, then this immense in-
come from the special war tax, then

it is likely that there will be a war
indemnity. With all this money in
sight the Republicans will begin (o

point with pride to a surplus, in spite
of fool taxation in the shape of a tariff
and an excessive internal revenue tax.
I am willing to pay my share of the
war expenses, but T am not in favor of
filling up the treasury to make Re-
publican campaign material.”

FUNDS OF THE CITY.

Deposits in Four Banks Still in Ex-
cess of the Limit.

The monthly report of City Treasurer Horst
shows a balance on deposit at four of the
banks in excess of the limit allowed under
the charter.

The council was advised by the treasurer
some days ago of the facts and asked to
signify by a resolution as to what dlisposi-
ticn he should make of the surplus funds,
The request was referred to a committee and
as yet nothing has been done,

According to the report the Merchants Na-
tional has §$1,494.56 more on deposit than al-
lowed by the charter; the National German-
American, $31,200; the St. Paul National,
$23,50, and the Scandinavian-American,
$3,140.

The report shows the receipts for August
in the general fund to have been $17 207.15;
special assessments, $10,345.03; total, $27.752.18.
In the special fund the amount including the
foregoing was 3$411,848.70. The balance July
31 was §520,031.67. The disbursements were

$199,150.89. The surplus is deposited as fol-
lows:

MOVING KLONDIKE GOLD

TWO0 MILLION DOLLARS HAS
BEEN CARRIED EAST

Great Northern and Northern Pacifle
Express Companies Have Doubled
Thelr Guards, Owing to a Report
That n Band of Robbers in Mon-
tana Is Looking for Trouble——
Good Chance to Find It,

Klondike gold to the value of $2,000,-
000 has passed through St. Paul dur-
Ing the last two weeks, and more is
on the way. It is shipped in bullion
from Seattle to Philadelphia and comes
to this city by express. The shipments
thus far have been pretty evenly di-
vided between the Northern Pacific and
the Great Northern, and extra precau-
tions have been taken to prevent hold-
ups.

xii‘v-ery express car, on both lines, con-

talning the gold is guarded by two
speclal messengers, who are armed
with shotguns and revolvers. All the

trainmen are equipped with revolvers,
and the men stand guard over the
treasure day and night. The gold is
locked in a special safe, the combina-
tion of which i3 not known to the men
guarding it, and whenever the mes-
sengers are changed along the route
the combination is changed.

The companies’ fear of train robbers
is founded on a report that there is a
band of men in Montana who are try-
ing to capture a train with Klondike
treasure. Both express companies weire
warned recently that the band was
making for the Northern Pacific road,
but later word was received that the
men had changed their route and were
heading for the Great Northern. Both
companies have since redoubled their
vigilance, and any band of robbers that
attempts to hold up either road will
have a warm time.

The Great Northern Express com-
pany has a device which is thought to
be an effective guard against surprise
by robbers or any one else at night.
It is a brilliant flash light, which will
reveal the presence of any one within
a safe distance of the car. It is op-
erated from the interior of the car,
and no one who falls within its focus
can stand the glare. It is a most daz-
zling light and blinds a person against
whom it is directed. Any band of men
of thieving intentions who should make
a mistake and try to rob a car fitted
with this device would fall an easy
victim to the marksmanship of the
train crew.

The companies are making quite a
neat littie sum from the transportation
of gold. The tariff for that commodity
is higher than for ordinary goods, and
the owners are wlling to pay a reason-
able express bill. The companies as-
sume all risk for the safe transporta-
tion of the yellow metal, and if any
was lost or stolen they would be oblig-
ed td make good the deficit, It stands
them in stead to take extraordinary
precautions in shipping the gold.

There has lately been a dispute he-
tween the Eastern mine owners and

the express companies as to rates for
money from Chicago to Montana
points. Mine owners get the cash to

pay the miners in Chicago rather than
in St. Paul or Minneapolis, because
they claim they can get cleaner and
crisper bills there than here. The ship-
pers object to paying more than 75
cents per $1,000, but the companies have
told them they will not carry money
such a distance with its attendant
risks for that rate. Up to the present
time the companies have held the best
of the argument—at least they have
received their rates,

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NEWS OF THE RAILROADS

NORTHERN PACIFIC DISPOSES
OF SOME OF ITS LANDS

D. 8, B, Johnston Company Acquires
an Immense Tract of the Property
——Omaha Trainmen
Has & Long Conference With the
Superintendent of the Road——The
Question of Wages Is Up.

Committee

The Northern Pacific Railway com-
pany has just closed one of the largest
land deals in the history of the North-
west, It has sold to the D. 8. B. John-
ston Land Mortgage company, of this
city, nearly 500,000 acres of land in Min-
nesota and North Dakota. These lands
are among the cholcest in the states
named and are located principally in
the Red and James river valleys.

While the details of the transaction
are not made publie, it 1s understood
that a good price was paid for the
lands, and that the Johnston company
will endeavor as far as possible to car-
ry out the policy of the Northern Pa-
cific company by making sales only to
persons who will become actual sci-
tlers.

The Johnston company is one of the
oldest and best known land companies
in the Northwest. It was established in
1874 and has long been actively engag-
ed in buying and selling lands in the
Northwest, particularly in North Da-
kota, where it already possessed large
heldings before making this latest ac-
quisition. With its machinery and
well known and approved methods of
doing business, it is believed that It
will become even a more important fac-
tor than it has been in the develop-
ment and peopllng of the section in
which it operates.

F. W. Wilsey, Eastern land agent
for the Northern Pacific company,
when seen yesterday, confirmed the
rumor of the sale and when asked
whether a transaction of such large
proportions would not necessitate a
change in past methods, replied:

“Not at all. The policy of the com-
pany has always been to settle and de-
velop the country adjacent to the line
of the road, whether the lands affected
thereby were owned by the company
or by private parties. It has kept the
prices low and offered most favorable
terms to encourage actual settlement,
and the result is that in the agricul-
tural districts through which the road
runs a perfect panorama of farms is
pregented. This could not have been
accomplished had the lands been held
by speculators.

“The sale to the Johnston company is
believed to be of considerable advan-
tage in the settlement of the country,
for the reason that it bought the lands
for no other purpose than to resell. It
has been that company’s policy to sell
to actual settlers, and it will lend its
efforts to those being continually made
by this company. Like this company,
the Johnston company will keep its
prices low and extend most favorable
terms to those desiring to secure homes
in the territory embraced in its opera-
tions. In fact, I understand it intends
to maintain the prices already placed
upon the lands by this company and
offer not only the same, but more lib-
eral terms than we have been giving
to actual settlers.

“Cn the whole I look upon the sale
as advantageous not only to this com-
pany, but to the country generally in
which the lands are situated, for, as
I stated, the machinery and efforts of
the Johnston company will be added to
those of the Northern Pacific company
in populating the Northwest with a
thrifty and progressive class of farm-
ers.”

The Johnston company has secured
the services of Willis Drummond, who
for the past two years has held an
important position in Mr. Wilsey's of-
fice, and he will today enter upon his
new duties as manager of sales. Mr.
Drummond hasg devoted over twenty-
five years to the land business in the
Northwest, and is well qualified for
the important position to which he has
been appoirted.

TRAVEL IS HEAVY.

Transcontinental Lines Carrying an
Unusual Number of Passengers.

Travel to and from the coast now is th
heaviest that has been known in years, Both
the Northern Pacific and the Great Northern
are carrying great trainloads of passengers
for coast points every day. Both lines are
obliged to increasze the length of their trains,
and every berth in first and secend-class
sleepers is occupted. There seems no diminu-
tion of trafiic, and the strange part of it 1s
that the travelers are not business pecple,
but ordinary mortals, who go to the ccast
and return a week later.

The low rates to the coast are undoubtedly
the cause of the passenger movement. Tick-
ets to the coast now cost only $20, ard at
the end of the journey the companies re-
fund §10, so that the round trip costs cnly
$20. Sleeping berths, of ccurse, are charged
for at standard rates additional.

“It is the most surprizing thing I cver
saw,”” said the agent of one of the coast lines
yesterday. “The people seem to come from
2ll over the country. I was in Seattle iately,
and there I found that the Eastern re'atives
of every family in Seattle had visited them
during the summer. They came out thore
for the trip and to see the country. It was
cheaper for them to travel than to stay
home, and they spent their money in that
way. Few permanent setilers, in comparison
with the transients, go to the coas:. They
all come back this way. But the low rata
keeps the stream of travel moving to and
fro.”

HELD A CONFERENCE,
Omaka Trainmen Committee Meets
General Superintendent Stuart.

An extended conference between the com-
mittee of Omaha {rainmen and General Su-
perintendent Stuart was heid in the Omaha
offices yesterday. All the members of the
committee attended, and they talked to Mr.
Stuart from noon until nearly 6 o’clock.
Each point in their request to the road was
carefully discuszed, but in a very friendly
spirit, and, though no deflnite answer was
given by Mr, Stuart, it is thought that when
the other officials have considered the men’s
requests most of them will be granted.

General Manager Kendrick, of the North-
ern Pacifie, returned to his office yes‘erday,
but did not take any action on the demands
of the freight trainmen of that rozd for
an increase of pay. General Superintendent
Kimberly has not had a chance to present
to Mr. Kendrick, and until it

be given to the men,

The committees of conductors and firemen
are still in the city, and they say they will
remain here until they receive a reply.

B. & 0, COUPONS,
Receivers Will Pay Them at Union
Trust Company’s Office.

BALTIMORE, Md., Aug. 31.—The receivers
of the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad company
will pay the coupons due Sept. 1, 1898, from
2,500,000 bonds of the Central Ohio Railroad
company, amounting to $36,250. These cou-
pons are payable at the Union Trust com-
pany, New York, and at the office of the
treasurer for receivers of the B, & 0. Rail-
road company, Baltimore.

Heavy Flour Movements.

DULUTH, Minn., Aug. 31.—The movement
of flour has become so heavy that the North-
ern Steamship company has been -compelled
to use its whole freight-carrying fleet and to
charier three other big freighters to meet
the business that has suddenly piled up. The
freightérs chartered are the Penobscot, the
Chili and the Gratwick. The Penobscot took
out a lead of flour from the Eastern Minne-
sota docks in Superior on Sunday, and the
Chill and the Gratwick have taken loads
since,
