P7.KTN, Aug. 31..—A high member of

the Tsung Li Yamen (Chinese foreign
office), who is a British sympathizer,
< .ni.plained in the course of a recent
interview that Great Britain's assur-
ance- of support against Russian ag-
gression were belated.

"Why," asked this functionary,
"withhold such a declaration until Rus-
sia had secured Port Arthur and
France obtained considerable .conces-
sions in the south. The disintegration
of the empire has begun, and today the
necessity for strong action is less ur-
gent than when Russia first obtained
a foothold."

He admitted that China had broken
her promises to England; but this, he
argued, was because Russian pressure
was too strong to be resisted. He com-
plained of "British ignorance of Rus-
sia's line of action," asked 'Why does
not England approach Russia directly
with a declaration that Russia's inter-
ference In China will be regarded as
a casus belli? It is usejess to punish
helpless China an_ fo participate in
the disintegration of the empire. The
Tsung Li Yamen prefers that British
Influence should be paramount, but
It is unable to do anything unless Eng-
land helps, with sword in hand."

OFFICERS NOT TO BLAME
KNIGHTS OF PYTHIAS' INVESTI-

GATING COMMITTEE REPORTS

Exone rate_ Oiliciiil.s of the Order
From tlie Implied Charges of Di-

INDIANAPOLIS, Au,?. 31.—The spe-
cial investigating committee appointed
by the supreme lodge of Pythias on
the first day of its session, to inves-
tigate the truth or falsity of the
charges against the officers of the or-
ganization and to find out, if possible,
where the information had come from,
made its report this morning. The com-
mittee paid special attention to the
author of the charges, but the report
clots not show that it was successful
in this. The committee says:

As to the direct charges tending to
reflect on the supreme keeper of rec-
ords and seal, White, we find from
the testimony submitted that Brother
White is not a stockholder or a di-
rector in a bank, trust company or
other financial institution; that he has
not been directly or indirectly inter-
ested in any contracts of any charac-
ter made by or in the interests of the
supreme lodge.

As to the charge of extravagance

and waste, the committee finds that
"the members and officers of the su-
preme lodge have in all things con-
ducted the business of the organiza-
tion fairly, and for the interest of all,
and that all insinuations to the con-
trary are absolutely false and without
foundation. We further flnd that there
have been large sums of money ex-
pended in what might seem to be a
useless manner, but we also flnd that
all such expenditures are the result
of direct legislation on the part of this
body, and authorized by it, and that
the officers, in making the expendi-
tures, were acting simply as the agents
of this body in carrying out its dic-
tates."

The committee suggests that "the
supreme keeper of records and seal
be requested to prepare for each su-
preme lodge a detailed statement show-
ing the amount of work, as nearly as
may be, performed by each officer
during the preceding two fiscal years.
and the expenses of the same officer
during the same time, and the amounts
required for salary and expenses, so
that the executive committee of this
body may have an opportunity of
judging whether the salary and ex-
pense accounts are too low, and ln
what respect."

This report was signed by Chairman
Bangs, D. C. Richardson, James B.
Watson, John M. Hanson and John
W. Daniels.
