It hardly reaches the standard one sets

! for this series in cither interest or con-

struction, and whiie it serves to divide
one’s attention with the heat of the day
it is not “holding” enough to minimize
the discomforts of summer. The hero
of *“This Little World” is the self-
taught young painter of one of the
very rural parts of England. He is a
navel of course, ard as such the world
resents him with much bitterness, and
in the end accepts him with much en-
thusiasm. The herocine is a ycung girl
with a remarkable voice from this same
rural district; but, more fortunate to
n with, she is taken up by wealthy
k and made much of, The strug-
gling artist loves her in vain at this
timme, while an established but crudely
selfish painter is more successful in his
suit. Hope, the girl, at the height of
her fame, loses her voice, is thrown
over by the successful artlst and re-
turns home, chastened In spirit, to
nurse her dying grandfather. In the
ead, the despised yo ung painter, crown-
with fame and jingling more
guineas than usually find their way
to a painter's pocket, returns and saves
Hope from a life of poverty and strug-
g’lt‘.

SCHOOL BEGINS NEXT WEEK

MONDAY, SEPT. 12,
OPENING DAY

IS THE

High Schocl Attendance Promises a
Material Increase —— Board Will
Meet Wednesday Aiternoon—Su-
perintendent Smith Will Address
a General Teachers’ Meeting Sat-
urday Moraing.

Just one week from Monday, Sept. 13,
the public schools of St. Paul open thelr
doors upon another school! year. En-
rollment at the Centgal high school has
been In progress several weeks, and
Principal Bryant reports that a ma-
terial increase in the attendance at the
Central high school will be noticeable
this year, and Superintendent Smith
says there are indications of an excep-
tionally heavy enrollment in all the
grammar schcols and the two branch
high schools.

The board of school inspectors will
hcld its regular meeting Wednesday
afternoon, when the only matters
which will be brought to its attention
will be a few appointments and resiz-
nations, as its calendar was pretty well
cleaned up at the  last two special
meetings of the board.

A general meeting of all the teach-
ers of the public schools will be he!d
in assembly hall of the Central high
school next Saturday morning, when
Superintendent Smith will outline the
policy to be pursued in the schools dur-
ing the coming year.

There will be little deviation from the
lines followed out in the schools dur-

ing the last school year. Superintendent .

Smith will urge a careful attention to
the authorized text books, and less at-
tention to miscellaneous and suppie-
mentary reading. At present there are
but few fads in the schools and those
few are in the method and not in the
subject. A new interest will be urged
fn music. Miss Shawe will bhe given
the support in her work of the entire
corps of teachers on the city’s pay roll,
and special attention will be given to
this department of the educational
work.

The schools will be maintained along
only practical lines and it will be with
an eye to strict economy as the boards

starts out on the new vear with a
deficit of $15,000 which it expects to
save on oonsolidationa and small

economies before graduation day comes
arcund again.

It is a matter of pleasure that the
school board has heen able to open the
vear with a full staff of teachers. There
will be just 546 teachers on the
when school opens on the 12th, and this
numhber will onlv be decreazed where
resignations cccur, when the board will
make consolidatiors which will affect
a substantial saving in the appropria-
tions for teachers' salaries.

Tt is expected that the attendance at
the opening of the schools will excend
19,000, and .it is highly probable that
before the term ends the total number
enrolled will touch the 20.000 mark

All the =chools will be maintained in
thieir entirety, and with but few
changes in the teaching staff. Assistant
Superintendent A. J. Bond will fill the
place made vacant bv the death of
Principal Smith, of the Madison school,
with special duties.

Other than this the teaching staff of
the schools remains unchanged with
the excention of a faw mihor chaneges
caused by tranzfers, and the promo-
tion of Principal Baker from the Jeffor-
son to the Humboldt high school
Lafayvette Smith, son of the late Gen.

Viat

Smith. has heen annointed to a posi-
tion in the Humbeldt schonl. The a=-

pointment gives general satisfaction to
the friends of the late principal of the
Madison schoeol.

Forty-three schools will be maintain-
ed by the city thiz vear, three of which
are high schools, in which fiftv-three
of the 545 teachers are emploved.
