Workers Want War Wnges in Time
of Peace,

MANILA.Sept. s.—There have been
seveial labor strikes here, the demand
being- for excessive wages. Because
the American authorities, In the ean.y
exigencies of the situation here, agreed
to the extravagant demands of labor
here It has been difficult to return to
an equitable basis. One of these strikes
caused the suspension of the traffic on
the tramways of Manila for three days.

Copies of the new tariff have been
circulated here, but it has not yet been
enforced, pending 1 the receipt of Instruc-
tions from Washington. Itis climated
that under the American tariff there
will be an average rcducdon of one-
third^compared with that of S-pain.
