By their character and serviced
as national guardsmen and as \olunteers. they
have reflected great credit upon Minnesota.
and ou their return fr.m the war will be
able to do even bettor service, and will fur-
nish a military force, which cannot be else-
where excelled, if indeed equaled; and,

Whereaa. Their muster out. under such
circumstances, would be unjust and Impolitic
»hd would discourage the young men of the
state from hereafter performing military
duty.

Resolved, That the governor be, and he
hereby ls, requested to allow the throe regi-
ments to remain, until their return and ex-
pression of their wishes, a part of the na-
tional guard of Minnesota, asid that he, mean-
time. If need be, make some temporary or
additional arrangement for the proper mili-
tary protection of the state.
