BRECKENRIDGE, Minn., Sept. 10.—
(Special.)—Yesterday afternoon John
J. Brawders and Fq*q-)d Spanfeller got
into a fight at Kent, in this county,
and Brawders seems to have had the
worst of it. He went away, but in a
ghort time returned with a number of
threshers and proposed to run the town.
They went into the saloon of Marick
Bros.,, and made a good deal of dis-
turbance, breaking glasses and fluor-
ishing guns.
