MILWAUKEE., Sept. 13.—Frank Se-
lee. the successful manager of the Bos-
ton club for ten yoars, will sever his
connection with the National league
champions this fall, having secured an
active Interest In the Minneapolis club,

wiiich he will also manage next year,
giving the Western league six of the
iv..st talented base ball leaders in the
managerial line In the country, the oth-
ers being Connie Mack, of the Milwau-
kees; Charles Comlskey, of the St Pauls;
T. J. Loftus, of the Columbus club; J.
A. Manning, of the Kansas Oitys, and
Robert G. Allen, of Indianapolis.

Last winter Selee wanted to secure
the franchise of the Grand Rapids club,
which lie proposed removing to Omaha,
but he was under a verbal agreement
with the Boston club to manage the
team thia season, and as the club's
owners declined to give him his release
he • a.s obliged to remain in the .Na-
tional league another season. The suc-
cess attending the efforts of the other
former l«ig league managers in West-
ern league has been golden bait to men
who have been identified with the Na-
tional ever since it came into existence
years ago. In the big league the man-
agers are paid liberally for exercising

brains, but the fact that the pat-
ronage In the Western is large, pro-
viding the quality of the playing is^up
to the required standard, and the emol-
umtt.ts satisfactory, in addition to be-
ing unfettered by fault-finding owners,

has been attractive to men like Mack,
Comlskey and Loftus, who are recog-
nized far and wide in the base ball
world as the most skillful tacticians
wearing the spangles, and their suc-

ls sure to pluck other stars from
the big league firmament. Selee has
won four championship pennants for
the Boston club, and apparently has
again landed a winner this year, so
that Minneapolis seems assured of the

ssion of a team next year that
will be up in the race and attractive at
"home as well as abroad.

Next Thursday there will be a quiet
session of the Western league mag-
nates in St. Paul to consider circuit
changes for 1599, and it is quite likely
that at that time the official announce-
ment will be made of Mr. Selee's con-
nection with the Millers. Whether the
Buffalo and Toronto magnates have put
in a bid for the franchises held by Co-
lumbus and St. Joseph cannot be ascer-
tained, but it is semi-officially stated
that Denver and Chicago are appli-
cants for the vacancies, and while the
circuit will not then be made up for
next year, it is certain that the line of
action for the annual meeting next
month will be fully prepared.

Umpire Gaffney's Idea of a white* plat©
has been Improved upon by Magnate Brush.
He advises the change of the plata so that
one side of it will be parallel with the
pitcher's slab, instead of having one point
of it to the pitcher. In other words, his idea
is to have the plate turned so that there will
be no corners to pitch over. This change
would necessitate a larger plate, for at pres-
ent the rubber ardst pitches over the diagonal
of the plate, which Is 12 Inches square.
I'nder new conditions the plate would be
made of white rubber and the boundaries of
the batsman's box marked by black rubber
strips. While this rule would tend to make
the umpire's task easier, itmight add to theeffect! vent*s of the twlrler. Under such con-
ditions, however, there wouid ba little excuse
for an umpire missing as many strikes as a
great many of them do now.—St. Louis Globe-

NEW HAVEN, Conn.. Sept. 13.—The
attendance at the national bicycle meet
in Elm City Park today was 3,000. The
time in the professional events was
slow, and Bald's disappearance caused
disappointment.

Seven men qualified
in each heat, and Gardiner failed to
get a place in the first heat, as he drop-
ped out at the three-quarters post. The
heat was run in the slow time of
4:41 4-5.

It was
thought that Maj. Taylor would also
fail to get a place, as he was apparent-
ly pocketed, but by a phenomenal
spurt, when about 100 yards from the
tape, be managed to get out of the
bunch and came in sixth.

FRED MDERMOTT DEAD.

HIS JOURNEY PROM THE SOUTHERN
CAMP WAS IN VAIN

Thief River Falls Hoy Passed Away,
at IO O'Clock Last Ninlit at St.
Joseph's Hospital.

Minnesota's death roll was increased
last night by the passing away of Pri-
vate Fred C. McDermott, of Company
F, of the Twelfth regiment. McDermott
died at St. Joseph's hospital last night
at 10 o'clock of typhoid fever. He came
here Saturday night from the South
with the hospital train. The deceased
enlisted at Thief River Falls.

George Schiller and Robert Schwede,
the former of Company D, Fifteenth,
and the latter of Company B, Fifteenth,
are also seriously ill with typhoid at
St. Joseph's. Private Gibbons, of the
Third United States infantry, is se-
riously ill at St. Joseph's with malaria.
Gibbons is from Santiago.

The other sick soldiers In St. Paul
were reported in a favorable condition
last night. This includes all the mem-
bers of the Fifteenth. The twenty-
eight sick taken to Minneapolis from
the South are improving.

A telegram from Zumbrata says that
Sergt. C. O. Bonham, Ludwig Dahl and
Ed Erickson, of Company D, Four-
teenth Minnesota, ariived there yester-
day. They were among the sick on the
hospital train.

A dispatch from West C ncord, Minn.,"
says that Elliot D. Reynolds, private,
Company A, Third United States infan-
try, arrived on furlough from Montauk
Point, N. V., on Aug. 28, and has since
been very low with typhoid fever. Rey-
nolds needs a trained nurse capable of
handling such cases or his chances of
recovery are very small. When he left
here last April, he weighed 215 pounds
and was as rugged and rough a twen-
ty-year-old boy as could be found.
