FACTOR AFFECTING PRICES

Reply of the Defendant Company to
the Contention of the Complain-
untN That a Reduction of Knf.«
on the OoKeltlc Ha* Been Fol-
lowed by a Rise In Prices The
I.a«t Day at Cleveland.

CLEVELAND, 0., Sept. 14.—The sec-
ond and last day of the Cleveland hear-
ing in the iron ore rate ease brought
three very important witnesses to the
stand. Robert Bentley, of the Ohio Iron
& Steel company, of Youngstown, was
called by the defendant railway and
two witnesses were called by the com-
plainants, their only ones here. Jas.
Corrigan, of the mining, shipping and
furnace firm of Corrigan, McKinney &
Co., and F. A. Bates, the Cleveland orebroker, who five years ago opened the
Cincinnati mine on the Mesaba range.

Mr.Bentley followed the general lines
of the evidence offered yesterday. He
stated that the proportion of Mesaba
ore used in furnaces varied from 30 to
50 per cent, and that a greater propor-
tion was not used on account of the
danger to furnaces and the expense of
operation. As much Mesaba ore is used,
he said, as would be if prices were
very considerably less, as furnacemen in their anxiety to produce cheap
pig iron usr>d now as gieat a propor-
tion of Mesaba ore as was possible. A
reduction in rail costs, he said, would
inure to the benefit of the ore consum-
er, as he would demand a corresponding
reduction in prices. Prices of iron ores
were, a.c< ording to the witness, based
solely on costs that must be paid by
the consuming mining interests, such
as Carnegie and other mine owners
who operate mines.

The two witnesses for the complain-
ants gave testimony almost directly
contradictory. They believed a reduc-
tion in the rail rate would help the
miners, and unless rail rates were con-
siderably reduced, the consumers would,
they testified, get no benefit from this
reduction. They brought forward rail
reductions on Gogebic range ores, and
in vessel rates this year which, it was
said, did not result in corresponding
lower prices for ores as proof. In fact,
according to Mr. Corrigan and Mr.
Bates, these ores, while there is a re-
duction in shipping rates of perhaps
fifteen cents a ton, sell this year at
ten to fifteen cents above 1897.

In answer to this the defendant
brought out the existence of an ore pool
that regulated these prices, before these,

reductions were made.
FURNACE MINERS.

The witnesses for the com-
plainants were asked by Mr.
Billson if the operation of furnace
miners on the old ranges in the pa-st

fifteen years and their entry on the
Gogebic this year had eliminated
all profit for the independent old range
miners, and they testified that it had
not. They believed that railroad and
mine connection on the Mesaba had
had the effect referred to.

W. G. Mather, interested in the
Lake Superior & Ishpeming railroad,
was the first witness. He stated that
his company was not able to sell its
bonds until it had guaranteed in its
mortgage that a sinking fund would
be established that would retire the
entire bond issue in twenty-five years
and also allow for the replacement
of its equipment and docks. This had
not been done by the Duluth, Mlssabe
& Northern road, and this, he said,
was a cause for the low operating cost
there. He added that the Ishpeming
road's ton-mile rate was higher than
that of the Duluth roads.

Harvey H. Brown, of the Stewart
Iron company, was the next witness.
The burden of his testimony has been
given above.

Robert Bentley gave considerable
technical information, and in many
ways proved himself the most inter-
esting witness of the Cleveland hearing.
He had used as high as 75 per cent
of Me.=aba ore, and would use all he
could, as it was the greatest factor
in cheapening cost, but he reduced
the percentage to five-sixteenths of
Mesaba, as large an amount as he
considered safe. He testified that he
had bought non-Bessemer ores this
year at 25 cents less that last, because
of lessened freights. No steelmaker
could exist, he paid, unless he could
get ores at the same cost as the most
favored of competitors, therefore Car-
negie's cost regulated the entire pro-
duction of ores. The export trade was
the future for the steel industry, and
to hold it export trade cost must be
kept down, and he believed the indus-
try had arrived at a point in this coun-
try where small profits and great units
of business must be considered as gov-
erning the situation.

CARNEGIE'S CONTROL.
In the line of a reduction of rates

inuring to the benefit of the consumer,
he stated that the very day Car-
negie's new Pittsburg road announced
its low rates all other roads between
Lake Erie and the furnaces had to do
exactly as well.

F. A. Bates didn't think the mine
owner on the Mesaba could live unless
exceptionally favored by the quality
of his mine. He figured that the Fayal
ore costs 15 cents more than it sells
for, the company making on its rail
haul what it loses in mining, and sell-
ing at such a price that the miner,
being obliged to pay rail freights,
would mine at an actual loss unless op-
erating the best and cheapest mines.
He stated that ores were selling above
a year ago, instancing the 15-cent pool
advance. He admitted the great c<in-

tention that Carnegie's cost sets the
pace for all mines. He stated that
nobody would buy mines, but was
foroed to admit that a good many had
been bought of late by business men
wTio had no railroads.

Mr. Corrigan was turned over a grid-
iron for an hour, but the testimony
was largely of a personal nature as to
relations between himself and the
Rockefeller interests. He testified that
other lines were shipping ores to Esca-
naba, eighty and sixty-five miles, at
23 and 20 cents, respectively, below
Minnesota rates. The remainder of his
testimony was on the lines given above.

The commission adjourned late in the
afternoon, to meet in Chicago Friday
morning.

daunted, these gallant men pushed on
to drive the enemy from his chosen po-
sition, both divisions losing heavily. In
this assault Col. Hamilton, Lieuts.
Smith and Ship were killed, and Col.
Carroll, Lieuts. Thayer and Myer, all
of the cavalry, were wounded.

"Great credit is due to Gen. Haw-
kins, who, placing himself at the head
of his regiments, urged them on by
voice and bugle calls to the attack so
brilliantly executed. In this fierce en-
counter words fail to do justice to
the gallant regimental commanders and
the heroism of the men while in dif-
ferent formations and at points of at-
tack, for it was, after all, the rapid,
intrepid bravery of the officers and
men that planted our colors on the
crest of San Juan hill and drove the
enemy from his trenches and block-
houses, thus gaining a position which
sealed the fate of Santiago."

Gen. Shafter follows in detail the
movements of the troops and the en-
trenching done during the night:

"All day on the second the battle
raged with more or less fury, but such
of our troops as were in position at
daylight held their ground, and Law-
ton gained a strong and commanding-
position on the right.

"About 10 p. m. the enemy made a
vigorous assault to break through our
lines, but he was repulsed at all points.

LAST DAY OF FIGHTING.
"On the morning of the 3d the bat-

tle was renewed, but the enemy seem-
ed to have expended his energy in the
assault of the previous night, and the
firing along the lines was desultory ]
until stepped by my sending the fol-
lowing letter within the Spanish lines."

Gen. Shafter gives the dispatches
passing between himself and Gen.
Toral already published.

"The cessation of firing about noon
on the 3d practically terminated the
battle of Santiago, all that occurred
after this time Ihave properly treated
in the report of the siege.

"A few Cubans assisted in. the attack
on El Caney and fought valiantly, but

their numbers were too small to ma-
terially change the strength as indi-

cated above. The enemy confronted us
with numbers about equal to our own.
They fought obstinately in strongly

entrenched positions, and the results
obtained clearly indicate the intrepid

gallantry of the company officers and
men and the benefits derived from tho
careful training and instruction given

in the company in recent years in rifle
practice and other battle exercises.
Our losses in these battles were 22
officers and 208 men killed, and SI of-

ficers and 1.203 men wounded; missing,

79. The missing, with few exceptions,
reported later."

Gen. Shafter says the arrival of Gen.
Escario at Santiago was not antici-
pated. He said:

"Gen. Garcia, with between 4,000 and
5 000 Cubans, was intrusted with the
duty of watching for and intercepting

the 'reinforcement expected. This, how-
ever, he failed to do, and Escario pass-
ed into the city on my extreme right

and near the bay."
After speaking of Admiral Cervera's

sortie and the destruction of his fleet.
Gen. Shafter says he again called on
the Spanish commander to surrender.
He says:

"On the same date Iinformed Ad-
miral Sampson that, if he would force
his way to th.' harbor, the city would
surrender without any further sacrifice
of life. Commodore Watson replied
that Admiral Sampson was temporar-

ily absent, but that in his (Watson's)
opinion the navy should not enter the
harbor.

"The strength of the enemy's posi-
tion was such Idid not wish to as-
sault, if it could be avoided. An ex-
amination of the enemy's works made
after the surrender fully justifies the
wisdom of the course adopted. The
intrenchments could only have been
carried with very great loss of life."

DETAILS OF SURRENDER.
Gen. Shafter gives the varying ef-

forts towards securing a surrender
and his reopening the engagement on
the 10th, when the truce ended. On
the 12th the surrender was again de-
manded. By this date the sickness in
the army was increasing very rapidly
as a result of exposure in the trenches,

to the intense heat of the sun and the
heavy rains. Moreover, the dews in
Cuba are almost equal to rains. The
weakness of the troops was becoming
po apparent Iwas anxious to bring

the siege to an end, but, in common
with most of the officers of the army,
Idid not think an assault would be
justifiable, especially as the enemy
seemed to be acting in good faith on
the preliminary propositions to sur-
render.

"July 1Iinformed the Spanish com-
mander that Maj. Gen. Hfliles, com-
mander-in-chlef of the American army,
had just arrived in my camp and re-
quested him to grant us a persona]
interview on the following day. He
replied he would be pleased to meet us.
The interview took place on the 13th,
and Iinformed him his surrender only
could be considered, and that, as he
was without hope of escape, he had
no right to continue the fight."

Gen. Shafter then gives the details
of the final surrender, -hia entry into
the city and the raising of the Ameri-
can flag.
