Platform Declares for Bimetallism,

DENVER, Col.,, Sept. 15.—The state
convention of the Republican party of
Colorado was called to order at the
Broadway theater by State Chairman
J. L. Hodges, at 10 o’clock this morn-
ing.

United States Senator Edward O.
Wolcott was unanimously elected tem-
porary chairman. Senator Wolcott be-
gan his speech by congratulating the
convention that it was not called upon
to confer with any other party as to
its nominations, and that the delegates
need not auarrel for three days over a
division of the spoiis, “like hungry dogs
fighting over a bonre.” He said the con-
vention at Colorado Springs -showed
that the price of the party which had
tried to steal the name and organiza-
tion of the Republican party under the
name of silver Republicans, was two
or three places in the state house. Re-
ferring 1o the division of the silver Re-
publican party he said that “a political

tramp named Towne was called here
from another state to tell Colorado
voters how to conduct their conven-
tion.” He asserted that Mr. Towne had

no authority, as claimed by him, and
erated that the silver Republican party
was first organized in Colorado, and
Mr. Broad was elected state chairman
for Colorado months before Mr. Towne
was named as national chairman. His
arraignment of the silver Republicans
who followed Chairman 7Towne was
very bitter. He was glad, he said, that
they had forever left the Republican
party. Speaking of the Broad -onven-
tion, he said he hoped this convention
would find some means of en-operation,
Most of its members, he said, coul!d
find all the silver they wanted in the
name Republican, The platform of the

gilver Republicans, presided over by
Senator Teller, Mr. Wolcott said, was
devoted largely to villification of the

junior senator from Colorado. He wish-
ed to send them the message that
when they had dug his political grave
and buried him in it, they zould never
write “renegade’” over it

Upon reassembling this afternoon
George W. Allen, of Denver, was m:«vie
permanent chairman. The committee
on resolutions submitted a platform
which was adopted. After commending
the administration of Piesident McKin-
ley the platform says:

‘“The Republican party is and has always
been a bimetallic party. The Republicans
of Colorado are earnestly devoted to the cause

of bimetallism. It has no sympathy wih
monometalliem, and believes that the flnal
fmposition of a single standard upon the

yeople of this country would work irrepara-
le injury. Its members believe thag the
proper place for a Republican bimetallist is
fn the ranks of the party and not ou‘ of it.
In the future, as in the past, Republicans
who represent Colorado at the national cap-
{tal will be found working for the res'oration
of silver.

“True bimetallists are necessarily believers
in hard money, gold and silver, as fhe basis

of our national circulation. The Democratic
attempt to raise money for our war wii‘h
Spain by issuing $150,000,000 of irredcemsable
legal tender notes, not backed by a dnllar

of gold or silver, would, if successful, have
been the most serious blow that could have
been dealt to the cause of silver. It was
fortunately defeated by Republican votes.
And when the Democracy had failed in this
attempt at paper Inflation, that party at-
attempted to defeat the pa:sage of the bill to
raise revenue for the carrying on of the war
and to pay our soldiers and sallors. " And we
congratulate those eminent statesmen, Sen-
ators Morgan, Turpie and Mantle, for rising
above their party and for refusing to stand
by their associates in an attempt to ecrirple
our country in {its hour of need. And we
further congratulaie tho:e earnest and. true
Republicans who, by their efforts and their
voices, aided in securing the passage of the
Wolcott amendment to that measure, requir-
ing the coinage of the silver seigniorage.”

In reference to the late war with
Bpain the platform says:

“We rejoice with the people of the country
on the early and successful termination of th=
war with Spain. We extend to our brave ard
courageous officers and men in the army and
navy our sincere and heartfelt congratula-
tion for the unequaled & >ism and gallantry
which have added new laurels to our flag,
and which have given this naticn an enviable
place among the leading powers of the ear.h.

“We rely with confildence upon the ability
and patriotism of the present naval adminis-
tration to settle all the Intricate and impor-
tant questions which are now presented to
the people of this country by the conclusi n
of the Spanish war.”

Belief in the doctrine of protection is
expressed. After indorsing the record
of Senator Wolcott, the platform is de-
voted to the discussion of local issues.

An effort was made by a delegate
from EIl Paso county to introduce a
resolution favoring the annexation of
the Philippines, but a storm of pro-
tests followed the reading of this reso-
Jution and there was no second to his
motion to adopt it.

The platform indorses the adminis-
tration of President McKinley and
commmends the prudence and forbear-
ance with which it was sought to bri‘ng
about a peacetul solution of the Cu-
ban controversy with Spain, the vigor
with which the war was prosecutgd
and the statesmanship displayed in
the peace negotiations so far as they
have progressed. The hope is express-
ed that if there had been sacrifice of
life and health through the incompe-
tency of any official, the offender shall
be punished, “regardless of past or
present political aﬂillatiun;s."

The platform declares for ‘‘a single
standard of value, and that standard
gold.”

The platform “demands a system of
seacoast and harbor defenses commen-
surate with our interests and amply
sufficient to protect us from sqccemtul
hostile attacks, and a sufficient in-
crease of the regular army to man at
all times these defenses in case of for-
eign war; completion and government
control of the Nicaragua canal is ad-
vocated. The platform a}s'o ‘‘approves
the annexation of Hawali.”

IMPROVEMENT OF PROPERTY

Moneys Expended for Right of Way,
Buildings, Hridges, Ete.—Cost of
New Branches—Something About
the New Lines That Were Ac-
quired by Purchase——Synopsis of
General Manager's Statement.

The annual report of President
Charles E, Mellen and other officials
of the Northern Paclfic Railway com-
pany was issued yesterday. The re-
port of President Mellen, which is a

condensed statement of the company'’s
business, is, in part, as follows, the
statement of earnings and expenses
having already been published:

loe property (roadways, structures and
equipment) has been improved during the
year, and is well adapted for the increased
traffic which is expected from existing busi-
ness conditions and abundant harvests in
the territory served by the company. Be-
sides the eighteen locomotives and 100 box
cars charged to equipment account and paid
for out of the betterment and enlargement
fund, the following described equipment was
purchased and buiit during the year: Thirty-
seven locomotives, 200 box cars, 50 flat cars,
100 coal cars, 12 furniture cars, 2 gravel
plows, 3 Russell snow p:ows, 3 Bucyrus
steam shovels.

Upon requisition of the executive officers,
approved by the board of directors, ex-
penditures. from the betterment and enlarge-
ment funds have been made during the past
fiscal year for rea] estate and right ot
way, $32,525.71; buildings, $27,800.34; bridges,
$491,204.73; permanent lining of tunne's, fene-
ing and new docks and wharves, $127,029.66.

The Northern Pacific owns all of the capi-
tal stock and bonds of the Seattle & In-
ternational railway, viz.: $2,400,000 par value
of stock and $4.450,000 of first mortgage 4
per cent bonds. It also owns $1,112,000 (be-
ing a:1) of the first mortgage 4 per cent
bonds of the Spokane & Seattle railway.
There is no floating debt or other obligation
of either of these companies. The cost of
the above securities was $4 ,433,713.21,

There has been purchased all of the capital
steck and income bonds of the Washington

In acquisition of these Interests there were
delivered out of the treasury assets voting
trust certificates for $1,137,500 of Northern Pa-
cific railway common stock,

With the possession of the Washington Cen-
tral rallway, referred to above, there was re-
stored to the system of railway west of St.
Paul and Lake Sugerior all of the miieage
comprised in the old Northern Pacific system
prior to the receivership of 1893,

During the greater portion of the fiscal
year, in connection with the Pacific coast pas-
senger business, in which this company 1s
largely interested, a bitter war of rates was
waged which has seriously affected its reve-
nue from this branch of its traffic. In no way
can responsibility for this deplorable condi-
tion be attributed to the officials of your com-
pany, who have made every effort in their
power to bring about an adjustment.

General Manager Kendrick says in
his statement that the general condi-
tion of business during the last fiscal
year was quite satisfactory. The
schedule time of the transcontinental
train hes been shortened two and one-
half hours, and local passenger service
has been inaugurate upon various
districts where improved business con-
ditiasns made it necessary. The last
winter was favorable for raillway op-
eration, as there was but Iittle snow
and no disastrous spring freshets. The
Improvements of grades and the substi-
tution of heavier power engines for
light and Inefficient locomotives has
tended to minimize the operating ex-
penses. - Nearly 210 miles of new track
on the main line have been laid, with
seventy-two-pound rails. During the
year 315 wooden bridges have been
replaced by embankment, plate girder
and steel truss bridges.

come heme would start at that distance,
but they were not complaining about
that and they shook hands through
the windows with every lady and gen-
tleman who saw fit to put up his or her
hand, and the hand-shaking was con-
tinuous all the way into town.

Meanwhile, the Globe man had
had several conversations. He found
in a very short time that the men were
not quite satisfied with the newspaper
accounts of the affair at Santiago. It
was clear to them that the Third had
been neglected, and it would be clear
to anybody that such was the case
after listening to them.

SAW FEARFUL SERVICE.

They saw some fearful service. They
went to Cuba expecting it, and they
got just what they were lcoking for
in the line of hard knocks. As for the
difference in the statements made by
them and those that have been made
by the volunteer officers, that was
easily explained. They _were largely
trained troops. They were all thor-
oughly disciplined, and they could eat
the army ration. With the wunder-
standing that names should not be
used, the Globe man verified these
facts, as showing how ths line of the
army had been supported by the staff:

When the Third left Snelling it was-

fully and perfectly eqguipped for the
field. The equipment included a field
hospital corps of a surgedn, two hos-
pital stewards and a  dezen assistants,
field ambulances in plénty, jand an ade-
quate supply of medicine and bandages.

When they were turned loose at
Siboney, they had one,medical officer,
a hospital steward, two nurses and no
medicines. .

They were directed by the staff to
lcad everything of thelr equipage so
that it could be stowed on the trans-
port Breakwater, which carried the
regiment to Cuba. They went ashore
in the surf in identically the clothing
and packs they carried when they left
Fort Snelling. :

Let it be said to the credit of the
war department that one day last week
at Montauk Point every pound of the
fiell equipage that was packed on the
transport at Tampa was returned to
the regiment unused. The honesty of
the officials is much admired by the
members of the Third, but some -of
those who are lying in/'hospitals will
figure that the tents, medical stores,
change of clothing and a few other
things might have been used in Cuba.

Not a single pound of the material
provided for the fleld ‘service of this
regiment ever reached the regiment
during the campaign.

“The department never can be made
to understand how much quinine a soi-
dier can get away with,” said one yel-
low fellow, who had evidently had a
bad time. It appears that at first
the surgeons could deal out quinine by
the handful of capsules. The men
took it about that way. Soon after

they arrived in Cuba the, quinine gave
out.

They got their rations, thanks to the
energy of the division quartermaster
and his assistants. Each man had his
portion of bacon, hardtack and coffee
at least once a day. If he was sick or
well he got the same ration. That may
account for the fact that the ones who

remained strong enough to, eat surviv-
ed.

NO HOSPITAL EQUIPMENT.

There was no hospital equipment. 1If
a man got sick enough or was wounded
badly enough he was sent to the divi-
sion hospital. There was 'a rumor in
the regiment that the division hospital
was a good place to go. None of those
who returned last night had ever got
ill enough to go there. )

These are the facts of the campaign.

Lieut. Col. Harbach was.-delighted to
see the St. Paul people, as were his of-
ficers. In the car with him were: Capt.
Hannay, Capt. Kennedy, Lieut. Gid-
dings, acting regimental adjutant;
Lieut. Ross, acting quartermaster;
Lieut. Houle, Lieut. Wygant, Lleut.
Humphrey and Dr. Harris, acting as-
sistant surgeon. The Globe man
asked about the rest of the officers ard
some of them were located: :

“How did you get through the cam-
paign?” was asked of Col. Harbach.

““Well I got through well enough,” he
answered. He looked it.. A clean cut,
soldierly man ready for any amount of
hard work. He talked of the few days
before the taking of Santiago in a
chatty way:

“They landed us,” -sald the colonel,
“after shelling the town at Siboney and
didn’t keep us walting long to go up
into the country. We had rather a baa
time on a couple of marches, but other-
wise got through as well as could be
expected.”

He did not desire to talk about the
lack of supplies and was asked directly
how it came about that the volunteers,
the Ninth Massachusetts, -for instance,
suffered so horribly.. o« That regiment
lost nearly every fleld ‘and’staff officer.

“That is easlly adgpunted for,” he
sald. “The men threw away every-
thing they had as soon as they went
on the march. They jack experience,
and they slept in low marshy places.
Thc” could not eat :the army ration.
Now, our men were too wise to throw
away anything they. had—they didn’t
have much—they pickéd ®ut the high
places to sleep on, and, above all, they
could and did eat the army ratlon.
It might have been tfbgh‘ﬂoccaslona]ly
for some of them tb eat the bacon
when there was no fire, and it was not
always easy to make cofféce. But they
could get alohg on the hardtack, and
they did get along.” 4

WHERE ARE THE MISSING?

“But you have only about half the
men you went away with.”

“That's true, but  gsome of them
went to the hospital, gome have been
sent home and some gave way to the
fever. If you'll Jook them up here,
you'll find that the old campaigners
are not misging, And, by the way, it
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was not a picnic for civilians, that trip
down there.”

The colonel told something of the
hardship of the two or three first
rights before the battle of Santiago.
The first march the regiment made
was about ten miles through a miry
road, In the dead of a glorious suns-
mer night, to Wheeler's camp. At day-
light on the morning of July 2 they
were put on the march again and sent
to El Caney, where.they had a part in
the capture of the block house.

“The march on the second night was
grewsome, yet wonderful. We had
to plod along with the regiment strung
out a very long line. The road, what
there was of it, wound through a trop-
ical forest. The foliage was magnifi-
cent, and there was a splendid South-
ern sky. The way was nearly as light
as day and the air very oppressive,
but I could not but be impressed with
the beauty of the scene. As we neared
El Canrey, we met ambulances and
wagons carrying wounded to the rear,
and some of the men were actually cry-
Ing as they told us of what had taken
place. There were thousands Kkilled
and wounded. As we got up to the
scene of the fight we found our dead
neatly piled up, and a little further
on we found the dead Spaniards séat-
tered about. One body I saw my-
self thrown in the ditch, and the

FIGHT AT SAN JUAN.

The colonel was not inclined to talk
much about it, but the men were will-
ing enough to tell of the part the Third
had in the fighting about El Caney
and over to San Juan. It was before
San Juan that they were exposed to the
worst fire. They had made a night
march and were waiting to be sent for-
ward. They were behind the advanc-
ed trenches and the shells that were
fired at the trenches were aimed high
and fell too thick for comfort in the
neighborhood of the place where the
Third was lying exposed. It was dur-
ing that fire that Col. Page lost his
two horses.

“I was standing talking to Capt.
Hale,”” said Col. Harbach, “and the
horses were a half dozen paces from
us. A shell came over the trenches
and exploded almost over our heads
and we could feel! that the fragments
had gone in the direction of the
herses. ‘There goes my horse,” said I.
We were going to step forward to see
when a man came up from that direc-
tion and I asked him about the ani-
mals. He said that he had taken Col.
Page’s horses out of a little bunch and
put them where the grass was better.
They were both killed and mine not
hurt. It was an awful night that,
though, for the fire was raking us and
all the men could do was get as close
to the ground as possible. We were in
at the taking of San Juan, or rather
the driving of the enemy and most of
the other events found us well up in
the fighting line, but that's all his-
tery,” and the ol!d soldier would say
ne more of it. He told ‘how glad he
was to get back to Snelling. He was
here years ago before he went into the
Eighteenth, from which regiment he
was transferred back to the Third.

The non-commissioned officers were
no more inclined to talk than were
those of the line. They were all right
and had not lost their appetites. One
of these,Quartermaster Sergeant Clark,
was the first American soldj to enter
Santiago. He went in as estort to the
French consul after the bombardment,
but before the surrender.

HUNGRY ALL THE TIME.

Chief Musician Graves remarked that
he had the one complaint to make
that he was hungry all the time he
was in Cuba. *“The rations might do
here, but I had my appetite with me,”
saild Mr. Graves. “I didn't see a band
instrument from the time we left the
states until we came back, and the
bandmen were real soldiers. I had one
experience that makes me shudder yet.
That was the experience of lying in the
trenches some of those nights. Not
that the danger was thought of, for
nobody cared much about that, but
the heat, the rain and the misery of it.
I don’t wonder that they went off and
.died. The most miserable time I ever
spent in my life was on the day and
night of the Fourth of July. We had
heard the bombardment on the morn-
Ing of the third, but did not hear of
the capture of Cervera until the night
of the fifth. In the meantime we lay
in the trenches. It was not pleasant,”
and he said it as though it might have
been awful.

The following first sergeants are the

only ones returning with the regiment:
Sergeant Major Young, Sergeant Mec-
Conley, Company B; Sergeant Snook,
C: Kaine, D; Kelly, E; Drinan, F;
Brown, G; Hart, H.

One thing that was remarked when
the men were asked if they had not
been looked after by the Red Cross,
was the statement that the only sign
they saw of the Red Cross was when
they arrived at Montauk. The mem-
bers of the Red Cross met them
there and gave each man in the regi-
ment a cup of condensed milk and a
sandwich,

A familiar figure of the Third is
temporarily missing. Drum Major Mec-
Guffin found that all his stature and
strength would not keep out the fever
and he is sick on leave, filled with fifty
pounds of quinine, he declares, but
having lost eighty pounds of flesh. He
is in Washington, D. C.

The Third is ordered to Snelling “for
temporary duty.” The officers and
men now on sick leave or in hospital
will be rendezvoused, and both officers
and men expect to remain at the post
for some time.

RIGHT ROYAL WELCOME

Given to the Third When the Regi-
ment Reached St. Paul.

St. Paul gave the boys a right royal wel-
come when the train pulled into the depot.
The ladies of the Red Cross society, the Com-
mercial club, and the city officials were on
hand at the depot with two bands to greet
the regiment. The committee from the Com-
mercial club boarded the train and served
coffee and sandwiches, and the ladies dls-
tributed flowers to the men. Those who
could, crowded in the cars and shook hands
with the returning heroes, while several thou-
sands who couldn’t remained outside on the
depot platform and shouted and cheered and
shook hands with the men through the car
windows. Every young woman in the crowd
wanted a souvenir.

The train bearing the men home was ex-
pected about 7 o’clock, and shortly before
that hour the Postoffice and the Minnesota
State bands marched through Fourth street
