The Stock .Markets.
NEW YORK, Sept. 15.— Very large amounts

of money found their way Into stocks and
bonds today and tfte apathy and depression
which have hung over the stock market
during practically all of this morning were
completely disaif.attd. Even Sugar, which at
the opening showed some continued appre-
hension on the part of holders regarding the
formidable competition impending in the
trade, yielded to the influence and more than
recovered its early losses on very large
transactions. Manhattan, another stock re-
source of the bears, resisted attack and rose
with the general market. When these isolated
cases of weakness were eliminated from the
market, the whvle list mounted vigorously up-
wards, and it was evident that a bull move-
ment was in full force again. The late un-
easiness over the future of the money mar-
ket had completely disappeared. Ruling rates
were not lower, but entire confidence was felt
that they would go no higher.

The statements of treasury officials that the
payments of the balance of subscriptions on
account of new bond issue would make no I
further demands upon the money market, and
the additional decline in exchange, both con-
tinental and sterling, were the factors which
served to relieve apprehensions. Mercantile
paper was bought here for the account of
Western banks, although the movement of
currency from New York continues.
It was early demonstrated that the late

leaders of the bull market were to give place
to others, the grangers and other high-priced
dividend stocks meeting free offerings after j
a moderate advance. The most conspicuous j
movement was in lower grade stocks, with
dividend reports and the Pacifies were clearly
the leaders. They were advanced in London
before the opening here, and In the New
York market took up the advance where Lon-
don left off. Northern Pacific led the group,
with an extreme advance of 3%c on enormous
transactions. Baltimore & Ohio was active
and strong, and tbe new stocks of the re-
organized company were dealt in when issued, 1
with advancing price during the day. There j
was also very conspicuous movement In a |
group of industrials, including Tobacco, Rub-
ber, People's Gas, Minnesota Iron, American
Steel & Wire, and to a lesser degree some
others. These stocks showed advances at one
time of from 2 to over 6 points.

There were no reactions of any importance
during the day, and the closing was firm and
generally near top prices.

Tho increased confidence in the money mar-
ket outlook was very obviously reflected in
the bond market where there was large ab-
sorption of mortgages of all grades at ad-
vancing prices.

CUBANS WILL CONFER/
So-Called Provisional Government

Issues a Manifesto.
SANTIAGO DE CUBA, Sept. 14.—The

council of the so-cal'ed provisional gov-
ernment of the republic of Cuba, rep-
resented by Senor Bartolome Masso,
president; Senor Mendez Capote, vice
president, and Senor Fonta, Senor Ale-
man and Senor Moreno de la Torre,
secretaries, met at Santa Cruz, on Sept.
1, and formulated a manifesto to the
Cuban people, with an order to the
military commanders of the Cuban
army, both of which have been promul-
gated.

The manifesto, which is an elaborate
document, touches on the history of
the movement for Cuban Indfipen-lenc*,
and the principles upon which the
Cuban people have fought for their
liberty. It proceeds, in part, as fol-
lows:

The peace preliminaries have been signed
and the government of the United States has
imposed upon Spain an obligation to renounce
all her rights of sovereignty over the island
of Cuba, and to evacuate the territory imme-
diately. Cessation of hostilities has also
been agreed upon.

Though the principal object of our revolu-
tion has been obtained, that is, the destruc-
tion of Spanish domination, the work of this
council is not yet at an end, for the Cuhan
republic— the ideal for which we have fought

—
has not yet been constituted. Now that hos-
tilities have ceased and Spain has renounced
her sovereignty, it is the duty of this council
to set before the Cuban people the following
things and purposes of the revolution:

We always have felt confident that.
through our own perseverance we would in
the long run destroy Spanish domination, but
we must acknowledge that an indefinite pro-
longation of the struggle would have annihil-
ated the little that was left of our wealth in
the struggle. The advent upon the field of a
powerful and decisive factor, upon which we
have relied and towards which all Cubans
have turned, put an end to the horrors or
war, to the benefit of all concerned.

When, after a long struggle. t)?e United
States congress recognized the right of the
people of Cuba to be free and independent,
and ordered the Spanish forces to withdraw
from the island of Cuba, no Cuban govern-
ment was recognized, but the one we hal
established, though not recognized, was not
opposed and has not been opposed. No steps
have been taken to dislodge it from the place
where it exercises its functions, nor has it
been considered an illegitimate authority,
which events have dissolved or destroyed for
the good of the people of Cuba.

These considerations have convinced us that
we could not dissolve and the powers we have
received from an assembly elected by th«<
people under arms should not \anish. On the
contrary, we should rprnain aa a nucleus and
guide for the people of the island. For that
purpose we have summoned an assembly to
decide on our future course.

CRUELTY CHARGED.
Serious Allegations Preferred

Au-iiinst Officer* of <he Cutter Bear.
SEATTLE, Wash., Si pt. 15.—Charges

of a serious nature were made here
today against the officers of the cutter
Bear by the shipwrecked whale, s
brought back on it from Point Bar-
row, in the Arctic ocean. The sailors
claim that they wore tronted like d^gs

and compelled to work i\;**o wet when
they bad no change of clothing, Btrung

j up to a beam on the cold deck, or
thrown into the coal bunkers in Irons
for protesting. Strange to say, it is
not the men that Buffered that are
making the charges.

Some of the men did not get ashore
until today. They were glad to leave
the cutter, and almost as^aultfrt two
of the officers when they were going
along the water front. The men gay
they will not rest until it Is fully, in-
vestigated by the treasury depart-
ment

Actual trouble began when the cut-
ter was between i^t. Michael's and
Dutch Harbor, one blustering morn-
ing the port watch of the wrecked
whaler was ordered to wash deck.
They refused", and seventeen were put
into an empty coaJ bunker in irons.
It was five days before tho last man
gave in. At noon the other watch was
called, and fourteen men refused to
work. There were no more irons. 50
the unfortunates were tied to a beam
on the cold deck. The short men had
to stand four hours on their tiptoes or
hang by their tit d arms. They claim
that the officers insulted and photo-
graphed them while being punished.
Two men were not released until four-
teen hours after the Bear arrived in
this port.

Capt. Tuttle defends his action by
saying that the men refused to obey
orders and he treated them, not as
guests, but as ordinary hands.
