CITY HASN'T PUT UP ANYTHING
FOR THE LAST SIX
YEARS

NOW ASKED TO PAY $450,000

Water Board Staggers the Members
With the Re-
gquest to Pay What the City Owes
——Milwanukee Seeks

of the Assembly

Permission
to Build a Short Spur Track—

New Cycle Paths,

The assembly at its meeting last

night was notified by the board of
water commissioners that there was
due the water board from the -city
about $450,000 for water furnished for
fire purposes since December, 1891. The
rotification came in the shape of a
letter from Secretary Caulfield, which
set forth a resolution adopted at a
meeting of .the board of water com-
mossioners Sept. 9, reading as follows:
Whereas, The board of water commissioners
of the city of St. Paul have received no pay-
ment for water furnished said city for fire
purposes since Dec. 1, 1891, therefore, be it
Resolved, That the secretary of this board
be directed to call the attention of the com-
mon council and the city comptroller to sec-
tion 23 of the act of the legislature approved
March, 4, 1885, entitled ‘“An act to amend
and consolidate an act to authorize the city
of St. Paul to purchase the franchises and
property of the St. Paul Water company, and
creating the board of water commissioners,
approved Feb, 10, 1881, and the act amenda-
tory thereof, approved Jan. 25, 1883.’*
Also to section 37, chapter 24, pages 385-7,
of the municipal code, and request that pro-
vision be made for carrying out these laws.
The communication was read and

then referred to the committee on
streets, the members of the assembly
not being familiar with the question
and desirlng to make an investigation.

Corporation Attorney Markham, ask-
ed about the matter, said he was not

prepared to discuss i{t. The question
had never been brought to his atten-
tion before, and he preferred to inves-

tigate before discussing it.
Secretary Caulfield, of the water
board, when questioned, said there

was really but one side to the matter.
The water board furnished the clty
water for flre purposes and charged
for the same at the rate of about $60,-
000 per year. Bills for the water used
had been sent to the comptroller regu-
larly every six months since Decem-

ber, 1891, but this was as far as
claims had gone.

When the Bell charter was adopted
in 1891, provision had been made for
the payment of the water used for fire
purposes, and also for the amount
then due, a section of the charter pro-
viding that certificates of indebtedness
should be issued by the city to the
board bearing interest at 4 per cent
per annum. These certificates were to
be for the amount then due for such
service, and for sums thereafter due
like certificates were to be 1ssued semi-
annually each year in January and
June,

Secretary. Caulfield stated that, of the
amount due prlor to December, 1891,
certificates to the amount of $121,000
had been issued and turned over to the
water board, but since that time no
attention had been paid to the bills,
and no certificates had been issued as
provided by law. The result was, the
secretary said, that there was now due
the board up to June 1 last $450,000, and,
as the law provided that all the money
s0 recelved from certificates should be-
come a part of the sinking fund of the
water board, this fund was Just that
much short.

Mr. Caulfield hazarded the opinion
that the failure to issue the certiflcates
Jbrobably occasioned the comptroller to
allude to the great reduction in the
debt of the city, about which S0 much
had been said by that official in the
past six years.

The city of Detroit paid to the water
board for water furnished for fire pur-
poses $75,000 per year. The city of
Rochester, N. Y., paid $100,000. The
city of Syracuse $60,000, and Minne-
apolis, while not paying any money
direct for this service, paid annually
from {ts general fund $75.000 in inter-
est on the water bonds. In St. Paul

An ordinance similar to the one
bgfore the board of aldermen, autlr;gl"‘:
izing the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul Railway company to lay and op-
erate a spur track at the foot of Jack-
son street, was passed under a sus-
pensicn of the rules. Attorney Root
stated that it was advisable to have
the measure hastened, and for this rea-
son the ordinance was introduced in
the assembly before it had passed the
board. The track will be used by the
Jung Brewing company, of Milwaukee,
to give railroad facilities to its new
plant on the levee.

The city engineer was directed to
censtruct cycle paths on Marshall ave-
nue, from Lexington to Snelling ave-
nues, and on the east side of Dale
street, from University to Gomo ave-
nues. The expense to be paid from the
cycle path fund.

The ordinance fixing the pay of the
twelve bicycle policemen at $880 per
year was passed under a suspension of
the rules.

The ordinance passed by the board
of aldermen fixing the district in the
Eleventh ward in which the Northwest-
ern Telephone company may erect
poles and string wires was concurred
in.

The adverse report of the committee
on streets on the ordinance designat-
ing Smith park as a market was adopt-
ed without discussion.

The application of Daniel McAvoy
for a license to do a saloon business at
92¢ Jackson street was reported on ad-
versely by the committee on license,
and the report adopted unanimously,
The report was made on the protest
filed by citizens living in the imme-
diate vicinity of the proposed saloon.
The protest stated that the place was
within a block and a half of the en-
trance to Oakland cemetery. That the
applicant was not a fit person to carry
on the business, as he was now await-
ing trial in the municipal court on two
charges for selling liquor without a
license,

The protest was signed by Assembly-
man C, 8. Benson and a half dozen
other resldents. The custodian's pay
roll was passed, but Comptroller Mc-
Cardy had stricken off the name of
Frank Wettengill, who was down for
fifteen days’ pay, amounting to $12.50,
on the ground that the amount was not
provided for in the tax estimate pass-
ed Jan. 1 last.

DEMOCRATS HAD A LOVE FEBAST
LAST NIGHT - THAT PROMISES
ETERNAYL HARMONY

OLD FACTIONS ARE BLENDED

Hereafter the Party Is to Present a
United Front to the Enemy—
Prohibitionists Call Their County
Convention for Sept. A2—Jeffer-

son Club Pushes the Precinet Or-
ganization,

Local Democracy participated In a
love feast at the meeting of the Demo-
cratic county committee at the head-
quarters In the Davidson block last
evening, when the hatchet was declar-
ed to be eternally buried and the past
a forgotten page. Representatives of
all factions were highly pleased over
the result and cheerful prophecies of
victory in the coming election were
heard on all sides. Men who have
heretofore fought each other in the po-
litical fleld shook hands, vowed ever-
lasting fealty to the party planned for
an undivided attack upon the enemy,
such as so often in former days, be-
fore “the late unpleasantness” routed
the Republicans in dismal defeat.

Anthony Yeorg advocated the
concession, stating that it was, in his
opinion, reasonable and should be
granted. Chairman Townley declared
the passing of the motion would show
the good faith of the union effected by
recent conference indulged in by the
different factions, and when it carried
there was enthusiastic applause.

FORTY YEARS IN BUSINESS.

George Benz Celebrates an Epochal
Anniyversary.

George Benz, of the firm of George Benz
& BSons, yesterday celehrated the fortieth an-
niversary of his business career in 8t. Paul.

Mr. Benz began business Sept. 15, 1858, as &
retail liquor dealer:in a small store on West
Third street, opposite the present Metropoli-
tan hotel. wo_years later he sold out and
removed to 101 West Third street, where his
bueiness Increased so largely that he occu-
piled the entire building.

But choosing law as a
rofession, he graduated from the Albany
aw school; afterwards studled two years at
the law school of Harvard university. He
practiced for a time in Albany, N. Y., and
then settled in St. Paul, belng for a while
in the law firm of Williams, Goodnow &
Stanton, but of late years alone. A man
conscientious, of robust, sterling integrity, of
fine legal mind, clear perceptions, cautious,
sound judgment, great fidelity to details and
very practical; guarded in his utterances,
and wont to weigh his words; fond of books
and quite an omnivorous reader. His noble
character, fine presence, greit bonhomie, ge-
cured for him many friends wherever he
went. He was not known to have an enemy,
Very loyal in his attachments, he abounded
in those little acts which multiply friend-
ships and make +hem last for life. Until
recently, when delicate health forbade, he
was busily engaged in the pursuits of his
professicn.
