CHICAGO, Sept. 16.—Increased receipts anrd
an absence of cash demand today were the
main causes for a setback in wheat. Septem-
ber wheat closed Y%c lower and December
lost 3@7%c. Corn 18 unchanged. Oats de-
clined %%c. Pork left off 5@7%c lower; lard,
2% @5¢, and ribs 5e.

Anxious shorts In wheat covered yester-
day, so that there was no further aiarm
created when Liverpol, before the opening
here, reported an additional sensational jump
of 2%xd for September delivery. If Liverpool
December wheat had done proportionately as
well as September the effect upon specula-
tive sentiment in Chicago would doubtiss
have been different, but it showed a de-
cline of 1%2d, so that September strength was
concluded to arise from a mere squeeze on
the other side, which had no significance for
any one outside of the ranks of Liverpool
shorts. On that account the start here was
at lc decline for September and 1@1%c for
December,

The Northwestern receipts were heavy, as
usual, and there was no change in the cor-
responding lightness of the winter wheat re-
ceipts. Chicago received 162 cars, against
278 a year ago, and the Northwest 1,099, com-
pared with 1,103 the year before. Spring and
winter wheat receipts together at all Western
primary markets were 1.308.000 bu, which
only exceeded by 4,000 bu the quantity re-
ceived the similar day of the previous year.
Atlantic port exports of wheat and flour
were equal to 630,000 bu.

Scon after the opening, Duluth showed 1%e
a bu advance In price of cash wheat and
some little strength was thereby imparted to
the market here, but not long thereafter a
decline of lc took place in price of Duluth
cash wheat, and that put a damper on bull-
ish sentiment, Later in the day Minne-
apolis dropped 1c for spot wheat and weak-
ness here became more pronounced. Sep-
tember opened 1c lower at 65c, sold sparingly
at 66c, and was inclined downward most
of the time after that. December started
K@Yye down at 63@631%¢, recovered
to  63%@63%c, and from that It grad-
ually declined unt!l about an hour from
the close it was down to 6214c.

An advance of 15 centimes at Paris and
50 centimes for American red wheat at Ant-
werp had no effect on this market, which
in the last hour of the eession had apparent-
ly become weak to stay. The absence of
demind for cash wheat, in any quantity at
least, and repcrted delivery here and at To-
ledo of spot wheat for September contract.
created a heavy feeling near the end and
caused further declines. September got down
to 6lc and closed at 65%c. December to 621%c
and closed with trading at 623¢@621%c.

The corn experience was just the reverse
from yesterday, the market being strong,
while wheat was weak.

Oats struggled along in the wake of corn.

221%e¢, held steady for a time at 22%ec, de-
clined to 21%@22c, and firmed up to 22c, buy-
ers, at the close.
