A service appropriate to the begin-
ning of the New Year was held in
Mount Zktn lynaffogue la^t evening.
Tt \v;us the commencement of the Jew-
ish year 5655J, and the synsgojrue was
filled with worshipers. Rubbl E. L.
HeM officiated aiul preached a sermon
on th> day.

"The p»st y-.ar," he said, "has been
an eventful one. Our land has boon
forced through a long period of "anx-
iety. It was led into a struggle for
humanity against barbarity, and, thank
heaven once more, the cau.-e of justice
and humanity had triumphed.

"The latest developments in the case
of the poor victim of French hatred
on Devil's Island. are causes for jubila-
tion md congratulation, and, while we
fear he never Will be permitted to leave
that island alive, because France can-
not allow her greatest man to be sac-
rificed for a Jew, yet every unbiased
man is certain of his innocence. No
matter how it en<ta, the Jewish Dreyfus
will go down in history as the greatest
martyr of modern limes.

"Few of us look back upon the year
just ended without a sigh. Our pray-
ers this evening Indicate that we are
in quest of the a.ime bit ssings we
craved a year ago; that the last year
brought us only sorrows, and do joys.
But the soul of things evil contains
good. In our quest for happiness we
Often overlook those joys of home,
friendship and fellowship which sur-
round us. Gratitude is the first note
in the symphony of grace with which
we should greet the new year. Un-
happy is he who, at the close of the
year, remembers only the losses he
has incurred, and not the gains. Does
not the sense of duties well performed
bring peace?

"Every man has a duty to thank God
for- the evil as well as the good that
is sent to him. Gratitude Ls the fra-
grance that sweetens every sadness in
life.

"Now, few can pursue a path of
pleasure without being concerned for
his daily needs. Victory and defeat
are Incidents, not ends to true heroes.
We should be firm and fearless. A
courageous man, though he be in a
dungeon, is free. That is wliat haa
kept the prisoner on Devil's island alive
today. Nothing happens. Everything
is determined. Whatever in harmony
with the plan divine will prosper, and
what is in discord in the heavenly mu-
sic will perish. If we contribute our
influence to liberty and Justice and
truth, we are the men who will in-
scribe our names in the book of life.
If we eat, drink, die, these are vain
endeavors.

"Future needs have no terrors for
us, for we know our destiny. "We are
placed in God's hands. Thus we are
consecrated for the new year now
opening for us. We welcome the new
year and whatever it may bring."

Services will be held at the temple
again this morning.

JAMES O. MEHAN DURING
FAIR AVtIKIC

HE HAS NOT BEEN SEEN SINCE

There la No Clue to Hi« Where-

about* Nor Any Kxpluuutlou of
111m Departure Police Say That
the Disappearance Has Never
Been Reported to Them

tlven of Meliuii Greatly Agitated.

James C. Mehan, a part owner of the
Farrell Syrup company, 18 West Third
street, living at 302 Arundel street, has
disappeared as completely as If the
earth had opened up and swallowed
him. Although the police have search-
ed for him since Sept. 8, absolutely no
clew of his whtreabouts has been dis-
covered, and every one

police, fam-

ily and friends

confesa themselves
in the dark.

Mehan is a half owner of the Far-
rell Syrup company, his partner being
Harry J. Farrell, who resides at 796
Jackson street. The firm is a newly
established one, but already commands
a good patronage. Mehan but recent-
ly left the employ of the McCormlck
Harvesting company to enter into the
syrup business. He traveled for the
harvester company and had headquar-
ters in Minneapolis. He ia well known
both in St. Paul and Minneapolis, and
is a prominent salesman. He has a
wife and two children at his home on
Arundol street and also has three
brothers-in-law, "W. H. Cleary, of the
McCormick-Behnke company; Edward
Cleary, of the McFadden-Mullin com-
pany, and F. F. Cleary, of J. H. Roach
& Co.

Mehan left his home after breakfast
on the morning of Thursday, Sept. 8,
after kissing his wife and children
good-bye. He appeared In the best of
spirits, and, as he crossed the street,
Waved his hand gaily, shouting:
"Iwill be back for lunch, dear, and,

in the afternoon, we will go to the
fair together."

From that time to this not a sign
has been seen of the Third street mer-
chant. At noon, when her husband
did not appear, Mrs. Mehan was nerv-
ous and worried, for her husband al-
ways returned home for lunch when he
was in the city,, or sent her word. He
had always been the kindest of men,
and was known to the neighbors as a
model husband.

When night came without her hus-
band, Mrs. Mehan grew frantio, and
summoned her brothers. During the
long hours of the night the wife waited
up for the absent one, and, with the
first dawn of morning, she started for
the police headquarters, where she
told her story. Inquiries. were institut-
ed, but with no success. Mehan had
not been seen by hia partner, Mr. Far-
rell, nor had he been seen by any of
his associates. The depot people were
questioned, but without any Informa-
tion. The hospitals were called upon,
nothing there.

The books of the Farrell Syrup com-
pany were examined, and it was found
that Mehan had a sum of money com-
ing to him, deposited In the Northern
Exchange bank, where it still rests.
Farrell could think of no reason why
his partner should leave; the firm was
in good shape, and everything looked
to a prosperous season.

The police department deny any
knowledge of the disappearance, and
say that no such case has been re-
ported to them, but The Globe $*a
positive information to the contrary.

Mehan hajr disappeared; whether it
is a case of temporary insanity or foul
play remains to be seen.
