A correspondent writes to the London
Times say;, that taking a survey over the
last flve-aiid-twenty years it is found that
during the seven years 1868-74 the export 3
of riritish produce averaged in value 1200,-
--000,000 per annum and the exports of Ameri-
can produce £109,000,000 per annum, while
during the la^t seven years ended June oi!,
1888, the British exports have averaged
£226.000,000 per annum and the American ex-
ports have averaged £1! 6,00»,000 per annum.
Thus during these flve-and-twenty years
British exports have increased only £6.O:0,C0O
per annum in value, equal to 2% per cent,
and the American exports have increased
£87.0(10.000. equal to 80 per cent in the same
period.— Bradstreet's.

WHEAT SUMMARY.

CHICAGO, Sept. 19.—Heavy recepits ;>.nd a
large increase in the visible aupply had a
depressing effect on wheat today, and result-
ed in a decline of V&e in both Sept.mbir and
December offerings. Corn was heavy with
wheat and declined Vie. Oats closed prac-
tically unchanged, after an exceptionally dull
session. Provisions were weak throughout,
and closed nfSJV&e lower.

Wheat exhibited some hesitancy during the
first half hour's trading. Receipts in the
Northwest were exceptionally heavy Minne-
apolis and Duluth reporting 1,993 cars,
a"gainst 1,131 a year ago, and though the
crowd was in a measure, prepared for this,
yet enough liquidation and short selling re-
sulted to canst prices to sag for a time. De-
cember which opened at 62%@62%c. declining
to 62U;0. This show of weakness was only
temporary, however. Notwithstanding the
heavy Northwest receipts, prices at Duluth,
especially for cash wheat, were firm, and
this fact caused a bullish feeling to gradual-
ly develop. Besides the firmness of the
northern market prices here were helped to
a certain extent by the small Russian ship-
ments, 1,200,000 bu. and the receipts both
here and at New York of numerous foreign
buying orders. Many of the early sellers
turned buyers, and in the absence wf any
particular selling pressure, December sr.on
recovered its early loss, advancing to 62% c
before the demand was satisfied. For some
time after that price was reached, the mar-
ket was dull, but was steady until after the
visible supply statement was completed. This
showed an imrease of 1,782,000 bu. making
the total 10.158.000 bu, compared with 17.140,-
--000 bu a year ago. The figures were a dis-
tinct disappointment to bull traders, as an
increase of not over 500,000 was looked for
and the market was affected at once. Under
the liquidation that resulted, the price for
December sagged to 62»4c Afternoon, the
market was became very dull again, and
continuel so until the close. The price in
the meantime dropped to 62c and hung around
that point, the lowest of the day for some
time. A little better feeling developed late
in the session, and December recovered *to
6214c, which was the closing price. Not muchwas done in September. The price ranged be-
tween &>Vi and 64:)ic and closed at the low
point.

Corn was dull and inclined for the mostpart to follow wheat. It was firm early, duepartly to light receipts, 521 cars, but whenwheat turned weak, corn did likewise. Ship-
ping demand was moderate. The visible
Increase was 1,867,000 bu, somewhat more
than expected. December ranged from 22%29'4c, and closed 14c lower at 29l/sC.

Oats werr very dull. Considering'the weak-
ness of other grain markets, however, onts
held very sttady. There was a very goodcosh demand. The market was uninteresting
throughout, trading being almost entirely ofa litfht Bcalping nature. May rangfd from2214(®221/Be and closed a shade lower at thelatter iepumbar and December showed
no shange.

The market for provisions was weak fnmthe start, and substantial declines took place,
due principally to the yellow fever reports
from the South. Speculative market was
moderately active but each trade was light.
Hog receipts at all points were liberal. De-cember pork closed 12Vfec lower at $8.25- De-cember lard, 71/2 C lower at $4.721£(g;4 75-

It is more and more evident that
the late apprehension over a squeeze in
money was largely fictitious. How far the
efforts to manipulate the money rates were
influenced by the natural desire of money
lenders to obtain better rates and how

Ifar by a purpose to effect a reaction in tha
j stock market cannot be definitely ascertained,
i but it might be ascertained that very power-
| ful finr.nclal interests who have a dominat-

ing voice in the control of vast surplus
capital had taken their profits in stocks and
were willing to see a reaction. It Is obvious,
however, that their motive in taking profits
must have been a conviction that prices
were e<iual to or in excess of their value.
The problem of today's speculator is whether
the reaction has carried prices below their
value or whether conditions have bo far

The monthly report of th> t^^^ary bureau
of statistics just issued, throw*- light on the
money question. The amount of circulation,
after deducting sums in the treasury on
Aug. 1, was $162,727,205 greater than one
year before. Saturday's treasury statement
shewed that cash balance in the treasury had
increased since that time a little over $63,-
--000.000. This would leave an increased circu-
lation for the year of about $100,000,0(0, not
counting the imports of gold and the in-
crease in bank circulation since Aug. 1.
Neither does this take account of the large
increase in the last few weeks of government
deposits with the banks. There is room,
therefore for a very large increased use of

I money in the country in spite of the treas-
i ury's absorption by the loan. The actual
I surplus reserve of New York banks, although

reduced to less than $5,000,000. also requires
some qualifying considerations. For one
tiling, the government deposits are secured
by government bonds, thus obviating the
necessity of actual cash reserves to secure
them. Some of these banks do not rerort
their government deposits at all in miking
out clearing house statements. Furthermore
the surplus reported is above 25 per cent
requirement, although the £tate banks are
required, by law to maintain orly 15 per cent.
These facts explain why the measures of re-
lief offered by the treasury department have
not been availed of. Bonds were dull, but
yielded slightly in the late trading.
