The work of assigning the 350 re-
cruits at Fort Snelling to the several
companies was completed yesterday by
the company commanders, and the gar-
rison now consists of eight full com-
panies of 106 men each.

Under general orders is-
sued shortly after the Third regiment
took the field authority was given for
the enlistment at St. Paul, Minneapolis
and Milwaukee of a sufficient number
of men to bring the Third up to a war
footing. Lieut. Edwards, In command
of the battalion of recruits who were
stationed at Fort McPherson, Ga., du»-

and accoutrements to the adjutant at
the Fort, and by evening every
“Rooky"” in the barracks was given a
place in one of the regular companies.

Each company now has a full com-
plement of men, and as fast as those In
the General hospital at Montauk point
are discharged they will be given places
in the regiment; that Is, those who de-
sire to continue in the service, One
additional company will doubtless have
to be organized between now and the
first of the year to accommodate all
sueh.

NEW ARC LIGHTS.

Their Distribution by Wards, and
Where They Will Be Placed.

The additional arc lights will be distribut-
ed or located in the following wards: First
ward, 14; Second ward, 17; Third ward, 3;
Fourth ward, 14; Eighth ward, 20; Ninth
ward, 17; Tenth ward, 8. No lights will be
recommended for the Sixth ward, and as yet
the board has not decided as to the numbar
to be located in the Fifth ward.

As placed on the map by the hoard, the fol-
lowing streets will be lighted by the arc
lights:

Payne avenue to Jessamine street; Mississip-

The board of public weorks is preparing
specifications for the lighting contract of 1899,

At the present time the contract with the
gas company calls for 256 arc lights, and
this number is in service. If the recom-
mendationg of the board are adopted for the
coming year over 100 additional arc lights will
be added.

It has been provided in past contracts with
the gas company that whenever are lights
were substituted for gas that the four or
five gas lamps displaccd by the change
should be placed at other voints in the cl y.
