MORTGAGE STATISTICS.
ForccloNurea In the Third Congres-

sional District for Several Years.
The bureau of labor has just compiltd an

exhibit of the mortgage foreclosures in the
Third congressional district for the years 1880
to 1897. In this district the foreclosures on
city lots, with the exception of the year
18S4, were <iuite uniform in number and
amounts from 185:0 to 1!;S7, inclusive. They
numbered iroui 40 to GO and were from
amounts varying from $35,(K10 to ?55,0<i0 an-
nually. In ISBB there was a mark' d Increase.
The increase continued until a maximum was
reached in 1892 of 156 foreclosures, with
amounts of $168,657. After that date they
have steadily declined, until in 1897 they
numbered 08 and were for only $51,938. Thegreat portion of the foreclosures on city lots
in this district, from 1888 to l!-96, inclusive,
was confined to Dakota county and included
lots in the suburbs of St. Paul. Outside ofthese foreclosures in connection with this
city, the foreclosures of city lets in the small-er villages and cities of this district variedin amount from $30,000 to $(JO,COO. Thet:e vil-lages and cities were growing during theeighteen years from 1880, and hence therewas a natural relative decrease in this class
of foreclosures in the district.

The foreclosures en farm property in thisdistrict were heavy in the years 1880 18811889, 1890 and 1595. They were exceptionally
light in the years 1886, 1892 and 1896. For
the eighteen years from 1880 to 1897, inclusive
the average two years had 308 foreclosures onacres, involving $401,005 in amounts and 33,-
--120 .icres.

In the last two years there was only aboutone-half as many acres sold by foreclosuresas eighteen years before, and the acres soldin 1896 and 1897 were materially less thanthe average two-year periods since 1880 Theland assessed in this district has increased
from about 3.081.561 in ISSO, to 3,547 B''° acresin 1897. Taking into account this fact'it canbe seen that the present chance for an acreof land being sold by foreclosure in thisdistrict is but a trifle over two-fifths ofwhat it was eighteen years before. A great-
er improvement is found when the actualvalue of all farm lands in the district istaken into account. The farm wealth exist-ing in the district is more than three time3as great relative to the amount of fore-closures as it was in the years 1880 to 18S1

TURNED A DEAF EAR
PROTEST AGAINST AN INCREASED

ASSESSMENT OF BANKS WITH-

OUT AVAIL,

THEY MUST PAY MORE TAXES

Neither Figures Nor Argument Had
Any Effect Nearly Every Insti-
tution In the State Included—

Dlscuaailon About What Should Be
Considered Taxable Asset*—

County Realty Going Ip.

In spite of protests and arguments

from prominent bankers the state
board of equalization yesterday ad-
hered to its rule to compute a bank's
taxable valuation by adding real es-
tate and undivided surplus to its capi-
ta., and divide the whole by two to ar-
rive at an estimate of 50 per cent of its
entire assets fur taxation, and It yes-
terday increased the assessments of
nine St. Paul and six Minneapolis
banks from 6 to 150 per cent. They
also raised the assessments of more
than a hundred banks in the cities and
towns In Minnesota.

The subject of bank taxation was the
special order fur the day, and when
the board met in the morning there
v.ore a number of bank officers on hand
who desired a hearing.

E. C. Stringer, who represented the
St. Paul National bank, was the first
to be recognized. His bank was now
assessed for $216,000, and the board pro-
posed to Increase it to $323,224. Mr.
Stringer asked the board to deduct
?HO,OOO of real estate on which the bank
has paid taxe?.

"Every banker knows," he s-aid, "that
no bank forecloses a mortgage until
there is no possibility of its being re-
deemed. Wr ask that $168,000 be de-
ducted from the capital stock of the
bank.

"The law provides th-at the surplus
shall be added to the capital stock.
There is no surplus here, but a profit of
$78,000. On May 1. 1898, the capital
stock of the St. Paul National bank
was worth about GO cents on the dollar;
$000,000 of stock is worth but $;'.60,000.
and on $168,000 of that the bank is pay-
irp: taxes, so that there remain? but
$198,000 that is legally liable to assess-
ment. Thf bank desires to pay upon
every cent of property it owns, but it
asks you not to assess it beyond its
value.

"We are willing; to leave it at $216.-
--000, but we do ask that it be not rais d.
During- the past four years the bank
lias paid tax.s to the state to the
amount of $.'10,000; to ita stockholders
only $6,000. bo that the bank has paid
taxes In excess of dividends to the
amount of $24,000."

PRESIDENT UPFAM TALKS.
President 11. P. TTpham, of the First

National bank, next spoke in behalf of
the institution:
"Iunderstand," he said, "that you in-

tend to raise our valuation 38 per cent.
Iunderstand you take our satement to
the comptroller of the currency, which
shows undivided profits to the amount
Of $449,694.

"This statement is made inaccordance
with the rules which necessitate a mas-
sing of a number of items under the
head of undivided profits. If we are
required to pay taxes on that sum we
can show a much less profit. The as-
sessment of our property at 50 per cent
of its value is fully one-third higher
than other property in the state. When
our capital and surplus are added and
divided in half we are paying fully
o"t--tt u

.tn any other
class of taxpayers in the community.
"I don't think you have any idea of

the crushing burden of taxation in the
cities of St. Paul and Minneapolis. The
history of the slate during the past four
yt-ars has been a succession of broken
banks. Banks should be encouraged to
do business, and not be taxed out of all
proportion to their means. We are
paying our full share of taxes, and I
ask that the returns made by the as-
sessors of St. Paul, made under oath,
be not disturbed. Ifyou Increase it we
shall not be able to stand it."
PRESIDENT MONFORT'S PROTEST.

D. A. Monfort, president of the Sec-
ond National bank, said:

"It seems to me that it is a matter
of public policy that strong banks
should be fostered; that everything that
can be done should be done to enable
them to stand any strain that may
be put upon them. The matter of un-
divided profits is largely one of book-
keeping. It may represent an actual
or an uncertain value. There must be
something more or less that would
cause the bank to realize less than its
books show. There should be a fund
for emergencies which can be drawn
upon without depleting the reserve
fund which is provided for by law.
"I am informed that you intend to

raise the assessment of the Second
National bank 100 per cent. Itwill be
a great injustice if you do this. We
hold $275,000 of United States bonds,
which are not assessable. We claim
that $28,000 of real estate should be
deducted. Our surplus and undivided
profits are no greater than they were
two years ago."

Vice President George Powers, of the
Merchants' National bank, protested
against the proposed increase of $58,-
--349 in the assessment of that institu-
tion.

HENNEPIN'S ASSESSMENT.
Mr. Sprague said the Hennepin coun-

ty banks are assessed $3,187,000 and the
bankers are satisfied, while Ramsey
county banks pay only on $1,977,000.

"We ought to raise the assessment
in this county 29 per cent," he said,
"but we decided to treat each bank
separately."

Mr. Haven said he thought It fair
to take undivided profits and surplus
as the same and assess the whole ato0 per cen-t instead of 60 per cent. The
law requires them to carry 20 per cent
of surplus; and the stock is supposedto be kept up to par value, and, if thestock is not worth par , it is becausethe bank carries worthless securities

WOULD BE UNJUST.
President Arne L. Alness, of the

Scandinavian bank, said he thought it
would be an injustice to Increase that
bank's assessment from $36,000 to $70,-
--386, and he hoped the board would
deal leniently with it.

J. P. Ware, of the St. Anthony FallsNational Bank of Minneapolis, said thebank's assessment had been raised buthe could not understand why Thebank carries $36,000 of reaf estate, andin addition to that there is $19 000 moreof real property.

J. W. Booth, cashier of the First Na-tional bank, of Winona, protested

Thebank is assessed for $24,000 of realestate that 1b not worth $10,000' he sadThe bank le -willingto have Its proDer'tv
assessed, but believes its real estateshould be treated according to its soliing value. The total real estate taxa-tion, of the bank is on $40,600, which nexcessive.

Mr. Lawrence eaid he knew that aflour mill on th« property was worth

"I'd never pay the tax on that mill,"
said Mr. Lawrence.

"No
one should pay double taxes, but your
statement shows it as a special asset.

"The bank," said Mr. Lawrence, "has
been badly scorched on its new build-
ing."

BANKS HAVE SUFFERED.
Mr. Lawrence said that banks had

undoubtedly suffered somewhat from
an unjust basis of taxation and he was
In favor of lees valuation than 50 per
cent in certain localities where banks
were manifestly overtaxed on real
estate.

Mr. Cooley said it was certain that
banks had suffered in that respect, but
the bank officials were business men
who knew on what basis taxes had
been levied for the past dozen years
and they understood exactly the effect
of their own statements.
"I don't think we can discriminate

between localities without invalidating
our action, if banks in one city are
taxed for 50 per cent for their property
the same basis must be applied In all
places. We cannot make fish of one
and flVsh of another."

"It is a pure business proposition."
said Commissioner Gordon. "It would
be better for the banks to charge off
their losses and not to attempt to make
it appear by their annual statement
that th_ey are more prosperous than
they really are. The burden of banks
are really excessive. There are banks
in this city that are suffering and need
relief. We should also act in a generol
way. The banks are overtaxed. The
law says the capital and surplus shall
serve as a basis of valuation. It says
nothing about individual profits. The
attorney general sustained the banks
in this corvtention with the internal
revenue co'lector, and Ibelieve the
United States law applies to the stnte."

MR. SPRAGUE'S QUERY.
"Minneapolis has not made a com-

plaint," said Mr. Sprague, "but all the
St. Paul banks have come here in
force. Why? They must be dealing in
real estate

—
or something else besides

banking. Ifthe city banks are relieved
the country banks should also be re-
lieved. If there ifl-e too many banks
some should go out of business."

Mr. Cooley moved that the board pro-
ceed with the assessment of banks in
accordance with the board's original
motion, fixing the assessment at 50 per
cent of their valuation. Mr. Gordon
moved an amendment fixing the bank
assessments at 40 per cent. The amend-
ment was defeated, and the board then
proceeded to a consideration of ttie
question. Mr. Sprague called attention
to the private bank of Melrose, which
was asse».->ed last year for $10,000; was
raised by the local board to $12,000;
raised again by this board to $15,000,
and only made return for $7,700. He
moved that the bank's assessment be
increased 65 per cent to $12,700. The
board voted unanimously in the affir-
mative.

CHANGES IN TWIN CITIES.
The board then proceeded "with the

banks by counties and made many in-
creases all along the line. The follow-
ing changes were made in St. Paul and
Minneapolis bank valuations:

VICTIM OF ENMITY.
J. F. McKinney, of Adrian, Nobles

county, president of the Adrian Ex-
change bank, showed by a sworn state-
ment that his bank was afloonocd in the
district for 100 cents on the dollar. He
asked for relief from state taxation on
that account. He said he was over-
taxed on account of the enmity of the
local assessor, and he produced affida-
vits which showed that the other mem-
bers of the board were of the opinion
that his assessment was unjust. It
was agreed to reduce his assessment
to a moderate percentage.

S. D. Allen, of Duluth, appeared be-
fore the board in the afternoon, and
spoke in reference to the assessment of
real estate in St. Louis county.

"We, in Duluth," he said, "feel that
we are improperly assessed, ho ques-
tion of property owners there is, shall
the property be ktpt or turned over to
the tax assessor? The farms are
worth more than ever before, but city
real estate has shrunk In value. The
secret of bank failures is the loaning
by banks on city real estate which ha?
deteriorated in value. Real estate in
all the Cities has shrunk more than 50
percent in value.

"In Duluth the Merchants' hotel, in
the heart of the city, which was worth
$50,000, exclusive of the building, was
recently sold entire for $40,000. In the
outskirts the values have shrunk still
more."

Mr. Allen read a list of recent pales

of real estate in Duluth showing its
assessed valuation and the prices for
which it was Bold. The discrepancy In
every instance was very great. The
difference of sale prices averaged 25
per cent less than the assessed valua-
tion. "The owners of real property in
the cities have struggled under bur-
dens heavier than they can bear for
more than five years. On the other
hand, the value of buildings has not
shrunk much. Relief should be afford-
ed to the property owners of Duluth.
In Mankato there is $406 of real estate
for every inhabitant, and in St. Paul
there is $520 of real estate for every in-
habitant. That is a very high valua-
tion. But farming property in this
state is assessed at more than 40 to 60
per cent of its value. We are not over-
aitreesed for personal property in Du-
luth, but we are overassessed for real
property. Shall we all lose our prop-
erty because it is too highly assessed?
The assessment for buildings is fair
and reasonable, but in land" it is far too
high. While the value of property has
decreased 50 per cent the assessment
upon it has not been reduced more than
15 per cent."

The board will take up the question
of real estate this morning.

The Twin City Rapid Transit com-
pany assessment will not be deter-
mined upon for several days. The
members of the board say It is too com-
plicated to decide off-hand.

INABILITY OP THIRD REGIMENT

TO PARADES CAUSES INDEF.
IMTi:POSTPONEMENT

AN EASTERN BUND POOL

Committee Thinks Minnesota He-
roes Deserve a. Memorial, and
That a Peace Celebration Will Be
In Order When Pence Is Declared

-—It May Be Held Next Month

Orators Are Lacking.

The committees appointed several
days ago with a view of holding a
"peace Jubilee festival" on the even-
ing of Sept. 30 decided yesterday to
postpone the entertainment to some
future date.

The idea of the peace festival orig-
inated—with the National Monument
Association of New York, and the gov-
ernors of sixteen states and the mayors
of seventy cities were requested to ar-
range for exercises to be held Friday
evening. A set programme with ad-
dresses and music was sent out by
the New York association, and the in-
tention was to have the exercises in
each city in the country held at the
same time and to be similar In char-
acter.

The amount derived from the enter-
tainment was to be forwarded to the
National Monument association, to be
used in erecting a monument to the
memory of the heroes of the battle-
fields and the Maine.

Mayor Kiefer started the prepara-
tions for the affair by appointing a
committee of twenty-one gentlemen to
make the necessary arrangements, and
additional subcommittees on finance,
decorations, programme and music
were named.

Yesterday afternoon a meeting of
the general and sub-committees was
called to meet at the mayor's office
to perfect arrangements. Present were
Mayor Kiefer, Secretary Stine, of the
Commercial club; J. B. Sanborn, A. S.
Tallmadge, H. C. McNalr, J. J. Mc-

Letters were read from Rev. S. G
Smith, Judge Wilson, W. J. Drlscoll
Fred E. Powers and T. L. Sehurmeier
explaining that absence from the city
or other engagements would prevent
their attendance. Mr. Schurmeier, chair-man of the finance committee, being
out of the city, the names of several

ceive President McKinley and hold apeace jubilee at the same time.

J. A. Wheelock advised a postpone-
ment until peace in some definite form
had been consummated. The time was
too short to get up a creditable enter-
tainment. Without the soldiers it
would be hard to draw a crowd. He
doubted if there were any orators in
the city who would attract a very large
crowd. There was no justification for
a peace jubilee at this time, and a fail-
ure would be more discreditable than
not to have any entertainment.

Rufus A. Hoyt did not see how an en-
tertainment Friday night could be
made a success without the soldiers. If
anything was attempted it should be
well done, and while it might be possi-
ble to give an entertainment for a mon-
ument fund it would be impossible to
make a success of the peace jubilee end.

Mr. Wheelock called attention to the
fact that St. Paul was interested in theerection of a monument. to the heroes ofthe Civil war, and suggested that the
energies and money of the city should
be expended on this monument rather
than one in the East. He was not op-posed to the erection of a nationalmonument, but he was not in favor of
putting money in a blind-pool.

Gen. Sanborn secured the passage ofa resolution to the effect th-at the peac«
jubilee be postponed until such time
as in the judgment of the mayor and
the committee it would be most expe-
dient.

Maj. Espy wanted the date postponed
until Senator Davis returned fromParis, but was informed that might not
be for a year. The committee willmeet
at the call of the mayor.
