SHARPENING THE PROBE.

War Department Investigating
Commission Preparing for Work.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 28.—Only four

members of the commission appointed
to investigate the conduct of the war
were present at the forenoon session
today, and in the absence of replies to
the interrogatories sent to the secre-
tary of war and his subordinates, very
little business was transacted. Col.
Denby was elected vice chairman ot
the commission, and in the absence of
Chairman Dodge, presided over today’s
session. The only important matter
brought to the attention of the com-
mission was a report of Gen. Wilson,
of the engineer department of the
army, of which he is the chief. No
statement was called for from him, be-
cause there were no charges against
this deffartment, but Gen. Wilson, be-
ing a member of the commission, con-
cluded that to furnish one would be an
appropriate proceeding. The document
| was held for disposition by the full
| commission, and consequently was not
given to the press. It is a statement
showing the condition of the depart-
mant on the 1st of last April, just be-
fore the declaration of war, as com-
pared with its condition on the 31st of
August last, after the cessation of hos-
tilities, and it deals especially with tor-
pedoes and fortifications. Ineluded in
it is a letter written by Gen. Wilson to
his subordinates throughout the coun-
try just before the beginming of the
war, advising them of the prospect for
hostilities, and directing what course
they should pursue as members of the
engineer department. A few letters
were received from persons offering to
come before the commission. These
were replied to with a circular letter,
of which the following is a copy:

“Dear Sir: Referring to your communica-
tion of — the commission requests that upon
receipt of this you will forward a wri t:n
statement, giving in as specific and c.omplete
a form as may be practicable all facts, ba-ei
upon your own personal experi:nce and
knowledge, that will aid the pending inve:ti-
gation. This statement will be for the in-
formation of the commission only.”

Cubans

——

in Santiango Province Are

Pleased With Action of Gen, Wood.

SANTIAGO DE CUBA, Sept. 28.—Gen.
Enrique Collaseo, the most prominent
colleague of Gen. Calixto Garcia and the
Cuban military officer who accompa-
nied Lieut. Rowan on his return to the
United States, after delivering docu-
ments from the war department to Gen.
Gareia, will publish in El Porvenir to-
morrow, over his signature, a strong
article, in which he contrasts the state
of affairs in the island after the revo-
lution of 1878 and the present situation.

“Then,” says Gen. Collaseo, ‘“‘the
Spaniards took a common sense view
of the matter and paid the insurgents
enough money to allow them to return
to their homes and commence work.
They reduced, and in some casges re-
mitted taxes, and treated the people
leniently, affording them every facility
for the resumption of peaceful pursuits.
Now the Americans demand disband-
ment, without pay, of the Cuban army,
still retain the heavy duty on cattle,
U]us preventing agriculturists resum-
ing the cultivation of their lands, and
are generally acting without consider-
ation towards men deserving the high-
est praise for their services in the cause
of liberty. It is true the Americans are
distributing free rations to the Cuban
army, but the Cuban soldiers do not
want charity—only an opportunity to
work for themselves.”

The article concludes with a solemn
warning of the serious consequences
likely to ensue unless the aggravated
situation is relieved, .

Senor Demetrio Castillo has accepted
the position offered him of representa-
tive of Gen. Wood in the country dis-
tricts, and will enter upon his duties
immediately. His salary has been
fixed at $3,800. The appointment is
much appreciated by the Cubans. Se-
nor Castillo was appointed governor of
Santiago by Gen. Garcia, but was not
recognized as holding the position by
the American goverrment. The friction
with the Cubans is decreasing daily.

While Gov, Smith, of the Pacific branch
of the national soldiers’ home, near thils
place, was coming to his headquarters
today, Albert G. Bradley, who has been
an inmate of the home for five years, |
came up behind him and shot him five
times, one ball taking effect under the
right shoulder blade. just above the
right hip, and one throught the right
arm. The surgeors think the wounds
are not fatal. There is no external
bleeding, but fears of internal injury
are entertained. At times Bradley has
acted strangely, and it was supposed
he was mentally unsound.

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THIRD OF A MILLION

ACRES OF SPLENDID LAND TO BR
OPENED FOR SETTLEMENT
IN MINNESOTA

OCTOBER 5 THE DATE SET

When Home Seekers May Secure
Legal Title to the Land—lLarge
Number of Early Birds Already
on the Ground—Lakes Are Nu-

CROOKSTON, Minn., Sept. 28.—(Spe-
clal)—The United States land office has
just issued a printed descriptive list
of the 335,068 acres of land on the
ceded Red Lake Indian reservation to
be opened for settlement on Oect. &.
Hundreds of people are now waliting
to avail themselves of the privilege of
filing as homesteaders on these lands,
but it is difficult to estimate just how
many will qualify, as many have been
living as squatters on some of the
choicest of these locations and will not
appear at the land office untll a day or
two before the date set by the depart-
ment of the interior for filing.

Unless all signs fail, there will be
one of the biggest rushes for these
lands in the history of the Crookston
land oflice, which has seen some ex-
citing times during the first opening
of government lands for settlement in
this section. The greater portion of
the lands ty be opened .for settlement
are south of the Rainy river and Lake
of the Woods, and are located on the
“ceded Red lake reservation,” includ-
ing twenty-seven new townships, to-
gether with several thousand acres of
lands formerly known as “pine lands.”
The latter are scattered over that part
of the reservation which was opened
May 15, 1895.

Ten days ago the Crcokston land of-
fice received advance sheets giving de-
scrintions of the lands to be opened
for entry on Oct. 5, and since that time
the land office officials have been be-
seiged with inquiries from all parts
of the Unlon, from people desiring to
homestead in Minnesota. There will
be a great rush for those lands classed
as ‘‘pine lands,” as comparatively few
are valuable for timber, and speculat-
ors and homesteaders as well will vie
with one another for the possession of
those lands especially valuable for
their timber. Some of these lands are
particularly valuable, as some of the
finest white pine in the state is located
in this section, but In somewhat lim-
ited quantities. Some quarter sections
will go as high as 2,000,000 feet of white
pine. This fact and the returning
market for white pine logs will make
these lands valuable to any who are
fortunate enough to locate on them.

A large part of these lands have been
taken by squatters, who have been
waliting for the reservation to be opened
and in some cases were living on them
before the government survey was
completed some months ago.

Every one will have to take his turn
at the land office. Doubtless the line
will commence to form a couple of
days before the 5th, and the settlers
will simply camp on the land office.
The principle of first come first served
will prevail. The largest tract of the
reservation to be opened comprises
agricultural lands of exceptionally
fine quality, whose value has been en-
hanced by the opening of the Fosston
branch of the Great Northern. These
lands are- much more easy of access
by reason of the construction of the
road. Some of the reservation Is
worthless for agricultural purposes,
being swamp lands, and not a little of
it is floating bog.

The region is covered with lakes of
all sizes, and the settlers on those lands
tributary to the northern part of Red
lake will have a direct waterway to
Thief River Falls via Red lake and
Red Lake river. Most of the settlers
will go in over this route, but a few
will go up Thief river as far as it is
navigable and strike through the woods
to the eastern townships. The open-
ing of the Fosston branciT of the Great
Northern and the opening of a part
of the Red lake reservation to settle-
ment are regarded here as the begin-
ning of a new era for Crodkston and
the northwest part of the state. Roads
will be built, townships organized and
the virgin soil will be tilled and the
forest leveled by the incoming settlers,
who have already begun to arrive in
large numbers.

CLAREMONT, Minn.,, Sept, 238, —A fire
broke out at 2 o'clock this morning and de-
stroyed seventeen bulldings and practically
wiped out the business part of the town.
Only a bank bullding and the elevators and
station are left. The total loss will b2 over
$40,000, with insurance of §11,000.

The origin of the fire is,A mystery, though
it 1s freely charged that it was incendiary.
It was first discovered in J. A, Gornam's
store bullding and Ludwig’s saloon, and may
have originated in either of the burdings.
The town has a very primitive fire depart-
ment, and the fire virtually burned {tself cut.
In two hours the danger.of furth-r spread
was ogver, but the ruins smouldered all ‘day.
