MANSION FOR GOVERNORS

CAPITOL COMMISSION MAY SUG-
GEST AN APPROPRIATION

It1* Proponed That the Old Merriam
Property on the Hill Be

Made the Site.

The state capitol commission will, at
its meeting on Tuesday, consider the
advisability of recommending In its re-
port to the legislature that the state
proTide for an executive mansion for
the governor, to be located conveniently
near the new capitol building.

It has been suggested that the state
purchase the site of the old Merriam
mansion on Merriam's hill, which was
destroyed by fire in 1896, and erecjt on
It a residence for the governor.
Ithas been the custom with all the

older states to build an executive man-
sion t>. go with their new state house.
Illinois, of the Western states, has done
this, and, when it provided for its new
state house, also made an appropria-
tion for an executive mansion. The
new capitol of Pennsylvania, which is
now in course of construction, will also
be accompanied by an executive man-
sion.

The authors of the project urge that
•at present the property couJd be se-
cured at merely a nominal figure, and
if a small "white house" were erected
on the hill just back of the main build-
ing, it would furnish a fine relief for
the massive structure of white marble
which is fast assuming substantial pro-
portlons. The grounds have much
natural beauty, and, with a little cul-
tivation, the wide terraces, now par-
tially covered -#lth a rank growth,
could be soon transformed into a beau-
tiful lawn. The fountains at the base
of the hill and the steps and walks,
after being- relald, would make the
place one of great interest to visitors,
and would be a great ornament to the
city.

The capitol commission would haveno authority to spend any of the ap-
propriation for this purpose, and to

secure such a bui'.ding an appropria-
tion from the legislature would be
neoesaary, as the functions of the com-
misßionera do not extend beyond super-
vising the construction of the new
building and authorizing an occasional
bond issue to , meet the monthly pay-
ments on the contract.

A few days ago two well dressed men
entered Bergh's store during his ab-
sen'oe, and asked tho clerk to show
them seme plain gold wedding rings.
The clerk brought out a tray of rings
which the man carefully inspected, but
did not invest, stating that they would
return again.

Saturday Mr. Bergh had, occasion to
look over the tray a.nd found, to his as-
tonishment, that six of the rings were
cheap gold-plated affairs.

Chief of Detoctivea Schweitzer was
notified, and after questioning the clerk
easily saw Into the mystery. It Is an
old game, this changing of poor rings
for genuine gold ones, and was nicely
worked by the two strangers. While
they were inspecting the rings they
clipped six of the store rings Into their
pockets and replaced them with cheap
imitations.

Detective Murnane was sent out to
warn all of the local jewelers to be
on the lookout for the two swindlers.

Mr. Bergh was robbed once before,
and this incident brings back the dar-
ing robbery and dramatic history of the
affair. In 1592 William Earl, alias
Dosky, smashed a plate glass window
in front of Mr. Bergh's store, at Sev-
enth and Cedar, and grabbed a tray of
diamond rings. Earl got away and,
by pretending to be drunk that night,
got himself sentenced to the workhouse,
where, however, he was traced by the
detectives. Earl was convicted and
sen* to the Stillwater penitentiary. He
committed suiQide in the prison March
6, 1592.

The diamonds belonging to Mr. Bergh
were never recovered. Earl claimed
he had planted them behind the Mer-
chants' hotel, but, although the ground
was carefully gone over, the gems were
never again seen.
