MRS. PRICE'S CYCLING FEAT

FIRST WOMAN IN THE NORTHWEST
TO RIDE A TRIPLE CENTURY

Covered the Monticello Course and
the Minnetonka Course Twice in
35 Hours and 7 Minutes.

To Mrs. W. L. Price, of Minneapolis, be-
longs the distinction of being the first lady
cyclist in the Northwest to accomplish a
triple ceniry inside the 36-hour time limit
established by the Century Road Club of
America. Mrs. Price started on the long
ride at 7:45 a. m., Oct. 2, and made the first
100 miies over the Monticello course, in com-
pany with the Twin City division of the
C. R. C. on their annual survivors' century
run.  She finished the century well up
among the leaders in 10 hours 30 minutes,
then changed to the Minnetonka course and
made the 200 miles in 20 hours 15 minutes.
After a four-hour rest the third 100 miles
were rolled off in 10 hours 52 minutes. mak-
ing the total elapsed time from start to
finish 35 hours 7 minutes. Timing and check-
ing at all necessary points were carefully
atended to, and the ride was made in
every way in strict accordance with C. R. C.
road rules.

TURF SLOAN-MAD,

English Bookles Afraid to Lay
Money Against the American.

LONDON, Oct. 3.—Tod Sloan's great
successes have so enfiched the Ameri-
can betting contingent that bookmak-
ers are seriously contemplating some
united adtion against him. Raising of

odds had no effect in stopping their
losses, so it is possible the bookmakers
may refuse to accept any bets on horses
ridden by the American Jockey.

The most successful betting has been
by a syndicate of four Americans, head-
ed by Charles Quinn, partner of Riley
Grannan. They started with a capital
of £1,000 and bet every time on Sloan’s
mounts at the Manchester and New-
market meetings, with the result that
they now have £15,000 winuings.

Just to see what could be done with
a small investment they placed £5 in a
separate account. They won on the
first race and kept on betting its win-
nings until at the close of the second
week the original £5 grew to £3.500.

Frank Grey laid £20 on each of S'oan’s
seven races last Friday and won £400.
Tom Ochiltree came over from Paris,
backed Sloan’s mountw wigorously, and
won a large amount.

The turf has gone Sloan-mad. The
coming week will probably witness ex-
citing scenes.

At the Nottingham meeting today,
Capt. A. Whittaker’s chestnut gelding,
by Peter Flower, out of Variety, rid-
den by Tod Sloan, finished second, to
W. Johnston’s Saxon Prince, in the
race for the Lenton Firs Plate of 106
sovs. The betting was 5 tu 2 against
the Variety gelding.

Mr, Jersey’s (Mrs. Langtry's) three-
year-old chestnut filly, Dancing Wave,
ridden by Sloan, won the Nottingham
handicap, of 600 sovereigns. The bet-
ting was 9 to 4 against Dancing Wave,

A. Stednal’'s filly Bera won the Bost-
wood Nursery~ plate of 200 sovereigns.
Sloan rode Mr. Cockfield’s filly, Santa
Regal, which was nuplaced. The bet-
ting against this filly was 30 to 1.

The maiden blate of 106 sovereigns
was won by the Lorillard-Beresford
stable's two-year bay gelding Manatee,
ridden by Tod Sloan, The betting on
Manatee was 100 to 9.

AMERICAN WON IT.

The Annual World’s Professional

Champion Bicyele Contest Run.

CHICAGO, Oct. 3.—Foreign cycling
papers that reaghed here today give a
detailed account of the annual world's
professional championship that took
place this year at Vienna, Sunday,
Sept. 11. Banker, America’s only rep-
1esentative, took the great event.

The race was at one mile, unpaced.

Many stars competed, representing
Germany, France, Belgium, England,
Italy, Holland, Denmark, Austria,

Switzerland and America. The winner
received the most honored medal in
cycledom. Ingcribed upon its face is:
“World's Champion.” Banker, just
having recovered from a sick spell, sur-
prised the cycle world by his great per-
formance, entirely unexpected, owing
to his previous defeats at Berlin and
Antwerp. ~

Fully 18,000 persons witnessed what
proved to be the greatest meeting ever
keld at Vienna.

Banker, who had previously compet-
ed in many European races, and who
captured the championship at Cologne
in 1895, was a strong favorite with the
spectators, while Arend, winner of the
championship of ’97, was the fiavorite
among cycle critics.

The race was run in four heats, two
semi-finals and a final, four starters
in each heat, the first to qualify for
the semi-finals. Summary of the heats:

Arend, Seidl, Banker and Meyers.

Winners—First heat: Broka, first; Verhey-
en, second—time, 2:02 1-5.

Four men appeared at the tape for
the finals, representing Germany,
France and America. They were Ban-
ker, Arend, Jacquelin and Verheyen.
The four riders jiumped right from the
pistol shot in the following order: Ban-
ker, Arend, Jacquelin and Verheyen.

Around the track they sped and final-
ly arrived at the last turn. Entering
this turn Verheyen took the lead, with
Jacquelin close behind and Arend at
his left, while Banker was last. In the
turn Arend ,tried to pass between Jac-
quelin and Verheyen, but the quarters
were too close and he fell, almost
throwing the other riders.

Passing the turn, Banker was making
& beautiful sprint, amid the cheers of
thcusands. The American was mak-
ing hls grandest effort, and gained
inch by inch until he reached both Jac-
quelin and Verheyen, while the latter
was making a strong fight to hold the
lead. Five yards from the tape it was
still a dead heat between the American
and the German, but just then Banker,
with a last and supreme effort, made
a jump and passed the tape, winning
by three inches, Verheyen second, while
Jacquelin was a quarter of a wheel
behind. The time was 2:01, The ova-
tion which Banker received was some-
thing tremendous.

Le Velo, the most popular cycling

aper of Paris, has the following arti-
cle in praise of Banker:

Naturally, all our sympathy and ex-
pectations were centered in Jacquelin,
the only French rider to defend our
honor, but Jacquelin had to bow down
to defeat before the mighty Banker,
which victory will surely be received
with satisfaction In France, owing to
his constant display of fairness and
gentlemanly manners, always in evi-
dence both on the track and in social
circles.

For two seasons, during '94 and '95,
this popular American rider defeated
all comers, and for the two years fol-
lowing was compelled to give up rac-
ing, owing to ill health, And now, in
1898, after lying dormant for so long,
he again meets the world's stars an.d
wrests from them the title of world's
champion.

It is the custom in Europe, after the
professional championships have been
run, for the winner to meet the world’'s
amateur champion. On this occasion
the management of the track tried to
cocmpel Banker, who had just competed
in three heats. to meet Paul Albert,
the amateur champion, who had won
the honor the day previous. But this
Banker refused to do, owing to the
great disadvantage, for the amateur
had not appeared in a race this day,
while Banker had been in several hard
races.

Consequently, Albert appeared on the
track alone, covered the course, win-
ning the foreign title of ‘“‘sole cham-
pion,” destitute of glory and the sym-
pathy of the spectators. Banker was
absolutely right in refusing to meet
Albert, and we hope to see him racing
here at Paris soon, where he will be
received with popular favor.

SENATOR DOES' NOT WAIT FOR
THE AUTHORITIES TO
ARREST HIM

UGLY CHARGE IS PREFERRED

Allegation Against Mr., Quay Is
That He, With Others, Conspired
to Divert Public Moneys to Their

Own Use — Senator Quay’s

Friends Assert That He Is a Vie-
tim of Political Aitack.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 3.—Warrants
were issued” today for the arrest of
Urited States Senator Matthew Stanley
Quay, his son, Richard Quay, ex-State
Treasurer Benjamin J. Haywood and
Charies H. McKee, of Pittsburg, law
partner of Lieut. Gov. Lyon.
They are accused cf conspiracy with
Jonn S. Hopkins, formerly cashier of
the People’s bank, to use public moneys
for their own use. Hopkins killed him-
self last March, shortly before the
bank’s failure. Senator Quay and his
son came up from Atlantic City as soon
as they heard of their intended arrest.
They promptly surrendered themselves
and Magistrate Jermon held them in
$5,000 bail each for hearing at noon next
Thursday. David H. Lane, the Repub-
lican leader, became their bondsman,
and this afternoon they returned to the
seashore. By advice of their attorney
they declined to discuss the case. They
will come back to the city on Wednes-
day, so as to be in full time for the
hearing. Mr. Haywood is in Montana,
and Mr. McKee in New York. United
States.Senator Penrese, who was with
hig colleague this afternoon, spoke free-
ly after the latter’'s departure for At-
lantic City.

“I presume Senator Quay will not
make any statement at this juncture,”
said he, ‘“regarding this last dastardly
attack of his malevolent detractors,
thotuigh he doubtless will at the proper
time. There is no reason why I, as his
colleague and personal friend, should
be silent. The attempted assassina-
tion of character has been almost the
only method of attack by Senator
Quay's opponents for a number of
years, and the attacks have been aug-
mented by viciousness and malicious-
ness, as their futility has demanded.
As a last step of the ebnspirators comes
this brutal warrant, which they have
bhad upon their programme for weeks
with the desperate hope that it might
in some way ald them in the securing
of a legislature. The people can be
trusted to see through the sinister mo-
tives of this small body of disgruntled
men. In a short time there will be a
complete exposition of the true inward-
ness of this latest attempt at charac-
ter assassination no“:r S0 conspicuous
a feature in Pennsylyania politics.”

WARRANTS ISSUED.,

The warrants were made out on Sat-
urday by Magistrate Jermon at the
inrstance of District Attorney Graham
and on the affidavit of Charles® L.
Myers, of the district attorney’s office.
Myers is a detective and acted on in-
formation furnished by Thomas W.
Barlow, receiver of the People’s bank.
The afiidavit on which the warrants
were issued is as follows:

The deal
was made after an interview between
the chairman of the Republican na-
tional committee and the boss of the
New York machine at the Fifth Avenue
hotel. At the close of the conference
Senator Platt sald: “Senator Hanna is
ready to take off his coat and go to
wark for Mr. Roosevelt if his services
are needed. We have had an agreeable
and satisfactory talk.”

Serator Hanna seems to have come
here at the request of the president.
Roth Hanna and McKinley since the
unsatisfactory talk the president and
Senator Platt had prior to the Sara-
toga convention have been much wor-
ried lest the charge of the Black peo-
ple that Platt was seeking to under-
mine McKinley for 1900 with Roosevelt
might be only too true.

Pending a positive statement from
Platt that neither he nor Roosevelt
contemplated naming the latter or any
otker New York man for the presidency
two years hence, the administration re-
fused to furnish aid of any kind in the
campaign in this state. Now that Platt
has given his word all the patronage
and other help that is at the command
of McKinley is to be heaped into the
senator’s lap for use in landing his
cardidate for governor.

Senator Hanna also agreed to hand
over to Platt within a few days all
the sinews of war necessary to insure
a Republican majority of the congres-
sional delegation from New York in the
next house of representatives.

REPUBLICA—NE __—A—RRAIGNED.

Demoeratic State Campaign In Wis-
consin Opened at Manitowoe.

MANITOWOC, Wis.,, Oct. 8.—The
Democratic state campaign was for-
mally opened in this city tonight, ex<
State Attorney General James L.
O’Connor  delivering the principal
speech, in which he arraigned the pres-
ent Republican state administration
from beginning to end. He ridiculed
the action of the Republican convention
in nominating a ticket on a platform
which he alleges condemns the present
administration, and then capping the
climax by planting upon the ticket the
present incumbent as nominee of the
Republican party. He scored the Re-
publican party for defeating the law
taxing corporations and for fallure to
enact laws abolishing the pass system
after promising to do so. The Repub-
lican administration was taken to tasly
on its expensive clerk hire system, af-
ter a law was passed against it, alleg-
ing that this expense was increased
rather than otherwise. Referring to
the levy of taxation, the speaker said
that under three years of Republican
rule the people were taxed $2,225,000
more than during a similar period of
Democratic administration. He then
put the question, “Who have provided
the most efficlent officers in conducting
the affairs of state?’ and referred td
the records for an answer, Scandal in
the treasury department was touched
upon, the officers and employes of the
administration and their political
friends being charged wlith taking
money from the treasury for use in
private business and speculation. Mr.
O’Connor concluded as follows:

“These are the scandals, these the
broken pledges, these the neglect ol
the people’s interests that the Repub-
lican party had in view when it adopt-
ed by a majority vote the resolution
indorsing the present Republican ad-
ministration. The nominees of the
Democratic party are solemnly pledged
to correct these existing wrongs which
I have pointed out.”

P. V. Deuster, candidate for lieuten-
ant governor on the Democratic ticket,
also spoke.
