Irregularity was quite pronounced
throughout the day, and the lls>t gave little
semblance of strength except for a brief in-
terval at the start, and again in the late
session. Absence of a decisive tone led to
the cancellation of some commission nous*;
orders, and London alternately bought and
sold. Lccal Traction shares displayed a good
tone. Tobacco readily responded either way.
People's Gas, after a period of neglect, loomed
in prominence and pounded up two points on
reports of an amicable adjustment of recent
difficulties.
