NAVY MEDICAL CORPS

ANNUAL REPCRT OF SURGEON
GENERAL VAN REYPEN
MADE PURLIC

WORK IN WAR REVIEWED

From the Day the Maine Was De-
stroyed the Bureau Began to
Make Preparations for Any Con-
tingeney —— Women Gave Great
Aild——No Ship Short of Supplies
—The Story of the Solace.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 9.—The annvsj
report of Surgecn Geniral W. R. Van
Reypen; of the naval medical corps,
Covering the operations of the Spanish
war, has been given cut for publication,
it being the first of the bureau reports
for the year.

When the Maine was Blown up Sur-
geon General Van Reypen was in

charge of the naval bureau and began
preparations for any contingency., The
hospitals were fully equipped and the
naval laboratory prepared to forward
medical and surgical supplies in any

Additional expense was in-
curred until war seemed imminent, then
every vcessel likely to be engaged was
given a full outfit of medical supplies
for war. “There has not been an in-
¢tance during the war,” says the sur-
geon general, ‘“‘of any vessel havingz
had to wait for her medical stores.”

It was known that the med.cal corps
was inadequate in number for war, yet
there was no law authorizing the em-
ployment of volunteer medical officers.
But mcdical boards were sent out in
articipation to the applicants for ap-
pointment. When the war broke out
the medical department had on hand
from which to make selections a long
list of well educated men, and thirty-
seven of these were appointed out of
2,000 applicants.

“The medical department,” says the
surgeon general, “had long desired to
establlsh a hospital service at sea on
a specially selected vessel, and the ap-
prcach of war gave it an opportunity
to demorstrate the wizdom of its propo-
sitions and the efficiency of its methods,
The steamer Creoie was purchased, was
converted into an ambulance ship with-
in sixteen days, and fitted with every
appliance. She was a pioneer in her
work, indicating a step in advance that
it well became the United States to
take.”

The report gives a succinct history
of the services rendered by the Solace
in caring for the sick and wounded.
On every trip she went loaded with
medical stores and supplies, and also
delicacies and comforts which had been
supplied in abundance for the sick and i
wounded by generous and patriotic in- |
dividuals and societies from every part
of the United States. Says the surgeon
gereral:

WOMAN'S WORK.

‘“In this war woman has done her
perfect work, and the medical depart-
ment of the navy is profoundly grate-
ful for the money contributed and sup-
rlies furnished for the aid of the sick
arnd wounded of the navy. Patriotic
women have ably supplemented the ef-
fcrts of* the government, and their as-
sistance has been thoroughly appre-
clated.”

In this connection the report calls
attention to the fact that as soon as
-war was declared the daughter of Sce-
retary Long and three of her associates
at the Johns Hopkins Medical school
volunteered their services as nurses
and were assigned to duty in the hos-
pital. .

In conclusion the surgeon general
says: “I cannot close this portion of
the bureau’s report without bearing
testimony to the efficiency, skill andg :
devotion to duty of the personnel of
the medical department. Not a word
but of praise has the bureau heard of
any of them, regulars or volunteers.
When war was imminent they vied
with each other to get on fighting ships.
Some had greater opportunities than |
others, but all have done well the work
assigned to them.

“Surgeon Edgar saw h' associate,

ssistant Surgeon Gibbs, shot by his
side in the Spanish attack, and he con-
tinued his work alone, doing it thor- !
oughly. The medical officers of the
vesseis in the fight at Manila and in
the battle of July 3 shared the danger
of their comrades and should particl-
pate in the praise accorded to them.

“The medical officers of the Solace
have the honor of inaugurating the first
complete system of antiseptic surgery
at sea.

BROWN BEARS IN ALASKA.

They

Are Good Roadmakers gznd

Furnish Dangerous Sport.
From the Chicago Tribune,

“The brown bear is the great readmaker
of the Alaska peninsula,” said Hugh Mayo,
a guide of many years’ experience in that
region. ‘“Not only are the banks of the
streams trodden into good trails by the huge,
lumbering brutes, but the swampy plains
are crossed In every direction by paths lead-
ing to the hills. The traveler” will do well to
follow them in journeying across the country,
as they invariably lead to the fest fording
places of strecems and form the easiest routes
to the hills. The northern slde of the Kenal
peninsula, bordering the shores of Cook inlet,
Kaodiak island and the Alaskan peninsula as
far west as Uniak island are favorite stamping
grounds of the Alaska brown bear. He is a
huge, shaggy animal. varying in length from
six to twelve feet and weighing from 830 to
1100 pounds. This bear possesses all the cour-
age and the fierceness of his southern cousin,
the grizzly, and he has been hunted so little
as yet that he is absolutely fearless of man
and is an excéedingly dangerous adversary.

“One of the best places in Alaska to find
the brown bear is in the vicinity of Portage
bay, ten or twelve miles across Unga strait
from Sand Point. One summer while I was
at Sand Point two hunters came in after an
absence of a month in the vicinity of Port-
age bay and reported having killed thirty-
three bears. One day they killed seven.

“In dealing with the Alaska brown bear
a hunter should never go alone. A com-
panion is almost as essential as a gun. If
possible & man weil acquainted with the pe-
culiar habits of this animal should be en-
gaged to act as guide. Good bear dogs are of
great assistance, but they must be brought
into the country by the hunter, as there are
fow dogs there. There are no trees as far
west as Portage bay, and the hunter must bs
exceedingly careful how he enters the heavy
thickets which cover the river bottoms, es the
bears favor this kind of ground, and if
aroused or wounded will unhesitatingly at-
tack.”

MAN TURNS UP VERY
MUCH ALIVE

DANIEL KENNEDY'S FUNERAL

It Came OR Sg.vernl Months Ago——
Now Mr. Kennedy Bobs Up to In-
quire Why He Was Not Notified
of ﬂlg E‘I!nel“.'}:—ﬁelatlve- Anx-

ious to Know Whose Body They
Buried.

Strange as is the strange case of Miss
Grace Marion Perkins, as the connec-
tion of the belle of Middleboro with the
Bridgeport tragedy has been termed,
the case of Daniel B. Kennedy, of this
city, is stranger, for while Miss Per-
kins succeeded in stopping her own fu-
neral, Kennedy's presence in the land
of the living became known only a
few days ago, while his supposed re-
mains were buried in St. Mary’s cem-
etery by a sorrowing family several
months ago, after having been ldenti-
fied by scores of people as the remains
of the original and only “Boom” Ken-
nedy.

Kennedy, who was born and brought
up in the central portion of the city,
left home in the early spring without
telling where he was going. This was
nothing new for him to do, so when
his family failed to hear from him in
some weeks they thought little of it.
He was strong and something of a
hustler, and they felt assured of his
ability to care for himself.

The first doubts which they had on
this score came some weeks later, when
the body of an unknown tramp was
found on the rallroad tracks near Port-
land. The man was clad a bit better
than the average tramp, and—first link
in the chain of circumstances which
led to his identificatton—he had on a
coat made by a Lynn tailor, who prides
himself on clothing the local 400.

The police officlals, when they noted
thig, called up the Lynn police and
asked them If they could identify the
man. The description was that of Ken-
nedy, even to tattooing on the right
arm and to a scar on the head.

It is a fact, but a strange one, never-
theless, that not one man in a hundred
can accurately describe his own broth-
er. This, in some cases, leads to false
identifications, but the Lynn police
were not so fixed.

IN THE CASE OF KENNEDY.

He had partaken of the hospitallty
of Turnkeys Twisden and O’Connor on
several occasions, on one of which he
was photographed for the gallery, and
on each of which a careful tally was
made of his distinguishing marks.

Therefore, when the Lynn police said
the man was Kennedy, their Maine
brethren said it must be so, and Mre.
McDonald went to Portland to secure
the body. She at once identified it as
that of her brother, and the Lynn-made
coat as*®he her husband had given
him.

Then the remains were brought to
Lynn, where the sorrowing widowed
mother of the supposed dead man saw
them. She was not so sure that the
remains were those of her boy, but,
making allowances for the change that
life on the road might make, allowed
finaliy that it was her “Danny.” Then
the neighbors, men and women, who
had known Kennedy for years, came
in, and, after viewing. the remains,
mourned his untimeiy end. Some there
were In that group who knew Kennedy
as well as men can know each other,
and all were agreed that he was the
corpse.

Then the cold-blooded, matter of fact
policemen, who knew the lamented
Daniel in life, saw the body and de-
clared that he, whom they had often
sent into court, had gone before the
great court of last resort. Theirs was
no identification by a hysterical father,
it was the decision of men used to iden-
tifying unfortunates.

So, in pretty St. Mary’s cemetery they
buried him, and the widowed mother
went her way, weeping for her boy,
who, if he had been wild, was still her
boy; who, if he had got himself and
his family into trouble, was

MORE TO BE PITIED

than condemned. Then came a long
sensational report from Malne that
Kennedy was kilied while about to hold
up a wealthy man, by the accidental
discharge of a revolver in the hands
of a companion.

Scarcely had the soil above the grave
settled, when one day Mrs. McDonald
rushed Into police headguarters, too
excited to talk. When she finally was
able to make hergelf understood she
informed Clerk Willis Heald that her
brother was alive. ‘““The dead’s alive,
Mr. Heald! the dead’s alive! What do
you think of that?”

Heald began to think she had lost
her senses when she handed him a let-
ter from Jamestown, N. D., purporting
to be from her brother. The writing,
she sald, was llke her brother’s, But
she® could not make herself believe thait
it was from him.

“If it’s him,” she asked, “whom did
we bury?”

Clerk Heald is a Yankee, but not of
a guessing caliber suffiiciently great to
answer the problem submitted to him.
He thought that some one was playing
a joke on the family, and after a while
Mrs. McDonald went on her way,
thinking that some heartless one was
playing a joke on her,

The police, however, were anxious to
help the family, so a letter was sent
to the authorities of the town where
the letter was mailed, asking them if
they could locate Kennedy. With a
letter went a photograph. But no an-
swer came.

Then it was suggested that Mrs. Mc-
Donald write to her correspondent, tell-
ing him that he was supposed to ba
dead, and asking him to prove his iden-
tity by telling how many uncles he had,
how many were living and where. Also,
where did he last see her

In remarkably short time the answer

me. It was in part as follows:

“Your letter announcing my death a
great surprise, for I

in all my life. Why, I am work-
ing, and you never heard of a dead
man running behind a plow. I'm the
liveliest dead man in America.

“When I left Lynn I traveled about
quite a bit and then went to work for a
farmer, who lives near the town where
this letter is dated. Y am doing well,
not drinking, and getting fair wages.”

Then he went on to tell how many
uncles he had, and saying that he had
last seen his sister on the back stairs
leading into their home. His answers
were correct in every detail.

Then came proof convincing. He
wound up his letter by saying that he
had just been paid off, that he had
purchased a complete rig-out, and, hav-
ing $5 to spare, would send it home to
the folks. The money was in the let-
ter. That anybody but Boom would
send money to his people was out of
the question. Further than this, had
he rot answered the questions?

That day there was rejoicing in the
Kennedy home. That day the police
were notified that Kennedy was alive
by Mrs. McDonald, who again asked
Willis Heald whom she had caused to
be buried. But Heald could not answer
and with the other people of Lynn is
asking, “Whom did they bury?” .

Meantime, a widowed mother goes
her way rejoicing in her knowledge
that her boy lives and prospers; her
cross made lighter by the note he wrote.
She knows how Grace Perkins’ mother
felt when her daughter walked in upon
her allve, and she knows how to sym-
