SHIPPING SILVER BULLION.

Government Will iiave to Pay Dear-
iy for NLaving It Carried.

The government wants to ship a great
quantity of silver buliion from Philadelphia
to San Francisco to be minted, but it ob-
Jects to paying the exorbitant exjress iees
of the Unlon and Southern Pacific railways.
Efforts have been made to secure a special
freight train to carry the treasure, but the
railway companies cbject to that as it would
glulate their contract with the express com-
anies, which operate aver their lines.
Neither can the railways earry the bulifon
as baggage. The government is consequently
held up for a sum equal to 5 per cent o) the
entire value of the bullion, and there is a
feeling of dissatisiaction in the treasury de-
partment.

“There would be no dificulty if the gov-
ernment shipped the silver in a spe-ial train
over the Northern Pacifie,”” said Ceneral
Traffic Manager Hannaford, of that company,
yvesterday to a reporter for The Globe.
‘“We would take the bullion, but not cirect
to San Francisco. We could take it to Port-
land, and it could be taken to San Francisco
by steamer, but perhaps the government
would not want to risk a sea voyage for such
precious freight.”

The government has not yet tried either
of the Ncorth Pacific coast roads.

SHORTAGE

0L CARS,

A Number of Roads Unable to Meet
the Present Demand.

A shortage of grain and other railroad
freight cars is embarrassing several of the
roads and shippers. The railway commission-
ers have been appealed to by several shippers
to obtain trausportation facilities for their
grain and lumber, but they have not zec-
complished anything. T. M. Webb, of Garvin,
and W. 8. Whiting, of Ballaton, complained
recently that they were unable to get cars to
transport grain from those points, on the
Chicago & Northwestern. The railway offi-
cials were asked to remedy the matier and
they promised to do what they could though
they have not cars sufficient to haul the grain
that is waiting for shipment.

The Northern Paclific is unable to ship all
the wood that is waiting to go to peints on
the Great Northern. The latter road has
not cars to spare for that class of freight.
The Northern Pacific officlals say they have
enough cars to handle the grain on their line.
The company added a large number of box
cars to its equipment in anticipation of the
immense grain crop and shipments.

AN INVESTMENT.

Marshall Field Has Nothing to Say
About the B. & 0. Purchase.

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.—Marshall Field, who
has been here since Friday night, when he
arrived from Europe on the Campania, to-
day started for Chicago. He has been in
consultation here dally with Norman B. Ream,
J. W. Doane and others, who are interested
with him in the Baltimore & Ohio.

“I have nothing to say in regard to the
Baltimore & Ohio matter that will interest
the public,” eaid Mr. Field to a reporter,
‘““Ths whole affair is merely an Investment I
have made, and I can see nothing in Its
discussion that will be of any partioular
public interest.

‘““As far as the general business outlook
is concerned, I am not in a position to talk
with any degree of positiveness. I have been
resting and recuperaticg in FEurope, and
most of the important affairs of the world
have happened when I was practically out
of touch, you might say, with the great
business world. I am not even able to say
anything of interest on the result of the
war, or give an opinion as to the progress
likely to be made in the peacs megotiations.”

Governing Body of the Church in
America Meets in Washington.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 11.—The archbishops
of the Roman Catholic church, constituting
at their annual meeting the chiet governing
body of the church of America, began to as-
semble at the Catholic university today, pre-
paratory to their opening session tomorrow.
As a preliminary to this the boa:d of directors
of the university, made up of archbishops and
bishovs, began their annuai meeting. The two
bodies, one governing the university and the

and their meetings are practically merged.
The university meeting, as usual, was be-
hind closed doors. Archbishops Chappelle, of
New Orleans; Ireland, of St. Paul; Riordan,
of Cealifornia, and Bishop Farley, of New
York, were absent,

At the close of the day’s sesslon Mgr.Conaty
made a statement summinrg up the work done.
The eondition of the university was most
satisfactery. The trcasurer’s report showed
receipts for the year of $132,900, expenses,
$121,295. Rev. Edmund Chapman, D. D., of
Boston, was appointed professor of domestic
theology in place of Prof. Schroeder, who re-
tired some months ago. Dr. Daniel E. Shay,
professor of physics, was made general sec-
retary of the university. Measures were
adopted looking to the extension and comple-
tion of the endowment fund. Rev, Thomas
Lee, a member of the board of trustees, pre-
sented his resignation and Mgr. Conaty was
appeointed to fill the vacancy. The filling of
vacancy on the board caused by the death of
Joseph Banning, of Philadelphia, was left to
the executive committee. Gifts were received
for the creation of thres new scholarships.
The next meeting of the university board will
be held the second Wednesday of October,
next year.

KNIGHTS TEMPLARS' PARADE AT
PITTSBURG THE GRANDEST
EVER SEEN

RAIN WAS NOT A DAMPER

Crowds Estimated at From Flive

Hundred Thousand to One
Million Persons Witnessed the
Grand Display—The Kentucky

IKnights Were Especlially Popular
With the Spectators.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. 11,—The pa-
rade of the twenty-seventh triennial
conclave of the Knights Templars is
now an event of history. Whatever
had been anticipated in the way of gor-
geousness, splendor and general all-
‘arcund success was amply realized—
that is, all but the rain—which was not
expected. PBut even at that it was the
grandest parade ever held in this city
from whichever vlew one may take it.
In point of numbers—there were 29,000
marchers in line—it easily doubled sim-
llar occurrences of the past, and as far
&s the appearance of the men, their
uniforms, the trappings of their horses,
as well as the perfection of their move-
ments, were concerned, Pittsburg has
never seen anything to equal it. The
day started with not a cloud in the sky,
a soft, gentle breeze blowing, just to
keep the atmosphere pleasant and cool.
It was a morning tempting enough to
bring out even the most sluggishly in-
clined. The result was that long he-
fore the booming cannon announced the
start of the marchers there was a mul-
titude of people packed together in an
impenetrable throng along the line of
march, extending from the heart of Al-
legheny City over into Pittsburg, out
on Fifth avenue to Schenley park, a
distance of seven miles. Not only the
paraders, but also the spectators, made
a sight thé impression of which will
never be forgotten. The number of on-
lookers on the streets, in the windows,
on the roofs and in the reviewing stands
has been variously estimated at from
500,000 to 1,000,000 people. At 10 o’clock
the wonderful cavalcade had completed
its formation and the march began,
‘and three hours later the last detach-
ment passed the same point.

The rain commenced at 1:30 o’clock,
and for a while it looked as if the pa-
rade might be broken up, but no, the
Knights walked along with the same
spirit and displayed the same martial,
dignified bearing in the rain as they
had done under the shining sun. The
crowd soon began to reorganize and the
volleys of cheers and applause that had
been thunderous before now burst
fcrth in perfect tornadoes. Such en-
couragement could not but have its ef-
fect and the result was the line remain-
ed unbroken until the end came.

ARRANGEMENTS PERFECT.

The arrangements were all perfect.
Streets were roped in, and guards com-
posed of the members of the High-
teenth regiment, N. G. P., and of Bat-
tery B, who have recently been mus-
tered out, were stationed all along the
line. Hospital corps had been organ-
ized and accompanied the parade in
various bplaces; but fortunately their
services were not in good demamnd, no
serious mishap of any kind having tak-
en place.

The snlendid uniforms of the Cali-
fornia commanderies, their golden
swords and their mettled chargers at-
tracted a great deal of attention all
along the line.

The Detroit commandery, the winner
of many trophies at the different prize
drills, went through various marching
evolutions at some of the prominent
places along the route, for which the
members were always heartily cheered.

Owing to the heroic work the Ken-
tucky Knights have already done since
their arrival here to have the next
conclave held in Louisville, the Knights
from the Blue Grass state have gained
particular prominence among the peo-
ple here, and wherever the Kentucky
banners were recognized the cheering
became more animated than ever. The
crowd realized that they were getting
the best they had ever seen and wor
not slow to appreciate it.
