Tiie story reached the ears of Alar-
tin's fiancee and she threw him over.

That night Martin rode into Hrr-
mo&a, drank heavily until morning,
then started to return home. A few
hours later his body was found floating
in the Cheyenne. No one knows
whether he drowned himself purpose-
ly or blundered into deep water while
attempting to ford the stream in hla
intoxication.

Martin fought as a private at ]__
Caney. After ti; • battle he met Ramo-
na Perez, the daughter ot an officer
in Garcia's command. According to
his own admission he made as ardent
love to her as his own imperfect
knowledge of the Spanish and her en-
tire ignorance of the Eroglish language
would permit.

The Details of Mrs. Setser's Sorry

Milwaukee Experience Received.

STILLWATER. Minn., Oct. 13.— (Spe -ial.)—
Judge Wilson, of the probate court, is in re-
ceipt of a letter from Milwaukee, in which
a detailed account is given of the actions
of Edward Morris, alias Baker, tho smooth
young fellow, who victimized Mrs. H. N.
Setzer, the widow of a Stlilwater attorney.
According to the letter Baker and Mrs. Set-
zer went to Milwaukee July 15, after Mrs.
Setzer had disposed of her personal property
and other belongings In this city, and rented
a flat, adjacent to a cafe where .\-orris spent
a large part of his time. He urgtd Mrs. Set-
zer to give him nearly all of her money and
this he spent. When the money gave out.
it is stated, he took her jewelry and -.awind
it and also gave a mortgage on her furniture,
securing the signature of another woman to
the mortgage, who represented that she was
tho wife of Morris. Indications are that Mor-
ris is also guilty of torgery.

While the estate of Mrs. Setzer's late hus-
bnd was being settled in the probate court
the assignee sent her $25 per month, and
one of these remittances was taken from the
postoffice by Morris, who forged Mrs. Setzer's
name to the receipt. Inall he has victimised
her out of about $700, representing what she
received from her husband's estate and the
proceeds received from tha sale of her house-
hold furniture. The case comes up for hear-
ing in a Milwaukee, court Oct. 18, and in
the meantime Mrs. Setzer has s:cured cheap
lodgings where she will await the outcome of
the action. The attorneys interested in the
matter say that the Milwaukee police state
that Morris has a record, but they give no
intimation of what the record :s.

CHICAGO, Oct 18.—Freight Traffic Manager
Bosworth .poke on behalf of tbe Canadian
Pacific Railroad company before the board of
arbitration today. In advocating the reten-
tion of differential rates, he emphasized tbe
fact that tho government subsidy granted the
Canadian Pacific would not be sufficient to
compensate the company for the loss ot
freight traffic. If differentials were abolished.
Mr. Bosworth contended that as differential
rates were allowed among the Eastern lines,

he could not see why the Canadian Pacifio
should be deprived of the privilege. The
speaker presented figures to show that the
Canadian Pacific had secured only a fair
share of American traffic. At the conclusion
of Mr. Bosworth'a argument, Vioe President
Subbs. of the Southern Pacific, spoke on be-
half of the American lines.

Mr. Stubbs reviewed the entire history of
the competition between the American lines
and the Canadian Pacific for freight busi-
ness from the time the foreign line was
completed -to the Pacific coast in 1888. He
showed that at first the Canadian Paclflo may
have labored under serious disadvantages
as compared with its competitors. For that
reason it was permitted to make lower rates
than the American lines, not by agreement,
but by sufferance. Ever since its Inaugura-
tion as a transcontinental line it has insisted
upon making rates lower by 10 per cent than
Its American competitors. It was argued
that the disadvantages under which the for-
eign line labored at first no longer are in
evidence, lt was Bhown that it operates on
an equal basis with the roads of this coun-
try. If it is at a disad vantage as compared
with the Southern Pacific for South Pacific
traffio, the Southern Pacific ls at an euual
disadvantage in competing with lt for North
Pacific coast traffic. For those reasons, lt
Is argued that it should be obliged to make
as high rates for hauling freight from points
in this country to Pacific coast territory
within the bounds of the United States, as the
American lines make.

Mr. Stubbs' argument was for the entire
abolition of a differential in favor of the
Canadian Pacific, and an insistence that the
foreign line shall be compelled in freight busi-
ness, as it ls now compelled in passenger busi-
ness, to make the same rates as are used by
the roads of this country. He will complete
his argument tomorrow.

NEW YORK, Oct. 13.—T0 settle the differ-
ences existing between the Canadian Pacific
and American railway lines a committee con-
sisting of two members of each of the various
railway transportation associations. Including
the chairmen, will be appointed at an early
date. This decision was reached at a meeting
ln the rooms of the Joint Traffic association
today, and will do much to settle the many
disputes which have disturbed both passen-
ger and freight rates ln both countries. The
associations interested In this matter are:
The Joint Traffic association, the Trunk Line
association, the Western Passenger associa-
tion, the Central Traffic association and the
New Englrnd association.
It is expected the committee will be organ-

ized ln a few days, and no time willbe lost
in getting down to work.

The rate on yellow pine lumber ln carload
lots from Ohio river points to Stillwater and
Duluth was advanced by the Northern com-
mittee from 17 to 18 cents a hundred.
