THE DEFENSE TRYING TO SHOW IT WAS
NOT NECESSARILY FATAL.

NO VALUE TO THE THIEVES MINNEAPOLIS.—The Jury in the case of
the state against Jchn Goodbar, charged with
the murder of William Lyle, was completed
early yesterday morning. Immediately upon
the completion of the Jury, Attorney Hall, for
the defense, made his final attack upon the
method of drawing jurors. Mr. Hall made a
motion for the discharge of the jury, whim
Judge Harrison promptly denied.

Assistant County Attorney Jones opened the
case for the state, laying particular stress
upcu the fact that the &tate would try to
show that Goodbar had drawn his gun and
fired twice, one at least of the bullets taking
effect, before Lyle reached for his gun. He
claimed the shooting had been deliberately
planned by Goodbar as a result of a little al-
tercation that had occurred between Goodbar
and Lyle some time before.

The evidence offered was largely technical,
Coetcrs being put on the stand to prove the
cause of death. The cross-examination de-
veloped an effort to show that Lyle's wound
was not necessarily fatal.

Third avenue south. Th«-re is abso-
lutely no clue to the robbeis and it is
probable that the bords will never be
recovered. MR. LLOYD MULCTED.

The robbery has been kept very
quiet, and particulars are hard to ob-
tain. It is known that the bonds were
kept in the safe in the office of thec mpany and one night last week the
cafe was broken into. The office was
entered some time between midnight
md iminnj;by the burglais, who forc-
ed a window.

marshals to trample on their rights.

He suggested that Flatmouth be sent
to Washington and settle the trouble.
Men claiming to be commissioners fre-
quently came to them and put down
in writing their grievances, but noth-
ing was ever heard from them.

Flatmouth dilated on tbe fact thai
he had not received back annuities
which ought to have been paid. As he
has been in exile in Canada for the
past seven years there was quite a lit-
tle sum of money coming to him and
he wanted it. According to the chief
there was about $18,000 back annuities
which was owing the Chlppewas and
g-hould be paid. He also claimed the
attention of the commissioner to tho
fact that the old and sick people who
did not appear at the agency on pay-
ment day were unable to get their
money.

Jones, and Dr. Hart explained that

necessary for the Indians to appear in

!person. Dr. Hart estimated that about
one-half of the Indians on the reserva-
tion were behind in the payment of
annuities by reason of absence or sick-
ness.

May-Dwa-We-Nind named Warren,

Fairbanks and Bonga, the first two
deputy marshals, aa the cause of all
the trouble. The Indians objected to
half-breed United States marshals and
did not want them on the reservation.
If a man acting as deputy marshal
c.ime, who the Indians could respect,
it would be all right.

He said he was preparing to deliver
himself to the marshal when the fight-
ing began. Afterward at the council
held at Duck Point he announced that
he wouid give himself up and two oth-
ers would do the same. He asked till
Wednesday to prepare for the winter,

and also wanted a promise that he
would not be handcuffed.

Commissioner Jones congratulated
the chief on his course, and requested
him to use his influence in bringing all
the men wanted by the marshal in.
The chief promised to do what h^ could
t > this end, and Father Aloysius and
Commissioner Jones promised to appear
fo:- him in court when he was tried.

Commissioner Jones notified the In-
dians that he found it impossible to
arrive at any conclusion, as they were
divided on the timber cutting and
deruty marshal question. He had no
authority in the matter of leaving half-
breeds to act as deputy marshals, but
would lay the matter before the depart-

ment of justice at Washington on his
return. As to the payment of back
annuities, he would see that the mat-
ter was attended to. He advised the
Indians to get together and agree on
what they wanted and then submit
their request to him.

May-Dway-We-Nind suggested that
he would have many trips to make be-
tween the agency and Pdaek Duck
Point, and wanted the use of a steam-
boat for the purpose. He was told by
the commissioner the boat would be
furnished him tomorrow morning.

All the big chiefs and braves were
photographed, and the council ad-
journed.

Reeve and a detachment of
twenty-five men left this morning for
Dahlberg's camp on the Park river ex-
tension. Almost 100 laborers are em-
ployed at this place grading the road-
bed for the rails, and, in order to keep
the men at work, protection with troops
was demanded.
