UNION LABOR
Must Be Given Exira Printing of

Po.stoffiee Department.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17.—The follow-
ing- letter, regarding the policy of the
postoffice in labor matters, was sent to-
day:

"Mr. M. A. Louis, Chief of Supp:y j
Division, Postofflce Department— Sir:
Referring: to your application to-
day for authority to have done as
emergency work, certain printing need-
ed by the postoffice department, Iwant
to remind you of my order issued last
year, in which it was made peremp-
tory that all of the printing under your
direction, 1 not done at the government
printing office, should be given to offices
employing union labor only.

"Before making any order or contract
for emergency or other printing, as
ctrtain through some officer of the
local printers' unions, whether or not
the establishment to which it is pro-
posed to award the printing is in good
standing with the printers and other
labor unions.

"The order oflast year above referred
to was given you in connection with
one providing that favor be given in
the purchase of goods to domestic man-
ufacturers, as we desire to consume
American rather than foreign-made
goods.

ADDRESS BYWOLFER.
Minnesota Man (nils the Prison

Wardens to Order.
INDIANAPOLIS, Oct. 17.— The Na-

tional Prison association finished its
opening general session today and ad-
journed to give place to the meeting
of the wardens' association. Before the
adjournment a committee consisting of
a representative from each state was
appointed to decide upon time and
place for the next annual meeting. The
committee will hear arguments from
representatives of the cities desiring
the next meeting. Amos W. Butler,
secretary state board of charities, an-
nounced that there would be an excur-
sion to the Jeffersonville reformatory
Thursday.

President Henry Wolfer, of Still-
water, Minn., called the Wardens' Na-
tional association to order this morn-
ing. He commended the work of the
association and endeavored to show-
how it3advancement had been made
The Bertillon system, he said, was the
most successful one yet tried for iden-
tifying criminals. It would not be
fully successful in the United States
until it was generally adopted. The
speaker said that many young men
who went out of prison had good in-
tentions and needed encouragement. By
a general system of identification, the
speaker said, the criminal would soon
become discouraged and abandon his
practices.

AKalnst the Government.
PHILADELPHIA. Oct. 17.—1n the United

States circuit court of appeals today Jur'ge
Shiras handed down an opinion reversing
the decision of the United States circuit court
In the customs duty case of the importing
firm of Meyer & Dickinson against the gov-
ernment, the suit being commonly known
as ths hat trimmings case. The decision of
Judge Shiras Is against the government.

LEE TO GO TO CUBA.

CUBANS ARESTIBBORN
INSIST OH AMERICA STANDING BY

SPIRIT OF RESOLUTION
PASSED BY CONGRESS

WAR MAY NOT BE OVER

Belief by Some That Hostilities Will
He UoMumcil inCiiiin hmurKoiil.t
l'rove a Disturbing; Element

AVnut Another 1hanee.

HAVANA, Oct. 17.—Conflicting re-
ports are in circulation here regarding

the policy adopted by the insurgent
chiefs. For instance, it is asserted that
Gen. Calixto Garcia has agreed to co-
operate with the Americans and is urg-
ing the Cubans to lay down their arms
and accept the conditions imposed by
the Americans. But the friends of the
chief contradict these reports and say
the insurgent leaders are all earnest
advocates and unflinching champions
of the absolute independence of Cuba,
and that they will listen to no com-
promise. Therefore, they add, trouble
is to be feared in that quarter. Indeed,
seme of the prominent Cubans go so
far aa to s>ay that any deviation from
the original resolution of congress re-
garding Cuba will be met by open pro-
test and armed opposition, which, how-
ever suicidal to Cuban aspirations,
would mean much further trouble, loss
of life, privations and expense for the
Americans. The climatic perils are par-
ticularly referred to among the Insur-
gents as likely to cause considerable
loss of life Whether from hidden mo-
tives or otherwise, the Spaniards en-
courage the Cubans in those ideas, and
it is claimed that the Spanish delay in
evacuating Cuba has much to do with
this situation. The Spaniards, it is
true, would, in the event of hostilities
between the Americans and Cubans,
join with the latter against the Amer-
ican forces:

There is already abuse in the dis-
tribution of rations, and it would be
well J;o stop that work as soon as the
Spaniards evacuate the island, for
those who know the Cubans best are
well aware that they will not go to
work as long as they can obtain free
rations. As it is, the planters dread
to resume workT^earing that the in-
dependence of the island would bring
a reign of anarchy. There willbe no
sugar crop, and the cane fields will be
in su^h a bad state next year that no
crop can be expected in 1899.

Itis whispered around the American
headquarters that Gen. Parado and
Admiral Manterola, of the Spanish
commission, recently admitted in pri-
vate conversation their dissatisfaction
with th Q result of the war and ex-
pressed the hope that something would
occur before the final evacuation of the
island to warrant a renewal of hos-
tilities, as they are credited with say-
ing the Spanish army and navy could
not accept the humiliation which they
have been .subjected to without an em-
phatic protest and opportunity to re-
habilitate themselves, which, the Span-
iards further claim, would be best of-
fered by a continuation of the war.
This conversation, it is further assert-
ed, was repeated later to Rear Admiral
Sampson, who is said to have replied
that two months more of the war
would have suited him admirably.

The admiral is deeply affected and
disturbed by the adverse criticism to
which he has been subjected. He ap-

p?>ars to brood over it constantly.
The American military commission

held a conference at their headquar-
ters in the Trocha hotel today. Rear
Admiral Sampson was present. Senor
Giranta, secretary of the Spanish com-
mission, presented to ths American
commissioners an official note setting
forth the times when the next detach-
ments oC Spanish troops will leave the
island.
It is reported here that many of the

officers of Gen. Gomez's staff have re-
ceived leaves of absence, but it is add-
ed they have really resigned, owing to
perious trouble with their chief. It ia
further asserted that the only staff of-
ficers remaining- with Gomez are De
Chapel, a colored Dominican, and Mar-
cos Rosario. Among those who have
left Gomez, according to report, are
Dr. Fermm. Valdez Dominguez. his
chief of staff; Mnj. Bosa. Surgeon
Lucus Alvarez and Aides de Camp
Tafel, Estrampez and Molina. They
say that Gomez, who is always bad-
tempered, has lately become unreason-
able, making it impossible to remain by
his side.

Cuban Spaniards Claim Surrender

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17.
—

Informa-
tion has reached the war department
that a high officer of the Spanish army
very recently made the statement that,
had the Spaniards been aware of the
condition of the American army, its
inability to withstand the hardships
of a campaign, its lack of medical and
other supplies and general inefficiency,
as told in the American papers, the
Spaniards would not have given up,
but would have continued the fighting
for a long time to come, fullybelieving
that they would have been able to
prevent the capture of Cuba, by Amer-
ican arms. This statement is known
to have been made to the American
officers now in Cuba and causes some
uneasiness in official circles, as it may
mean that the Spaniards are not yet
ready to yield the island under the
terms of the protocol.
It is believed by officials in Wash-

ington that, had it not been for the
outcry made regarding the army and
the conduct of the war, there
never would have been any question
raised by the Spanish peace commis-
sioners regarding the Cuban debt. It !s
pointed out under the protocol that tha
sole question left for the commission
was the settlement of the Philippines
and that nothing was said about the
Cuban debt or any other Cuban ques-
tion. By those who aro in position to
know, it is asserted that the Madrid
government was aware, when it asked
for peace and when negotiations were
opened, that it was useless to ask that
the Cuban debt be taken into consid-
eration by any commission, and it is
or.ly since the report of the bad condi-
tion of the United States army has
reached Madrid that the question has
been raised.

Another matter that causes grave
consideration in the war department
is the temper of the Spaniards in Cuba
and the fear tbat the impression which
now prevails there may lead them to
regard the American troops of not
much account and act accordingly
after the occupancy of the United
States. The matter has been discussed
in the war department, and it is prob-
able that when the troops are sent to
Cuba there will be a force of such size
and character as to give the islanders
a different impression of the United
States soldiers than they now enter-
tain. •»

'The impression among the Span-
iards in Cuba." st id an officer in a po-
sition to know what is going on, "is
that the American soldiers are weak
and puny, incapable of withstanding
hardship, and it would be an easy
matter to vanish them. This feeling
may make itdifficultfor the Americans
at first. Thi? impression is due to the
charges that have been made against
the war department with such viru-
lence and insistence during the past
few months."

No Change In Plans for Sending
Troops to the Island.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17.-It is said at
the war department that nothing haa

occurred to change the plans already
framed for the movement of troops
to Cuba. It was not intended that the
occupation of the islandi should
begin Immediately, except such towns
as Mastitanillo ani perhaps Holeruin,
where immune regiments could be used
to advantage.

Col. Hecker's inv.etigatlon has been
cf great advantage tV> tho department,
disclosing as it does the view of a thor-
oughly practical man. But Col. Heck-
n's primary object was to locate camp
r.ites for the occupation of the troops,
and he is proceeding in exact accord-
ance with his instructions. The con-
ditions that he found, it is said, thor-
oughly warrant the belief that the war
department will be obliged to face the
most difficult problems that have yet
arisen in connection with the handling
of troops in ord^r to insure the pro-
tection of health of the soldiers. While
the rainy seas n ha* almost reached ita
end in Cuba it is said that yellow fever
is more prevalent and dangerous in the
inland juet now than at any time dur-
ing the year. These conditions, how-
ever, will not last long, and It Is be-
lieved that before November has pro-
gressed far it will be possible to have

| several divisions of the army safely
camped on Cuban soil.

A proposition that is now under con-
sideration looks to the employment of
Cuban 3as local gendarmes, it being

iunderstood that they willbe more serv-
i iceable In maintaining order in the
!towns than American soldiers unaocus-
j tomed to the Spanish language and Cu-
ban customs. The United States gov-
ernment would be able by the payment

iof small salaries to these men to g.eit-
ly relieve the distress that exists on

I the island without breeding a class of
paupers or lowering the pride j
of the Cubans. Unless Gen. Lee spe-

j duty he is to command the first ex-
| pedition, seconded by Gen. Greene and
IGen.

Mxnvi.iiiCuban Squalor.

HAVANA, Oct. 17.— One of the most

remarkable phases of the situation
here at present is the zeal of the Span-
ish officials to prevent the publication

I at this late day of pictures showing

! the squalor in which the poorer classes
j here exist. Yesterday afternoon an
j American named King was arrested
j opposite the Hotel Inglaterra for tak-
I ing a snapshot of a group of children.
j The surprise which he felt at his ar-
j rest was Increased by the explanation
j afforded him, which was to the effect
ithat such steps were necessary to pre-

vent the publicati in of pictures which
would be regarded in the United States
as illustrating the "condition of the sub-
jects of Spain. Mr. King, however, ex-
plained matters and protested his in-
nocence of any intention to publish the
pictures and wa<s allowed his liberty
after his name and address had been
taken.

The day previous an American cler-
j gyman, Rev. Mr. Thomas, was arrest-
I ed by officers oil boaird a patrol boat
in the bay for taking photographs of
the wreck of the Maine. He was taken
on board the Spanish cruiser Alfonso
XIL, where he remained two hours.

I Mr. Thomas was released after being
subjected to a severe cross-examina-
tion, during which he proved his ig-
norance of the Spanish orders forbid-
ding the photographing of the wrcek.

DOMAIN EXTENDED.
Thousands wt Miles Added to the

Territory of Uncle Sam.
SEATTLE, Wash., Oct. 17.— One of

the results of the survey of the mouth
of the Yukon river this summer by
Capt. Pratt, of the coast and geodetic
survey, is to add an area of 2,300 square
miles to Uncle Sam's domain.

Capt. Pratt found that the south
nouth of the Yukon empties into Ber-

\ ing sea twenty mites further west than

An opening on the East hasalone kept the city from being totally
lsolated.

On the south a slow wire to FortScott, Kan., and Springrfleld, Mo., has
been the limit; on the west, LawrenceKan., was the farthest point penetrated
iJp to 3 p. m., and on the north St
Joe. Mo., has been the boundary Ar-kansae City, Wichita and Hutchinson,
Kansas on the southwest; Denver onthe west and Omaha on the north, havebeen as silent as off the map.
It had been raining for the past

twenty-four home. Shortly after mid-
night last night, the rain turned tosnow and the temperature dropped per-
ceptibly. Steadily, since then, a heavy,
wet snow, driven by a strong northwind, at points reaching: the velocity of
a pale, has fallen.

Hundreds of telegraph and telephone
pules out in the opea have either been
blown down by the strong wind or
broken by the weight of the snow-
covered wires.
