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EUSTIS WAS ANGERE

HE TOLD ADOLPH PETERSON HE
WAS SORRY SCANDINAVIANS
HELPED HIM

HE WISHED THEY HAD NOT

That Was When as Mayor He Was
Asked a Favor by the Secretary
of an Eleventh Ward Club—
Wesenberg’s Name Must Stay on
the State Ballot—Notes of the
Campaign,

The following self-explanatory com-
munication was sent to the Minneapo-
lis Journal last evening, but a close
examination of that paper falled to
reveal it there:

EUSTIS SAID IT.
To the Editor of the Minneapolis Journal:

Dear Sir—Will you kindly allow me
space in your valuable paper for an
answer to your comments on the ar-
ticle, “The Swedish Americans,” trans-
lated from Svenska Amerlkanska Pos-
ten, in your editorials of Oct. 127

You seem to ridicule the idea that
Mr. Eustis should ever have made such
slurring remarks about the Scandina-
vians, but T am ready to swear to the
fact that he did make one of them, at
least, and the circumstances are as
follows:

First, however, let me say that I am
a Republican. I .believe in the Repub-
lican doctrine, and have supported the
Republican ticket since the nomina-
tion of President Garfieid; and I shall
support and vote the Republican ticket
this fall, with the exception of only
one candidate. My reason for not
supperting him brings me back to the
subject for this dispute, and I wish
my countrymen and other citizens of
this great stute to hear me and file
their own judgment.

During the campaign of 1892, Mr.
William H. Eustis became a candidate
for mayor of Minneapolis. He was my
choice and I worked hard for his elec-
tion. Early in the campaign, the lead-
ers suggested and urged us to organize
Scandinavian Republican clubs in the
several wards, and promised us, as a
matter of fact, that the necessaries
with which to defray the ordinary ex-
benses  would be forthcoming—‘‘the
campaign committee would pay that,
of course.” We organized, and I was
selected secretary of the club in the
Eleventh ward. The club paid its own
e€xpenses as the good work went on,

towards election, when we got
behind with a few dollars for hall rent.
The election came, and with the Re-
publican victory (of which fact I am
still proud, as well as of the fact that
I am an American citizen). And re-
lying upon the good and fair promises,
the club appointed a committee to wait
upon the campaign committee. At the
following meeting our committee re-
ported back that the campaign com-
mittee had no funds, and the club ap-
pointed me a committee to see Mr.
Eustis, who was-then mayor, and ask
if he would assist us some. I called
on Mr. Eustis, and met him in the
“flour exchange.” I told him who I
was and stated my errand In a polite
manner. He turned angry at once, de-
nied that he had ever asked the Scan-
dinavians to organize or vote for him.
He said he was sorry- he was elected,
and exclaimed, “1 wish to God that
you Scandinavians had never voted
for me.”

I made up my mind then and there
that I would never_vote for William
Henry Eustis for any political or pub-
lic office whatscever; and, Mr. Editor,
can you blame me? I think yet that
it would be wrong for any one to vote
for a person that so emphatically de-
clares that he does not wish it.

I wish it clearly understood, Mr. Ed-
itor, that I am not a political sore-
head nor a ward heeler in any respect,
but a true blue Republican, and my
record -is open for inspection. But I
am a friend of truth and justice, and,
if need be, I am ready to make a sworn
statement before a notary public that
William Henry Eustis made the above
mentiontd remark to me personally.

HIS NAME CANNOT NOW BE TAK-
EN FROM THE TICKET.

to show cause why he should not strike |
i the name of M. F. Wesenberg from the

state ticket, as Mid-Road Populist
nominee for the secfetary of state.
The application was made by Mr.

- Wesenberg’s attorney, C. F. Marvin, of |

Duluth, and results from the disaffec-
tion in the Populist party, which dates
beck to the recent state convention, at
which Mr. Donnelly withdrew and or-
ganized the Mid-Rcad Populist party,
Several
Populists of the old school, were plac-
ed on the mid-roaders’ ticket, among
them was Mr. Wesenberg, whose name
was used, he says, without either his
knowledge or consent.

Mr. Wesenberg applied to Secretary
Berg to have his name stricken from

the ballot, and that official asked Attor- |
rey General Childs if such action on .
his part would be legal after the ticket '
had gone to press. Attorney General !

Childs gave an opinion yesterday, hold-
ing that Mr. Wesenberg's appiication
kad been filed too late. The opinion
is as follows:

In order that the election law may properly
be complied with as to the publishing of the
sample ballot, you have already directed the
official ballot to be printed, and have printeg
and distributed the sample ballot among the
several county aud tors of the state.

You inquire in effect whether you now have
any duty to perform in the premises.

I have to advise you in reply that Mr.
Wesenberg’s resignation has been filed too
late to entitle it to an official action on your
part further than to receive and file the
same

When a resignation occurs after the print-
ing of the ballot, ycu are powerless to make
any change therein. The statute has studious-
ly sought to provide against the misfortune
arielng from the death or resignation of the
candidate of a party after the ballot has been
printed, by authorizing the proper commit-
tee to make another nomination and to se-
cure the placing of the name of the candidate
upon the baliot by the use of adhesive
pasters. But no provision has been made for
a case like that of Mr. Wesenberg, for the
simple reason that no candidate can be sub-
etituted in the place of a nominee by peti-
tion who withdraws or resigns. It was in-
cumbent upon him to take timely action to
prevent the appearance of his name upon the
ballot. It will not avail him to now say
that he had no actual knowledge that he had
been so nominated. He had the constructive
notice of the fact arising from the filing of
the petition in the office of the secretary of
state. After the sample ballot has heen
printed and distributed to the county auditors,
the law will not permit the delay, vexation
and expense, Incident to the printing and dis-
tribution of another ballot merely to relieve
one of the chagrin of having his name ap-
pear upon the ballot against his will, Hig
opportunity is gone.

A sample ballot is required by the statute
to be posted and published. It must pe identi-
cal with the official ballot to be used at the
polls. It is posted and published for the pur.
pose of glving it the incldent publicity with
the yview to the instruction and guidance of
voters. You were required to post it on the
11th inst. and did so. If Mr. Wesenberg can
now have his name stricken from it on the
15th inst., the same thing may be done by
another at a later date, and the work of your
office may thus be thrown into confusion
and the law geriously thwarted as to Posting
and publishing. The provisions of the statute
both as to posting and publishing are imper-
ative. (State vs. Taylor, 45, H. H. 715)
