Jesse A. Gregg responded to the text:
“Small Manufacturers,” and said it
was well to remember the maxim:
Don’t despise the day of small things.

“Give the small manufacturer a
chance,” he said, “and he will grow.
I do not go as far as Mayor Kiefer re-
cently did and advocate government
aid for small manufacturers, but, if
the people of this city would patronize
home industries, the manufacturing
plants would be doubled. Every va-
cant house in St. Paul would be occu-
pied, more houses would be built and
the population of the city would be
increased 30,000. When you patronize
a small manufacturer, do not do it as
thecugh you were giving charity. You
bernefit yourself. The laboring classes
do patronize home industries and small
manufacturers. As a Commercial club
man I have always purchased St. Paul
geceds, and I want to call the atten-
tion of manufacturers to the fact that
they shculd brand all their goods as
made in St. Paul.

“I want to compliment the ladies on
the catalcgue which they have issued.
I sent copies of it to our commercial
travelers and told them to study it
and talk St. Paul goods to their cus-
tocmers.

H. P. Hall was introduced to talk
on the subject of pickles. He said he
represented some one who was absent,
perhaps a pickle. “Some men are em-
barrassed in the presence of ladies,”
he said, “but you cannot get enough
ladies together to embarrass me.
There is nothing a woman cannot do
if she sets about it. I heard of a noble
woman the other day who saved her
husband from a drunkard’s grave. She
cremated his remains. This expositicn
Is another earnest of what they can
accomplish. Why should they not
have a permanent institution? Let
them organize a company to exhibit
manufactures. Of course the men will
have to exhibit their manufactures,
for they will want to receive the la-
dles. St. Paul cannot amount to any-
thing unless we patronize the home
manufacturers.

BANK'S DOGRS CLOSED.

German National, of Pittabarg, Goes
to the Wall.

PITTSBURG, Oect. 19. — Notwith-
standing the rumors that have been
afloat for some timg¢ concerning the
firancial straits of the German Na-
tional bank, of this city, the announce-
ment this morning that the bank had
gcene into voluntary liquidation cauwsed
great surprise, and many depositors
hurried to the bank to find the doors
closed.

The final stroke was
the confession of heavy judgments by
Adolphus William C. and O. H. Groet-
singer, and A. Groetsinger & Sons, to
Edward Groetsinger, and the issuance
yvesterday of executions.

CANADIAN PACIFIC LOSES.

Arbitrators Decide That Road Is
Not Entitled to Difierentials.

CHICAGO, Oct. 19.—The arbitrators selec'-
ed to decide whether the Canadian Pacific
railway is entitied to a differential undsr the
rates made by the United States lires cn
freight trafic between San Francizco, Cal.,

and Eastern points, on or east of the Mis-
souri river, have rendered a decision to the
effect that the Canadian Pacific railway is
ot entitled to a differential.

The board cf arbitration, consisting of
Messrs. W. A. Day, J. W. Midgeley and Ed-
ward S. Washburn, has been in session at
the Auditorium hotel for several days, hear-
ing the arguments of the representatives of
the interested rcads. The American lines
which were  so ahly represented by
Mr. J. C. Stubbs, vice president
of the Southera Pacific company, con-
tended that the Canadian Pacific company
is not entitled to make any low:r rates on
freight traffic to and from San Francisco
than are made by the American lines, and the
decision of the arbitrators upholds this con-
tention. The Canadian Pacific railway was
represented at th: hearing by Messrs. T. G.
Shaughressy, vice president, and Robert
Kerr, traffic manager.

The members of the arbitration committee
were not unanimous in the dscision, Mr.
Midgely, repressnting the Canadian Pacillc,
filing a dissenting opinion. As Mr. Midgley,
while chairman of the Wesiern Freight as-
sociation, aiways had den'ed the Caradian
Pacific’s right to differential mates, this ac-
tion cn his part was received with soine sur-
prise by American line cfficials. According
to the agreement entered into between the
Canadian Pacific and the American roads,
the former will abide by the decision of the
arbitraters, and the trouble over differentiul
rates in the West is now believed to be at
an end.

FARES TO THE

KLONDIKE,

They Are o Scurce of Some Discus-
sion and Dissension.

The circular which Gensral Passenger Agent
Whitney, cf the Great No:rthern,issued, tiraat-
ening to retaliate cn the Canadian Pacific rail-
way for selling exchange orders in Seattle vn
Alaska business, has caused no little comment
in railway circles, and it is interpretsd as a
forerunner of another rate war if the Cana-
dlan Pacific does not oon repudiate such or-
ders as are complained of.
