BEATEN AND ROBBED
JOSEPH TBMPLK'i WARM RIOCEP-

THIEVES SECURED OVER $30

They Hat Him Into a Hack und
T«M»I«. Ililll t<> It I.OII<>Iy S|)O( Oil

the WeMi Side of the River—
Pollee Have v Httek Driver luder
Susplflont of Complicity in the
Affair.

Joseph Temple, a stranger, returning
with his savings from the Dakota
wheat fields on the way to Chicago,
was held up by two men in West St!
Paid shortly after S o'clock last even-
Ing and severely beaten while resist-
ing the robbers, who finally got away
with $30. Temple was so viciously
pounded about the face that he could
scarcely see when taken tot he Duoas
street station after the robbery. Hia
cheeks are bruised and swollen so that
his eyes are almost obscured. Owing
to the fight which he made he saved
a portion of the money he had with
him.

According to his story, Temple ar-
rived in the city yesterday afternoon.
He purchased a ticket to Chicag-o, in-
tending- to leave on an evening train,
in the meantime spending his time in,
looking about the city In the vicinity
of the depot. At about 7:30 o'clock ho
says he dropped into a Sibley streetsaloon, where he had several drinks
with two strangers. One of the men,
Temple says, asked him if he would
not like to take a short ride about the
city before his train left, and he said
he would. Then the stranger took "him
outside, he says, and put him in a
hack. The second stranger. Temple
says, got into the hack with him, while
the other mounted the box and drove
away. After driving some distance,
Temple says the hack was headed
across the Wabasha street bridge and
started up Water street on the West
side. When about four blocks up the
river. Temple says, the hack stopped,
and the driver got down and opened
the door. At this instant the man in-
side with him grappled him about the
body and threw him out^of the hack.
Both the driver and the man who had
ridden inside with him, Temple says,
then commenced a vieioua assault upon
him. Temple is quite a husky young
fellow and tried as best, he could todefend himself. He says, he knocked
one of his assailants down, but that
the fellow got up and both men went
at him more savagely. They finally
knocked him down. Temple says, and
while one of them held him the other
began searching his pockets. Realizing
himself fully overcome by the robbers
Temple began calling for help and
after they had secured $30 from one of
his pockets the thieves jumped on the
hack and drove quickly back toward
the city. Temple's cries attracted sev-
eral residents of the neighborhood, who
afterward told the police that they saw
the men driving off in the hack.

Officer Ryder reached the scene of
the hold-up after Temple had been
taken into a neighboring house. He
took Temple to the Ducas station,
where Detective Murnane interviewedhim and got a description of the rob-
btrs. The police claim to know who
the hackdriver is and have issued or-
ders for his arrest.

Temple had $50 and his ticket in aninside vest pocket, which was over-
looked by the thieves. . Several dollarsin silver in his trousers' pocket also
escaped the robbers when they werefrightened away by his calls for help
Temple had $S7 when he reached the
city, but as he spent some of the money
he does not know exactly how much
the robbers got, though he says he
thinks the amount was $30. Temple is
held on the charge of drunkenness.

Ed Godbout, of 154 Fillmore avenue,
was arrested at 1o'clock this morning
by Sergeant Rj"a.n, on suspicion of
complicity in the robbery.

more than responsible. They may easily, and
at any time, by increased. It is the combina-
tion of these large and powerful corporations,
covering vast stvtions of territory and influ-
encing trade throughout the whole extentthereof, and acting aa one body in all the
matters over which the combination extends,
so far as the combination operates upon and
restrains interstate commerce, congress haspower to legislate and to prohibit. The pro-
hibition of such contracts may. In the judg-
ment of congress, be one of the reasonable
necessities for the proper regulation of com-
merce, and congress is the judge of such ne-
cessity and propriety, unle?^, in case of a pos-
sible perversion of the principle the courts
may be applied to for relfef.

CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHTS.
Referring to the claims of counsel

regarding the general .constitutional
right of the citizen to make contracts
and the extent of individual liberty un-
der the fourteenth amendment, tha
opinion says:

The citizen may have the right to make aproper (that is, a lawful) contract, one whichis also essential and necessary in carrying
out his lawful purpc.se. The question which !
arises here is whether the contract is aproper or lawful one. We presume it will
not be contended that the right of the citi-zen to pursue any livelihood or vocation in-
cludes every means of livelihood whether
lawful or unlawful. Notwithstanding thegeneral liberty of contract which is possessed
by the citizen under the constitution we findthat there are more kinds of contracts, which
while not in themselves immoral or mala inse, may yet be prohibited by the constitution
of the United States or in certain cases bycongress.

The question is, for us, one of power, only
and not of policy. We think the powor ex-
ists in congress and the statute is thereforevalid.

Justice Peckham deals finally with
the plea advanced that the court should
retrace its steps because of "the wide-
spread alarm with which the trans-
Missouri decision was received and the
serious consequences which have re-
sulted or may soon result." After re-
viewing the care taken in reaching the
former decision, the opinion says:

And now, for the third time, the same ar-guments are employed and the court is again
asked to recant its former opinion and to
decide the samo qm stion In direct opposi-
tion to the conclusion arrived at in the traaa-
Mlssour'. case. As we have twice already
deliberately and earnestly considered the
same arguments which are now for a third
time pressed upon our attention, It ould
hardly be expected that our opinion shouldnow change from that already expressed.
We have listened to the same arguments be-
cause of thp eminence of the (counsel engaged,
their earnestness and ze-al, their evident be-
lief in the correctness of their position and,
mest important of alf, the grave nature of
the question involved, called upon the court
to again give to those arguments respectful
attention.

Referring the counsel'^ claim that

"the only resort open to railroads to
save themselves from ruinous compe-
tition is that of agreements among

Justice Peckham says:

The natural, direct and immediate effect
of competition is to lower rates, and to there-by increase the demand for commodities, the
supplying of which intefeas** commerce, and
an agreement whose first and direct effect 13
to prevent this plan of competition, restrains
instead of promoting trade and corameroe.Whether in the absence of an agreement as
to rates the consequences described by co-uu-
sel will in fact follow, is matter of very great
uncertainty. Railroads may and often do,
continue in existence and engage in their
lawful traffic at some profit, although they
are competing railroads and are without com-

BRANDED AS A RING.

Insurance License Revoked.

It 1b not only possible but prebable that
good sense and integrity of purpose would

prevail among the managers, and while hav-
ing no- agreement and entering into no com-
bination by which the whole railroad interest,
as herein represented, should act as one com-
bined and consolidated body, the managers of
each road might yet make such reasonable
charges for the business done for it as the
facts might Justify. An agreement ot the na-
ture of this one, which directly and effectu-
ally stifles competition, must be regarded un-
der the statute as in restraint of trade, not-
withstanding there are possibilities that a re-
straint of trid-e may also follow competition
that may be indulged in until the weaker
roftdi are completely destroyed and the sur-
vivor thereafter raises rates and maintainsthem. Coming to the conclusion we do in re-
gard to the various questions herein discuss-
ed, we think it unnecessary to further allude
to the other reasons which have been ad-
vanced fOT a revision of the trans-Missouri
ease.

The judgments of the lower courts, favor-
able to the Joint Traffic association, are re-
versed and the case remanded to the circuit
court of the United States for the Southern
district of New York, with directions to tako
such further proceedings therein as may be
in conformity with this opinion.

The opinion, which was very brief,
was concurred in by ChiefMustiee Full-
er and Justices Harlan, Brewer, Brown
and Peckham. Four justices dissented,
namely, Justices Field, Gray, Shiraft
and White. Justice McKenna tjjok no
part in the case, as the prosecution ol
the Joint Traffic association was be.
gun while he was attorney general
After Justice Peckha.m had announced
the opinion, Justice Harlan verbally ex-
pressed with some evidences of satis-
faction his concurrence, on the sanw
ground, he said, as that set forth <n
the Trans- Missouri case.

No dissentiir.gr opinion was filed, it be-
ing merely announced that the judges
named dissented.

RELATED OPINIONS.
By coincidence two other opinions

relating to the anti-trust law were
handed down today by Justice Peck-
ham. In the case of the United States
against Henry Hopkins and others the
government sought to restrain the
Kansas City Live Stock Exchange
from carrying on its business, on tha
ground that it was an association in
restraint of trade, and therefore illegal
under the anti-tru?t law. The asso-
ciation is carried on at the Kansas City
stock yards, partly to Kansas and part-
ly hi Missouri. Its members receive
shipments of cattle from Nebraska,
Colorado, Kansas, Missouri, lowa,
Texais and the territories, selling them
to the big packing houses, particularly
in Chicago, St. Louis and New York.
The lower court ruled against the ex-
change on the ground that it was a
combination 4n restraint of trade.
Justice Peckham's opinion, in which all
the ccurt except Justice Harlan con-curred, reverses the lower court and
upholds the legality of the association.The opinion states that the KansasCity exchange is merely a local mar.ket for interstate shipments, and thai
it cannot be termed an interstate ex-
change. Because the cattle comes from
various states it does not follow, tha
opinion states, that all persons per-
forming any service connected with it
are engaged in an interstate associa-
tion. It is pointed out that a person
receiving shipments from another state
does not thereby engage in interstatecommerce. The opinion says:

We think that It would be an entirely
novel view of the case if all stock exchangesthroughout the country were to be co-ns'd-ered interstate associations, because they sellgoods from states different to where the ex-change la located.

The other was the United Statesagainst J. S. Anderson and others, In-
volving Kansas City, as it is known asthe Traders Live Stock exchange. In
this case, as in the other, the court
viholds the association upon the
ground that it is purely local and not
engaged in interstate traffic within the
meaning of the anti-trust law.

Jvistice Harlan announced his dis-
sent from the opinion of the court in
these two cases. After quoting the
anti-trust law, Justice Harlan said he
could not resist the conclusion that at
Kansas City there existed a ring, or
syndicate, or combination, or associa-
tion, the palpable effect being to bring
to itself all the live stock business,
centering it a>nd then transferring it
East. Under this association the entire
live slock business of the West was
to come into its hands, or else it was
kept cut of the market. He quoted
an appropriate opinion of the lower
court to the effect that outside parties
attempting to enter the live stock fieldwere compelled to abandon the under-
taking. Itappeared from the testimony
that any person or partnership at-
tempting to carry on business inde-
pendent of the association was invited
to apply for membership, and if he
failed to do so "his name was black-
listed. This admonition was strictly
obeyed, and such person was boycotted.
The outcome was inevitable, the com-
bined obligations of 300 men could pro-
duce but one result. The plain purpose
of the exchange, Justice Harlan said,
was to control and monopolize the en-
tire business of selling live stock at
the Kansas City live stock yards. If
this combination did not rest upon the
principle of a boycott, then Justice
Harlan "said he was unable to grasp
the principle of a boycott. Let it be
supposed that there were combinations
of this kind in oil, in sugar, in salt, in
lumber, in coal, and the other great
staplee, then the whole business of the
country would fall into the hands of
a few rings and syndicates, which
would control all the business of the
country. Justice Harlan said that if
this particular combination was not
one in restraint of trade, then it was
impossible to find one.

Soldier Stabbed In the Back.
SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 24.—Richard Chet-

wocd, of Company I, First Tennessee, was
stabbed in the back this morning while in a
saloon. Chetwood was on the provost guard
and was trying to arrest an unknown Ten-
nessee private when the latter stabbed him
w^h a bayenet. Chetwood's condition Ls
critical.

LANSING, Mich.. Oct. 24.—State Insurance
Commissioner Campbell today revoked the li-cense of the Liverpool, London and Globe In-
surance company. This action was taken
after an investigation of charges made by
Detroit merchants and manufacturers, that
the stock fire insurance companies are vio-
lating the Michigan anti-compact law. This
law does not a^ply to Michigan companies,
but only to outside ones.

Briton "Weds an American Girl.
NEW YORK, Oct. 24.— Miss Marie H.

Churchill, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John
Churchill, of this city, was married to Harold
Baring, of London, at 4:30 o'clock this after-
noon. The ceremony was performed in St.
Thomas' church, on Fifth avenue, and was
attended by a large number of New York's
fashionable people.

"Ifour boys stood shoulder to shoul-
der on the day they took Manila," Mr.
Coehran asked, "why cannot we here
at home stand shoulder to shoulder?
Ifa Minneapolis boy was on the firing
line with my boy, then that Minneap-
olis boy is a very dear friend of mine."

Upon motion a committee was' ap-
pointed, consisting of C. S. Bunker,
Thomas Cochran, J. P. Barlow.

MaJ. David Vickers, who was in-
spector general for the Second

divi-
sion of the Third corps at Chickamau-
ga, attributed the troubles in that camp
to the shallowness of the sinks.

Vickers also
complained that the drinking water
was poor. He thought the camp site
unfit for so large an army, but as far
as food went the privates were fat-
better off than the officers. He said
that at one time the beds of some
patients were on the floor, and in some
cases some of them were on the ground.
Asked as to the competency of the
surgeons at the hospital, he said there
was one man in the hospital whose
proneness to profanity unfitted him for
the service. This man was Maj. Hub-
bard, surgeon of the Ninth New York.
"His profanity was of such a villain-
ous character," said Maj. Vickers, "as
to nearly make me sick, and Iknow it
could not have had a very pleasing
effect upon patients."

Lieut. Col. Bisbee, in command of the
First infantry, told the story of the
transportation of his regiment to San-
tiago briefly; described the fighting
about Santiago; spoke of his experience
in Cuba, of the re-turn to Montauk
Point and of the stay at that place
and the transfer South. Asked if the
landing at Santiago could have been
accomplished if opposed, he replied:
"The facilities were so poor that I
think not—at least, Ishould say, if I
had bejen on shore, no enemy would
have been permitted to land. Icannot
say how it was with the Spaniards."
He said there was considerable diffi-
culty In getting food while in front of
Santiago, "but we had enough." He
said: "If there had been more to eat,
the men would have probably been
sicker." He expressed the opinion that
the only deprivation had been in not
having proper food far the stck. He
thought the rations contained too much

stated that himself and sixteen menwere the only m&mbers of his regiment
who had not been ill at some time dur-
