CLAIM ROOM WAS TOO SMALL

They Further Say That the Law
Constitutes the Judges the Au-
thority as to Fitness of Quarters

Anyway, and Defy the Clerk and

There is a clash between the judges
of election in the Fourth precinct of
the Ninth ward and the legal depart-
ment of the city, and it is possible
that the 200 voters of the district may
have thelr votes not counted in the
total on election day.

The council fixed the location of the
voting place in this district at 590
Broadway by ordinance, the same as
other polling places. The judges of
election, however, decided that this was
not a suitable location, and on the first
registration day changed the polling
place to 644 Broadway.

Big Resillvead Lines Must Insare
Minnesein Property in This State.

Insurance Commissioner Dearth, on
the advice of Attcrney General Childs,
vesterday announced two rulings of
cons!derable impcriance to insurance
men.

For several years it has been the
custom of the great trunk lines of rail-
road to insure their destructible prop-
erty under blankeét policles, these be-
ing rlaced usually ia an office near or
at the home office of the railroad com-
pany, which in most cases was in tha
vicinity of New York. Attorney Gen.
eral Childs advi®®s the insurance com-
m ssioner that such blanket policies are
rot in accord with the standard policy
law of Minnesota, and any company
writing such a golicy is liable to for-
feiture of its right.-to do business in
Minnesota. This  sdecision therefore
means, in effect] that insurance on ths
property of railrfoad’ companies whose
lines traverse [thiS state, must be
written in this state through resident
agencies, so far as the insurance in this
state is concerned. z:

The other ruling, which means a qif-
erence of considergble to the taxpayers
of the state, is calléd out by the law
requiring compa‘qies o pay a percent-

age of premiums-into .the state funds.

Some of the contpanles which pay divi-.

dends or-annuities shave -been -beating
this fund out}gi a ‘#értain percentage

by deducting thi$ diyidend or annuitles
from the premiu dtieI and then paying
taxes only on the actual cash paid in

as premiums. Mr. Dearth, however, on
the advice of the attorney general, rules
that no such subterfuge can be toler-
ated. It would be as proper, he says,
to deduct from the premium receipts
all' sums paid for losses, agents’ coms
missions, etc., before adjusting the
basis of taxation.

REFUSED TO MAKE THE RACE

And Protested Time and Again, but
Somebody Paid Mis Fee and Got
its Name on tho Ballot——Ap-
peals to His Friends to Cast
Their Votes for Julius J.'neln-
rich for Secretary of State.

M. Wesenberg, editor of the “Du-
luth Skandinav,” whose name appears
on the state ticket as Mid-road Popu-
list candidate for secretary of state,
has made public a lot of correspondenca
and facts about his candidacy, which
are surprising.

In. his appeal to the public,
Mr. Wesenberg, after caliing attention
to the supreme court decision, says:

‘With. all due respect for the highest court

in the state, I believe that that decision is !

based upon a misapprehension of facts, and
upon false testimony of interested parties,
and, while the decision, of course, leaves my
name on the ticket, I appeal' the case to the
court above all courts—to the sovereign
people, believing that upon a fair and just
presentation they will reverse the decision
and treat the ballot as if my name were not
upon the same--not cast a single vote for a
man who has been compelled against his will
to remain uvpon the ticket. With a decent
regard for the opinlon of true Populists and
in justice to myself, I present the case for
their consideration. i

Mr. Wesenberg then recites the his-
tory of the Populist convention and
subseawent efforts, including his re-
fusal to accept a place on the ticket.
Continuing, he says:

Imagine my surprise when a short time
afterwards 1 received from Secretary Dr.
H. B. Fay, of our state central committe>, a
letter intimating that we would have to go
on the ticket by petition, and asking fcr my
view In regard to such a step. PEesides hav-
ing been nominated for secretary of stale, I
had also been placed on the state central
committee, and no meeting of that commit=
tee had been held, that I knew of, wher2
such a policy of petition had been adopted,
and, if it had, it would have been in viola-
tion of the views of the convention, which
created the commitiee.

SENT ANOTHER PROTEST.

I immediately wrote Dr. Fay, positively
protesting and objecting to such petitions,
stating that I for one would not be a can-
didate by petition; if we were to be People’s
party candidates, we must fight it out in the
courts and secure our right to the People's
party name and organization.
be a party to any proceeding by petition.

Dr. Fay, however, Mr. Wesenberg
goes on to tell, paid no attention to the
protests, but had the assumption to
write and ask Mr. Wesenberg to send
his acceptance of the nomination. be-
fcre getting signatures to the petitions.
Mr. Wesenberg’s reply was that he
couldn’t accept anything that had not
been offered to him. Continuing, he
sayes:

On the 27th of July Dr. Christian Johnson,
of Willmar, wrote me as fo'lows:

“Willmar, Minn., July 27, 1898.—M. Wessen-
berg, Duluth, Mian.—Dear Sir and Friend:
I am of the opinien now that we had belier
withdraw our ticket from the field and let
fusionists hang themselves this fall. If w2
stay in the fieild we sha!il be charged with
Lind's defeat, and shall never hear the last
of it. What do you think of the situation?
Very truly yours, ~

—“Dr. Christian Johnson."

At the s'ate conventicn on the 16th of Juna
there had been no more zealous advocate of
a regular People’s party ticket than Dr.
Christian Jchnson himself; indeed, so strong-
ly- did - ‘he -impress liis views uron -the con-
venticn that only the m st strenucus exer-
tions on h's rart prevent:d kis ncmination
as head of the ticket. And yet, two months
later, he writes as above. Dr. Jchnson i3
cne of the brainiest men in the People's
party in Minnesota, and he h-®s nzver yet
acted without reason fcr every s'ep he t:kes.
From his own writing Dr. Johnson -row
adopted my view of the case at the state coa-
vention.

On the 3@ of August Mr. Scerstary Fay
sent me the following formal notificaticn of
my nomination for the cffice of s cr t.ry of
state:

“Micncapclis, Minn., Aug. 3, 1898.—Heon.
M. Wesenberg, Dulu'h,, M'nn.—My Dear Sir:
I have the honor officially to inform you
c¢f your nomination for secretary of state by
the conventicn, which met at Minneapolis
June 16, 1898, and- will herewith ask you
to send me at your earliest convenience your
letter of accep‘ance. so that the state cen-
tral committee can fi'l any vacarciss if they
occur, not later than Aug. 15. By order ex-
ecutive commitice. —‘‘H. B. Fay, M. D.,
“Secretary fcr the Slate Central Committee.”

PRODUCE THE ACCEPTANCE.

If the seecretary can produce any accept-
ance by me in answer to this nctification, I
trust he wiil publish the same at once. This
was the formal notiflcaticn ¢f nominaticn,
and I have never accepted it, for the reazon
already given. T would not g5 on the ticket
by petition. Tbe ticket nominated on the
16th of June was either a regular Pegple's
party ticket, cr it was mnot. If ii was a
regular People’s party ticket, it should stand
by its colers and fight for lawiul recogni-
tion. If it was not a regular People’s party
ticket it had no business in the field. This
was and is my standpcint.

On the 20¢h cof September I received -a
package of blank petiticrs from Mr. Secre-
tary Fay, with the information that the sec-
retary cof state reguired these petitions with
2000 sigratures, and volunteering the addi-
tional inf rma‘ion that ‘‘the petitions are
for the same cand‘dates nominated at the
Midroad Populist conventien, June 16."

This was the first c¢ficlal notice I had that
the convention of June 16 was not a regular
People’s pariy convention, but a midrcad
Populist convention. I am "a Populist who
degircs to see all honest and true Populists
united in cne soild phalanx, without the
slightest regard to whether they only ce-
cupy the narrow strip of the middle of the
roed or fill th2 wheole road to its entire
width. For reescns already set forth, I have
not touched “‘hese petitions, have not asked a
single person to sign them.

Another package of petitions was sent to
Capt. Hibbard, with a similar request for
egignatures. Capt. Fiilbbard aiso was prosent
st the 16th of June convention, and Capt.
Hibbard has evidently taken the same view
of the situation as myse!f, for he informs
me he has nelther asked for a single signa-
ture.

WREOTE TO MR. LONG.
On the 1ist of October I wrcte to L. C.

Long, the head of the ticket nominated on
the 16th of June, encliosing Dr. Johnson's let-
ter und sugges'ing that we wculd d) better
service for the People's party by withdrawing |
from the fleid and thereby prepare the way |
for a reunion of all hones: Populists. I
asked for his views, and suggested that he
should arrange for a meeting of all our can-
didates for an exchange of views. To my
mind we would build the People's party
sironger by withdrawing, and give the fusion
element an opportunity to determine its
strength. We couid do no mere by remaine
ing in the field. Here is Mr. Long’s answer:

‘“Magnolia, Miprn., Oct. 6.—Brother Wes-
enberg, Duluth, Minn.: Yours of the 1st re-
ceived. Dr. J, has bren wriling me the same
kind of letters for the past month; others
have written in the same line. 1 have laid
the matter before Mr. Donne¢lly, but he tels
me that our names go on the ballot next
Saturday, that the names have been secured,
1 have tried every way to have the matier
settled up In some way, so that we would not
be accused of selling out, but it seems im-
passible to do so. 1 feel sure our names wiil
be put on the ticket, no matter how much
we protest. If there is any way to get off
the ticket—or that is, keep off—honorably, I
would be glad to have it done,

—'*L. O.. Long.”

VICTIMS OF DONNELLY.

Just where Mr. Donnelly’s authority comes
in to over-ride the determina‘ion of the nom-
inees themselves, I confess I am at a loss to
understand. ‘‘Our names will be put on the
ticket, no matter how much we protest.”
Well, thet is refreshing to hear. Are we liv-
ing in a free republic, or are we not? And
Mr. long himself says—and not a soul who
knows him, but knows that L. C. Long is
one of the most honorable and earnest and
public spirited men in Minnesota—‘If there
is any way to get off the ;Icket, I wcu'd be

PATIENCE PLAYED OUT.

Human patience could stand no more. On
the first train I left for St. Paul and went

| to the office of the secretary of state to have

my name stricken off the ballot. The secre-
tary declined to do so, claiming I came tco
late, that the ballots were already printed,
ete.

The sample ballot was printed—yes, and
on the same was printed my name ifor sec-
retary of state as ‘‘Mid-road Populist.”
without mj; consent. But the regular ballots
were not printed, as my attorney, Charles
B. Marvin, learned by telephone. The print-
ers were working on the form, but no form
was then in the press.

I filed my resignation, and the secretary
agreed to bring the matter before the at-
torney general the same day. He did  so,
but the attorney general took until the fol-
lowing Monday to decide, that my name could
not be taken off ths ballot. And this, not-
withstanding sec 41 of the General Election
Laws of Minnesota: “In case of the death,
removal or resignation of any candidate,
after printing of such ballots and before such
election, it shall be lawful,”” etc., thus show-
ing that resignations may be effectual even
after the ballots are printed.

Of course I brought the caze befors
supreme ccurt on-the proper affidavit., The
court decided as above. But the court also
made the peint that either Mr. Wesenberg or
his friends had paid the legal fees for gei-
ting his name on the ballot. If Wesenberg
paid the fee he knew that his name was on
the ballot. iIf another did, without the
krowledge or consent of Wesenberg, it was
an offense little short of criminal. And in
that matier we agree with the court—the un-
authorized action by that other, who filed
the petition and paid the fee, was littie short
of. criminal.

MORE UNDERHAND WORK.

My attorney, Mr. Marvin, writes me: “Up-
on the hearing I was met with counter afi-
davits in which among other things appear-
ed that you had written a letter in which
