INDIVIDUALHONORS.
Twenty-four players started in the

medal play round for the individual
championship in the afternoon, but
onlj- eighteen of them turned in cards,
and of these eight qualified for the first
and semi-final rounds at match play to-
morrow with scores of ninety-one and
under. Cornelius Fellows Jr., of Co-
lumbia, headed the list, with 83 strokes,
and J. Stuart, of Princeton, came next
with S7. "Murphy, of Princeton, and. of Yale, had 88 each. Smith, ofYale, was fifth, with 89, and the other
three. Cutting and Choate, of Harvard,
and Dixon, of Columbia, had 91 each.
These eight will p!a_r tomorrow in the
first and semi-Anal rounds, at eighteen
holes, match play, and the two sur-
vivors willdecide the individual cham-
pionship on Saturday by playing twice
over the eighteen-hole course. Follow-
ing are the team scores:

•W'COY TALKS FIGHT.

Insists That Corbett Is to Blaaae for
Preuklug Off of Their Mates.

BOSTON, Oct 26.- "Kid"' McCoy has ar-
rived in this city. A purse of $10,(ik) has
been >. ffered McCoy bo meet Jeffries at San
Francisco, and he says he probably wiil ac-
cept it. lr he does that means that Corbett
acd the "Kid" will not meet until after the
Jeffries bout has been decided. Regarding
Fitssimmops, McCoy said he was willingto
meet him m-xt fall at the earliest. McCoy
will begin preparations this week for his
flght wiih Maher by punching the bag and
doing some rugged boxing with ""Doc" Payne
every day during hia engaement at the Palace
theater. After finishing his engagement hero
he will so to Asbury park, where he will put
on the finishing touches. He is very con-
fident of the outcome of his beat with Maher
and says rhe articles read: '-No bitting in a
clinch, and a ffeer cc break."' That gives McCoy
all the advantage, as Maher's strong point
is in fighting. Tali ing of the Corbett affair,
he denied that hr kicked Corbett. He says
his hands were pinioned, and when Corbett
rushed at him he simply raised his leg and
Corbett ran against his knee. McCoy con-
tinued:
"It nok Fitzsimmons four years to get

Corbett into the ring, and I've fooled away
a year trying to get him to meet me. Two
days after we signed articles Corbett went
to Gray and Insisted on tiie purse being
split. This surprised me after he had In-
sisted when signing that ths winner take
all, while Iwanttd a 75-25 per rnt division
of the purse. He told Gray that he could
not ge. into conditio!;, and if he were de-
feated that would make his second defeat
at the hands of a middle weight, whicii
would end his career, so he wanttd a cer-
tainty. He get $_,500, and w'_':n he returned
from San Franei-co he wanted $2,000 more.
AllI,-yot cut of the fiasco was $5C0."

McCoy thinks that according to the artl-
cels signed by Corbett and Sharkey. Corbeu
should win. He ;.sy.i Fitzsimmons i* a m.re
aggressive and clsverer fighter thin Sharkev,
and it took Fitz fourteen rounds to defeat
Corbett, so the latter has a g. od chance to
stand Sharkey off and jab him enough to get
the decision on point"..

Only John L. Talks Abont ihe Com-

i:;« 1311! and Hfatself.
CHICAGO, Oct. 2.).—That tha John L. Sulli-

van cf tcfey in his dressing rooms at a
local theater i3net the John L. of old Is
ancient history, but th'_ h- is a pleasant
entertainer may b3 news. The former cham-
pion is not aour nor melancholy as might
be supposed after what he has gone through,
lie entertained a coterie of local sporting mcii
last night. The big fellow was in rare humor
and his huge body shook with laughter as
some one wouid strike his humorous side witha iunny gice. Sullivan has some pronounced
views as to the ab-lity of one Jamss J. Cor-
bett. He also holds some views as to what
"Sailor" Sharkev can do in a roped circle
with a five-ounce "mit" on each hand. "What
do Ithink will be the result of the meeting
between Corbett and Sharkey?" mused thepugilist, whose popularity always holds."Well, I'lltell you. You have put the words
almost into my mouth, and you may quote
me as saying that Ithink Sharkey will winsure, unless the Dolice interfere, which may
be very likely. In the first place, Corbett
never was a fighter, he was s'mnly very
lucky. When he defeated me any littla man
could have licked mc with just as much ea^e
as he did. Sharkey is a strong, rugged young
fellow, a. natural fighter and takes excellent
care of himself. This alcne is a great factor
with a pugilist. Iappreciate that fact now,
myself."

"IfIhtd the last twenty years of my life
to live over again how differ- ntly Iwould
go about this world," continued John L. as
he gave his gray mustache a fondling curl.
"Perhaps Ishould not have more money
than now, but Iwould make some suckers
live lower in this world than they ere now.
My motto has always been 'Be a good fel-
low, do right by all, and tell one what you
think about him to his face."

"Well, Malach" (Malachy Hogan), con-
tinued John L., "I'llbe on 'easy street' next
year. Iam going to have a sixteen-acre
farm, not a fifteen or seven. een-aere farm,
but a sixteen-acre one. IIntend getting a
great big arm-chair and lounge and say to
myself. 'Well, John, old boy, you've been a
good fellow and a gcod fighter in your day,
and the latter ain't very much credit; now
you can idle away ycur time and wait for
the summons In ease.' Iintend to have my
own chickens, cows, etc., and intend to feed
them myself, too."

Sullivan was reminiscent last night and
told many an anecdote of his fighting career.
After he defeated Paddy Ryan for the cham-
pionship he was walking 'through the streets
of Bostr.n with his father, who was a little
bit of a man, 5 feet 3 inches tall, when tho
latter met a friend. According to Sullivan,
the following dialogue took place:

"Michael (the name of Sulivan's father)
you ought to be proud of that boy of yours."

'Why ought Ito be proud cf 'im?"
"Well, he is champion of America."
"Tut, tut, me bye," replied Sullivan's par-

ent, "there is many a bye in old Ireland
that, can bate his head off."

"And that was true. Still. Icould flght a
bit in them days, too." ended up the gray-
hair-.d and premature old man.

Sullivan has just passed his fortieth year,
weighs 290 pounds, measures almost fifty-
eight inches around the chest, and 'to ali
appearances is as healthy a3 a newly-coined
silver dollar. Jake Kilrain spars three rounds
with him at the end of each performance of
the company with which the two old-timers
are traveling as stars. Kilrain seems 'to have
kept himself in better trim than his old con-
queror, and seems to possess a little of his
old-time speed in delivery. Sullivan, how-
ever, can hardly move about so stout has hegrown, and at the end of a minute or half-
minute round he is thoroughly fatigued.

M'ILRATHS ARRIVB.

Give Girdled the World Awheel and
Had Many Exciting; Experiences.

NEW YORK, Oct. 27—H. Darwin Mcll-
rath and his wife, of Chicago, arrived here
today from Southampton, England, on tha
American steamship Pennland. The Mcll-
raths started on a wheeling tour on April
10, 1895, from Chicago. Tliey crossed the
Rockies and on June 1arrived in San Fran-
cisco. There they took a steamer for China.
The couple rode through that country and
then proceeded through Japan. Their route
was afterward through Burmah, India, Per-sia, Russia, Austria-Hungary, Germany,
France and Great Britain. The McllrathS
had ridden nearly 10,060 miles when they
boarded the Pennland for New York. They
had some exciting experiences in Asia andIndia, but were not molested by the natives.
They intend to ride from this oity to Chi-cago, and the start will be made In a day
or two, under the auspices of the Century
Road Club of America, of which the couple
are members. Relay riders will accompany
them on their las* thousand miles. Thetrip, it is expected, will take twenty days.Receptions will be given them at Albany
Rochester, Buffalo, Cleveland and otherplaces, and a large body of cyclists will wel-come them home.

A/bout
two weeks ago Mr. Atchison was at-
tacked with fainting? spells and since
that time had been confined at his
home, although his sickness was not.

ning of this week, when he suffered j
a stroke of apoplexy. He continued to j
gTow gradually wor&e until yesterday
afternoon, when he passed away.

Mr. Atchison haa long been identi-
fied with the cattle interests of the
Northwest, and when the Union stock
yard!.? were built he removed from
Chatfleld, his former home, to South
St. Paul and established a branch of ;

time he has continued in the position I
of resident manager.

throughout the entire Northwest. He
leaves a wife and two small children.
