The decision to sue was
arrived at yesterday afternoon by the
Democratic committee, and the right
of the so-called independents to a placa
on the ballot will be tested today irv
special term.

The papers were not tiled yesterday
afternoon and it is understood that
they were served on the county auditor
and others last night. The auditoi
was required to post the ballot until

.day and it was to have gone t&
the printer today, but the Democratic,

committee thought that it would be ot
no use to permit the Fuller crowd to
us.' the name of Democrat when such
use might injure the ticket, and the
suit was decided on.

The convention upon which Fullei
bases his claim for representation fot
his ticket, is alleged to have been held
Oct. 4. The Democratic committee will
Bhow that there was no convention
held, in the eye of the law, which re-
quires that nominations be made by a
delegate convention. It did not trans-
spire for a couple of weeks afterward
that Mr. Fuller had held any sort ot
convention. These are the grounds of

suit. Two years ago the Fuller
ticket received from 600 to 1,000 votes,
and as most of these were the result
of error on the part of men who
thought they were voting the Demo-
cratic ticket, it is thought desirable t<i
have only the straight ticket on the
ballot this time.

CONSOLIDATION IS IN FAVOR

GRAND JURY RKrOMiIEXDS THAT
CITY AND COUUTY BE JOINED

Sheriff Wap;euer-s Maintenance of
the Jail Is Commended Two

More Indictments Returned.

In the final report of the grand jury
made yesterday afternoon just before
the close of court a specific recom-
mendation was made that the legisla-

tive delegation from Ramsey county

be requested to secure fhe passage of
a law that will consolidate the city
and county.

The grand Jury reported on all of
the offices and officers and made no
especial mention of any of the various
departments that was ln the nature
of criticism, except as to the previous
administration of the office of sheriff;
but the general conclusion arrived at
was that it would be a very good
thing for the local governments to be
consolidated. The report was largely
routine and included two indictments,
one against Sid Gadbout. a hackdriver,
accused of grand larceny; the other
against Sadie Cook, charged with hav-
ing stolen $39 from David Dupont.

The report says that the general
condition of the county institutions and
offices is gcod, and particularly com-
mt-nds the state of cleanliness at the
jail

—
in distinction to the report made

by the grand jury which investigated
the conditions immediately after Sher-
iff Chapel went out of offlce. lt says
that the management of the city hos-
pital is excellent, but goes into the case
of Ryan, said to have been forced to
dress out of doors by an attendant,
and recommends the discharge of the
attendant. Itcomments on the crowd-
ed s;ate of the public library and says
that more room should be provided. It
goes into the condition of the police
stations and recommends improve-
ments at most of the stations, including
a practical reconstruction of the tele-
phone system. The proposal made that
Prior avenue station be consolidated
with some of the other stations bringrs
out a protest, and the report says that
the maintenance of the Prior avenue
branch is very important.
Itgoes at some length into the ques-

tion of delinquent taxes and shows that
f"i several years past there has been
very little revenue from this source.
According to the only returns at hand,
it is made apparent that since 1896 the
collections made on this class of taxes
by the sheriff has been less than 6
per cent. Continuing, the report says:

"We have been unable to get returns
on the actual amount collected by
the sheriff prior to 1896. as the amount
of collections was carried away by the
previous incumbent (Sheriff Chapel) as
his personal and private property."
It is made to appear that the county

now has coming from these delinquent
taxes for the past six years approxi-
mately $320,000, and the report says:
"It is a surprising fact that it has

been a general practice to allow these
collections to go by default for po-
litical or other reasons."

The only other material recom-
mendation in the report is that the
county offlcers be required to give
bends with surety companies as se-
curities rather than individuals.

Judge Brill, in receiving the report,
complimented the jury on th£ thor-
oughness of the work done and dis-
charged the Jurors.

Mannheimer'* Old Store on Third
Street, Armory and IMnrket Hull

Will Be Occupied
—

Arranpte-

iiifiits for Feeding; the Men
Have Been Completed— —New Or-
der ns to Southern Camps.

The Fourteenth regiment will arrive
in. this city today and for the next two
weeks it will be quartered i»n the three
buildings allotted to it while awaiting
muster out. Then men will be housed
in the armory, Market hall and the old
Mannheimer building on Third street.
There they will sleep on the floors and
make themselves as comfortable as
hard boards will permit.

Companies F, L and M, of Fergus
Falls, Crookston and Princeton, respec.
tively, will be the first to arrive in
the city.

Company M will arrive on the Great
Northern at "fclO a. m., and L on tha
Northern Pacific five minutes later. As
soon as the men arrive they willmarch
to breakfast. Company L will break,
fast at the Temperance coffee house on
East Fourth street, and Company M
at the New York kitchen, 167 East
Seventh street.

The next to arrive will be Company
D, of Zumvbrota, which will get here on
the Milwaukee at 11:30 a. m. This com.

Ipany will dine at the Temperance cof-
fee house, also.

Company B, of Anoka, and X, of
Long Prairie, will come on the GreatNorthern, arriving at 4:35 p. m.

Companies A, C and G, of Duluth,
will arrive on the Omaha at 5:05 p. m.

waukee betweeJn 6:30 and 8:15 p. m.

Lieut. M. F. Steele, of the Eighth
cavalry, who was attached to Gen.
Wheeler's staff during the war, and
who has been detailed by the war de-
partment to muster out the Four-
teenth regiment, was busy at the army
building yesterday. He was making
the last arrangements for the recep-
tion of the soldiers upon their arrival
and for their maintenance while in the
city.

"The men will sleep on the floors
of the buildings they are to occupy,"
said Lieut. Steele to a reporter for
The Globe, "unless some philan-
thropic citizen of the city provides
cots for them. Each man will receive
a blanket, comforter and pillow and
will have to make himself as much at
heme as he can. The government does
not provide cots for the soldiers. The
government has just issued an order
that is unprecedented ln army an-
nals, It has decided that the tents
in the winter camps in the South be
provided with board floors and cots.
Ihave been fifteen years in the serv-
ice and that is the first time Iever
heard of such a plan. It is contrary
to army discipline as practiced in _the
past. When a cadet goes to West
Point he receives a blanket and ccmi-
forter and he sleeps in a tent with
two others, and thait is his home.

"The regiment will be in this city
at least fifteen days. Every man will
have to pass a physical examination
under doctors of the Twelfth regiment
and then each captain must turn into
the department five copies of his com-
pany muster roll, which must be ac-
curate to the minutest detail. These
muster rolls are the histories of the
companies, and an error may have
bad consequences later. Then the
paymaster must make up his pay rolls
from the muster rolls, and Maj. Tuck-
er tells me he cannot get through
more than one a day. That means
thirteen days. The paymaster must
be careful not to overpay a man, for,
if he makes such an error, he must
stand the loss. Each man is to re-
ceive his full monthly pay, and, in
addition to that, a day's pay and ra-
tions is allowed for every twenty miles
he has had to travel to the rendez-
vous."

The three upper floors of the Mann-
heimer building have been cleared
for the reception of the soldiers. The
building is cut up into small rooms,
which lodked very bare yesterday.

The quarters at the Market house
are also ready for the men.

The armory will accommodate the
two companies assigned there very
well.

SAYS CONROY KEPT IT.
Louis Wallace Sues the Munlelpal

Court Clerk for Cash Ball.
Suit was brought yesterday against

Thomas Conroy, clerk of the municipal
court, by Louis Wallace to recover$500. The case is a peculiar one.

A year ago in September, Robert
WaJlace was arrested cm a charge of
grand larceny. When the case came
on for hearing ln the municipal courtit was continued and bail fixed at$1,000. The cash was deposited by con-
sent of the court, tn lieu of other surety
and was turned over to Clerk Conroy.
The hearing of the case was continued
from time to time until the following
February, when the defendant was dis-
missed from custody.

The complainant alleges that he gave
a thousand dollars in cash to Mr. Con.
Roy and has never been able to get
it back. He was given the sum of$500 and promised the rest. Now he
brings suit.

Clerk Conroy said yesterday after-
noon that he was informed a long time
ago that the complainant had assigned
the sum of $500 to a third party and
was notified not to pay it over until
notified by the assignee. He says that
the money is ready and waiting and
that if the assignee who served notice
on him will rescind that notice he will
pay the money to Mr. Wallace. He
declined to state who the assignee was.

FIFTH WARD IS ON FIRE

ENTHUSIASM Iff THAT SECTION IS
PINING FOH' A POLLING PLACE

HouNlnff Meeting? at St. Francln'
Hall la*. MKhi, Where ax Maw-

cot Waa Adopted.

Horace Bigelow's yellow dog wander-
ed into a meeting of the Fifth Ward
Democratic association last night and
was promptly adopted as a mascot.

The meeting was held ln St. Francis'
hall, at Warsaw and James street, and
was the most largely attended meet-
ing that has been held in the ward since
the opening of the campaign. St. Fraif-
cis' hall is a large one, but every seat
was occupied, and many persons were
obliged to stand during the speaking,
and though the list of speakers was
long the auditors remained throughout
and until nearly midnight.

Deputy Sheriff J. H.t Jansen, presi-
dent of the association, presided, and
in his introductory remarks he urged
the Democrats of the ward to stand
firmly for John Lind and the rest of
the ticket election day. He called at-
tention to the fact that today is the
last day for registration and that those
who fail to register cannot vote.

Philip Martin delivered a stirring
speech and was followed by Herman
Oppenheim, candidate for county attor-
ney.

Mat Bantz delivered two speeches,
one in English and one in German, and
evoked frequent and hearty applause
by his eloquence in behalf of the Demo-
cratic state ticket and the county can-
didates.

A rattling speech was delivered by
John Cavanagh, candidate for judge of
probate.

"The Democratic party," he said, "is
good enough to believe that its nom-
inees are superior in every way to the
nominees of the Republican party.

Horace Bigelow's yellow dog."

The sally was greeted with laughter,
ar.d President Jansen said the dog
should be adopted as a mascot.

"Mr. Bigelow," continued Mr. Mc-
Dermott, "is at least indiscreet to make
a remark that he would rather vote
for a yellow dog than a Democrat, to
residents of his ward. Ifhe is indis-
creet, he has no title to the place he
seeks. We cannot afford to vote for
Bigelow when we have such a candi-
date as Mr. Oppenheim.

"But the- Republicans are entitled to
credit for thecomm's.ary department,
which was in the hands of Secretary
Alger. Alger, contributed $200,000 to
McKiniey's campaign fund, and it was
necessary for McKinley to pay the
debt. President Cleveland described
McKinley as a mortgaged man. a
man cannot do right when mortgaged
to Hanna, for Hanna will not let him
do right. McKinley peddled out offices
to poliliciaans and the result is told by
every soldier who returns from the
war.

"Every citizen felt a pride in that
war. The soul cf every Democrat
burned with as much patriotism as
that of any Republican."

Mr. Ives discussed state issues and
paid his respects to Bank Examiner
Kenyon, who, he said, was appointed
to the office in order that he might
eat up the fat salary attached to it.
He cited the Minnesota Savings bank
as an instance of Kenyon's worthless-
ness as a bank examiner, as he per-
mitted it to fail for $300,000 without I
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giving a warning to its depositors of
Its broken condition.

"It is time," he said, "these wrongs
are righted, and the Democratic can-
didates, if elected, will do It."
