duction of the highly paid officials."
It is known as chapter 301, of the laws
of 1895. Its title says that it is de-
signed to reduce the salaries of county
officials, and it was drawn to apply ta
counties of not less than 100,000 nor
more than 180,000 of population

—
in

other words, to Ramsey county.

That alleged law has been before tha
district court of this district at least
a half dozen times, and before the su«
preme court not less tham four times
It Is due to come before both courts
as many times more unless its mis-
happen features are erased from the
statute books of the state this session
of the legislature. Itpretended to put
the county officers on a salary basis.
Pour thousand dollars was the salary
rate pretended to be adopted in that
act. But it was a mere pretense. It
went a bit further than the effort to
fix the salaries of county officers. It
said just how many deputies and as.
sistants should be hired in each offlce.
and told that their ag-gregate salaries
should not be less nor more than a
certain sum. On its face, and to tha
uninitiated mind, that alleged law was
a fair effort to fulfill the promise of
that Republican platform. But what
was it in fact, and what was it de-
signed to accomplish? Itwas a fraud,
pure and simple, and it was designed
to humbug the people and to let the
offlcers of the G. O. P. go scot free
from all interference. It was anothei.
and less notorious way of doing what
was accomplished when the original
salary law was repealed two years be-
fore hy the corruption fund, which wasgotten up and expended by a third
Republican county official, side-partner

WILL WAIT ON MR. SHEPARD

ELBVEJITH "WARDERS WANT TO
KNOW WHERE HE STANDS

Property Owners ln the Vicinity of
Randolph Street Decide to Fight

for Street Car Service-

Residents of the Fifth and Eleventh
wards gathered en masse in Kelntz's
'hall, Randolph street, last evening, and
speedily formed themselves into an
organization, to be known as the Citi-
zens' Club cf the Fifth, Eighth and
Eleventh wards. They elected W. S.
Thorp president and Geo. Hunt sec-
retary.

The direct object of this club, which
will meet every two weeks, is to de-
vise ways and means of teitoring- the
old-time stieet railway service on Ran-
dolph street. This side line, which
ceased to operate about six months
ago, had for five years previously been
a. boon and blessing to the residents
of Randolph, Juneau, Armstrong-,
James and Palace streets. Since the
company suddenly decided to step giv-
ing that section of the city transporta-
tion facilities, the people there have
been justly indignant, and their annoy-
ance has now reaclhed that stage when
they are resolved to revive the car
service or know the reason why.

A.ld. Reeves, of the Fifth ward, at
the lasi!: meeting of the council, intro-
duced a resolution, providing for "the
operation of horse passenger railway
car*?" on Randolph street. The Citi-
zens' club, at last night's session, pass-
ed a motion addressed to Aid. Reeves
and Aid. Shepard, of the Eleventh
ward, asking these gentlemen to use
their best efforts to secure the passage
of this resolution.

The Citizens' club believes that Its
mt-mbers have paid out enough money
by this time to insure ample car serv-
ice on Randolph street.
Itwas hinted at last night's meeting,

that Aid. Shepard is opposed to grant-
ing the prayer of his constituents in
the matter of the car line. The alder-
man willbe waited upon immediately
by a committee from the Citizens' club,
who willurge him to ass st Aid. Reeves
in his endeavors to have the service
reinstated. The committee to wait on
the two aldermen, is composed of
Messrs. C. Koeniig, "W. Wessinger, L.
Winters and J. P. Miller.

Attorney S. H. Howell has been re-
tained by the Citizens' club to look
after their interests In the oouncil,
when the resolution of Aid. Reeves
anent a new horse car service for
Randolph street comes up for discus-
sion. Itmay be added that the peti-
tioners do not really expect to get horse
car accommodation. They are simply
asking for this because they cannot
legally demand an electric line. But
they are quite certain the city railway
company willprefer the lesser expense
"of an electric car service, when their
request for down town transportation
has been allowed.

Judge Bunn's brief administration of the
judicial office, to which he was appointed by
Gov. Clough, has been such as to win for
him the encomiums of the best lawyers at the
bar and the personal good willand admiration
of all who have been brought in contact with
the machinery of public justice.
