PRIDE OF THE EASTERNERS

IIEATEN H\ THE WESTERN
HARD HITTER

OSCAR GARDNER THE VICTOR

Has a Record as bona ns a War

Story, hut in Summy Kelly He

Faced His First Top-Xolcber in

His Own (lass It Was Another
Case of a Fighter Renting a
Boxer.

NEW YORK, Oot. 28.—Oscar Gard-
ner, the "Omaha Kid," knocked out
Sammy Kelly, of this city, in the four-
tti-nth round of what was to have been
a twenty-flve-round fight at 116 pounds,
before the Lenox Athletic club tonight.
Gardner proved himself to be Kelly's
superior in hard hitting and bull-dog
tenacity. Kelly undoubtedly was the
better ring general, but it was a case
Of boxer against fighter, and the fight-
er won. Gardner left himself wide
open and drew Kelly's leads, only to
counter them with jabs, chop blows
and right swings, which p'rr/td havoc
with Kelly's usual natty appearance.
"When Kelly was taken to his corner,
after being conquered, he complained
ofhis left side and said that he thought
some of his ribs had been broken in
the third round.

There was only one preliminary bout,
the contestants being "Zip" Morrison,
of Cincinnati, and Bob Dwyer, of this
city. They met at 160 pounds and
fought ten rounds to a draw.

Gardner and Kelly weighed in this
afternoon, and neither turned the scales
at the allotted-- weight, 116 pounds.
Gardner was the first to enter the
arena. He had with him as seconds
Louis Greene, Julius Mack, Harry
Fisher and High Arnod. When Kelly
reached tiie ring side there was a rip-
ple of applause. The New Yorker's
seconds were Larry Barnes, Paddy
Moran, Frank Peabody and Jim Mc-
Cauley.

KELLY IS SURPRISED.
Round One

—
Kelly was first to lead, but

missed with his left, and Gardner countered
him with the right on the ja,w. The "Kid"
forced Kelly into a neutral corner and ad-
ministered lefts and rigits on chi-st and jaw.
They then worked into Gardner's corner,
where, as a result of a mix-up. both went
down, Kelly seemingly ha.i.ig the worst of
the encounter.

Round Two
—

Kelly led and landed a rattling
]eft on the jaw. following itup with a tattoo
or rights on the body. Gardner met every
lead with a left hcok and a right swing,
which cut considerable ice. They were fight-
ing fast at the bell. Kelly struck a blow on
the face two seconds after the gong sounded.

Round Three— Gardner led oft with a left
swing on the neck and kept after his man.
each fighting fiercely at close quarters unttl
crdercd to desist. Kelly kept breaking ground,
but meanwhile getting in leads, to which
Gardner replied with left hooks and right
swings.

Kelly was continually on the
move, with Gardner after him, but Oscar
wassent back with a hard straight left on the
face from Kelly.

He was groggy when he r.A
up, and Gardner swung right and left for the
head, sending Kelly to the floor, where he
rolled over on his back, and was unable to
get up until the referee had counted off ten
seconds.

Ibelieve that I
have gained the knowledge i.e:essary to tha
suoc. ssful employment of such tactics in a
ring contest, and Ithink that all mv admir-
ers will ag;. c with me wbefl Ispar with
Corbett next mouth.
"Iclaim people will say Iam a new Shar-

key. My methods heretofore were the s?.m°
as those used by John L. Sullivan. Itook
old Sully as my model when Ibegaji my
pugilistic career, and, although Ihave al-
ways come out winner, 1 have been de-
nounced as a ioul and unscrupulous fighter.
In view of my reputation a^ a foul fighter,
it is strange that Iwas never disqualified
in a contest, and when you eonsid r that I
have fought undpr so many different referees
and got tin1 money, Imust have fought pret-
ty near up to the standard cf propriety.
However. Iam convinced that the Sullivan
style of boxing is no longer popular, and that
the man who employs it leaves himself cpen
to criticism.

"No man who hopes to become champion
can afford to jeopardize his standing with
ring patron bys using unpopular tactics. It's
th»3 old story of when you are ln Rome, etc.
In other words, ifyou wirtit to be champion
pugilist of the world you must flght like
the other fellows.

"Since joining 4brces with Tom O'Rourke

Ihavo learned considerable ab ut up-to-
date fighting tactics. 1 have practiced tbem
all, and now frei that. Ie^n use th.m a?
good as any other fellow. Whether Ican
or not, my flght with Corbet will deter-
mine. Ithink lt will be decided in my favor,
and within the next clghti en months Ih pa
to hold the world's heavyweight cUmpoa-
\u25a0hip.

"The reason of my unpopularity, whleh,
by the way, developed in EJ|j__g Francisco, wa.
due to my defeat of California bred bnxors
and favorites.

NEWS OF RAILROADS
GOYEUNMI'.VI' SOLICITOR DISCUSS-

ES JOI.\ TRAFFIC ASSOCIA-
TION DECISION

EFFECT IS FAR-REACHING

Ultimate Results Cannot Now ne
Foreseen Gratifying to Uelieve
That Sentiments ot the People
Against Injurious Monopolies

Can Find Legitimate Expression

Through the Laws.

Washington, Oct. 28.
—

Solicitor
General J. K. Richards, who had i
charge of the governments' side of the j
Joint Traffics association aces before the I
Uuited States supreme court, and |
whose brilliant argument, occupying ,
two days, has been the subject of much
favorable comment by members of the j
supreme court bench and bar, was I
questioned today, after he had had an
opportunity to read its full text, as to !
the effect of last Monday's decision on i
the railroad interests of the country. '\u25a0
Mr. Richards said:

"Tho Sherman anti-trust act declare-,
illegal 'every contract combination in the
form of trust or otherwise, or conspiracy, in
restraint of trade or commerce, among the
several states.' The joint traffic case clinch-es the decision in the trans-Missouri, cas^, I
holding that the law applies to railroads, andprohibits all aggreements in restraint of in- i
terstate trade and commerce, whether therestraint be rensonable or unreasonable; ln
addition it hold 3 explicitly that the law is
constitutional when thus applied, even to
reasonable agreements in restraint of trade.

"The constitutionality of the act was not
raised in the trans-Missrourl case, but inflftejoint traffic. Mr. Philps directed bis erijire
argument to this point, urging that congress
could not declare illegal and prohibit raason-
able contracts. The freedom of contract
guaranteed by the constitution forbade it, he
insisted. Thp answer of the court to this
was that railroads enjoy public frarchisss,
they perform public services, and when en-
gaged in interstate commerce, are subjects
to the regulation of congress.

"What the ultimate result of the decision
Will be, it is impossible to say. Cases which j
establish Important piinciples usually affect
not simply courts, but legislatures, in a way !
one cannot foresee. It i.s gratifying to be- |
lieve that the sentiment cf the people against |
injurious monopoli. s can find legitimate ex- j
presslon through laws passed by their rcpre- !
sentatlves as enforced by the court. I
know ir bas be< n and Is insisted that compe- !
tition destroys rates, and railroads too, but
nevertheless there i* a settled sentiment
among the people against railroad monopo-
lies and in favor of unrestrained competition.
Most cf the states, some ln their constitution's !
and some in their laws, have prohibited the j
consolidation of competing lines. Congress \
in the interstate commerce commission act I
prohibited pooling, wiiich is simply one mode j
of preventing competition.

"There are men cf thought who Insist that
regulation should supplant competition, but I

ople do not think so yet. In fact com- j
petition is the recognized underlying basis j
of social and industrial and political life in

'
this country. Competition goes along with ;
freedom, with Independent action. The coun- j
try was founded on the principles of liberty
and equality. Its imnders sought to ss-
curo to every citizen .an equal chance under
the law

—
a fair show in the race of life.

Under this decision it is left to open com-
petition to secure reasonableness in rates. It
is true, the common law requires that rates
shall be reasonable. So does the interstate
commerce law, but this is a mere declara-
tion, and there is no adequate remedy to en-
force the barren right. Congress iias not
given the interstate commerce commission
power over rates. It has relied upon com-
petition to keep them fair. Whether congress
will see fit to take the railroads out cf the
operation of the natural law of trade and
for independent competition substitute gov-
ernmental regulation remains to be seen."

HAS DONE MUCH GOOD.

13. S. Gray Thinks Something Will
Replace Joint Traffic Association.
COLUMBUS, 0., Oct. 28.—D. S. Gray,

member of the board of managers of
the Joint Traffic association, returned
from New York today and expressed

the opinion that, while under the de-
cision of the supreme court the or-
ganization would have to be dissolved,
something to take the place would
doubtless in time be considered neces-
sary. A central body governing the
Trunk Line ar.d Central Freight as-
sociations in an advisory capacity may
be formed, or the two associations may
operate alone, as heretofore. After

AGREE AS GEWTLEMEX.

Kotv Railroad Men Would Evade
the Anti-Pooling. Decision.

opinion that in future "gen-

tlemen's agreements" will be made,
which will require railway companies
to live up to verbal agreements, plac-
ing them upon their honor.

"A 'gentlemen's agreement,'
"

said a
railway official yesterday, "willbe more
binding than any that ever was put
on paper. It will put every member
of an association on his mettle. Ithink
it will result in a more steady main-
tenance of rates than we have had in
years. A system of discipline will be
adopted. It will be agreed that any
agent detected cutting rates shall be
discharged from his position, and he
will be blacklisted all his life. That
will be an effective way to stop rate
cutting."

The legal representatives of the rail-
ways are waiting for copies of the su-
preme court's decision that they may
intelligently discus its effect on other
associations.

SHORT OF STOCK CARS.

Northern Pacific Will Have a Large

Number Ilullt.

There is a live stock car famine on
the Northern Pacific railway this fall.
The company cannot get enough cars
to transport the horses, cattle, sheep,
lambs and ewes that are waiting to
be shipped to market. The sMjmients
this fall are far ahead of tnosfe of
last year. This is due to favorable
drainage conditions and good market
prices.

In order that there may be no such
Pacific will build a large number of
new stock cars, which will be ready
next September.

FREIGHT RATES TANGLED.
