WASHINGTON, Oct. 29—The attack
made by William Astor Chanler, Dem-
ccratic candidate for congress in the

‘ " Fourteenth New York district, on Ab-
per McKinley, the president's brother,
in a public speech, has been the sub-

< ject of much comment among the poli-
tieians of both parties in Washington.

Mr. Chanler is a man of wealth and

position and is responsible for his ut-
terances.

While addressing a meeting in his
district, he charged that Abner
Kinley had made a pile of money dur-
ing the war by acting as attorney for
a number of clothing firms which had
obtained contracts from the secretary
of war for supplying uniforms for the
soldiers in the field.

Mr. Chanler went on to say that in
many cases the clothing thus supplied
was made of cheap and worthless ma-
ierial which fell to pileces when ex-
posed to the rain. - He insisted that it
would be the duty of the next congress
to_investigate the methods by which
thl ) sontracts were awarded, and that
| the “investigation ought to be in the

.! hands of a Democratic committee.

4 It has been a matter of common

knowledge in this city for more than

a year that Abner McKinley was doing

a paying business by acting as attor-

ney for claimants and contractors in

the various departments. He was for-
merly an attorney at Canton, O., but

— -soon after the election of his brother

Willlam tc the presidency he removed

to New York, where he opened a law
office in Wall street. About the time
that President McKinley took hold of
the helm of state Abner McKinley

. came over to-Washington and estab-

lished himself at the Ebbitt house.

MADE MONEY.

He remained in Washington during
the extra session of congress in the
spring of 1897 and returned here again
last fall. He was in Washington al-
most continuously from the time con-
gress assembled last December until
the peace protocol with Spain was
signed. During the winter he had. a
good deal of business in the Interior
department. In one mining case from
Colorado he received a fee of $20,000,
and he also collected another princely

fee. for looking after the interests of
| & wealthy ranchman in New Mexico.

! ‘When the trouble with Spain began,
! Abner McKinley transferred his atten-
\ tion to the war department, and it was

a matter of common talk that he ap-

peared as attorney for most of the suc-

cessful contractors. Some time in May
o last he was said to be interested in
having awarded to a New York firm

‘ a contract for supplying clothing to
] the amount of about $50,000. It turned
{ out afterward that a responsible Phil-

adelphia firm had submitted a bid $10,-

000 less than that of the New York

manufacturers.

The Philadelphia concern threatened
to make trouble, but was finally silenc-
ed with the promise that it should
havé a good contract for supplying
clothing as socn as another award
-was made. The promise was kept and
the Philadelphia dealers secured an
award at even better figures than had

‘ been obtained by their New York ri-

! wvals. This methed of paying ‘“hush
money” prevented the exposure of a
| gigantic scandal.

BAIT FOR HENCHMEN.

A story vw&s sent out from this city
to all the Republican newspapers in
the country to the effect that Presi-
dent McKinley intends immediately af-
ter the election te exempt about 6,000
places from the classified service. This
story did not have its origin in the
White house, but in the Republican
campaign headauarters in the Nor-
mandie hotel.

This is a tre-
mendous slump from the 150,000 pre-
dicted by the Roosevelt men when
their faverite was nominated at Sara-
toga. Even on Thursday they were
counting on only 50,000 Today there
was a drop of 10,000 and all these
guesses are made on a proposition that
Greater New York will give Van Wyck
less than 50,000.

The Republican managers also claim
the legislature by a small majority,
but give no figures.

There was little betting in the up-
town resorts today. Bell & Co. placed
$7,500 even agalnst Rooscvelt money
furnished by Alfred K. Cordova in Wall
street. L. L. Benedict had $10,000 to
bet on Van Wyck even and disposed of
it all in a few moments.

the Republicans belonging to the
Barnes faction will work and vote
against Mr. Johnson, the Republican
nominee. If the Barnes men do vote
against Johnson this will surely de-
feat him.

SCOFIELD SLUMP.

Kansas Election Tangle.

TOPEKA, Kan., Oct. 20.—The members of
the First battalion of the Twenty-second Kan-
sas regiment, en route from San Francisco for
Manila, carry ballots with them and will
vo‘e on Kansas officers about midway be-
tween Honolulu and Manila.

These 600 men live in Western Kansas,
where members of the legislature are usual-
ly elected by less than twenty-five majority.
Both state committees admit that ful{y
twenty-five members of the house In sparse-
ly settled western counties will be chosen
or defeated by this mid-ocean vote. What
worries them is the possibility of a dela
in receiving the returns here until Feb. l’r
one month after the legislature meets.

With a very close vote on state officers, as
iz now predicted, still greater complications
confront them.

— (Speclal.)—A
grand Democratic mass meeting will be held
at the opera house in this city next Wednes-
day evening when addresses will be delivered
by Hon. John Lind, Judge J. W. Willis and

it will be the largest political gathering held
here for several years, and many residents
of Stillwater are glad of this opportunity to
hear Mr. Lind.

PRIME CAUSE OF THE
TROUBLE

EMPEROR'S PALESTINE TRIP

Russia Regards It asx an Attempt
to Danmage Her Interests in Tur-
key—Russian Minister for For-

BERLIN, Oct. 29.—The official rela-
tions between Germany and Russia
have been ruffied recently. This fact,
although denied by the government or-
gans, was obtained from a person in
high authority, and one of the most
striking proofs of the accuracy of the
statement is that Count Muravieff, the
Russian minister of foreign affairs, has
just visited Paris eod Vienna, but
ignored Berlin. The government news-
papers remarked this, and have com-
mented upon the omission. Other sig-
nificant facts are the almost outspoken
hostile tone of the entire Russian press,
in which rapprochement between Ger-
many and Great Britain is declared an
underhand plot against Russia, which
the latter {8 justified in resenting on ac-
count of her friendliness towards Ger-
many in China and the recent tariff
negotiations. Moreover, the visit of
Emperor Willlam to the Orient is char-
acterized as an impudent attemnt to
unsettle Russian influence in Turkey,
. and the position of the Orthodox church
in Palestine. The Russian clerical au-
thorities fear German Protestant rule
In Jerusalem, where the Orthodox pil-
grims are ten times more numerous
than those of all the other creeds to-
gether. It is said that Russia, in order
| to counteract the Anzlo-German agree-
ment, has come to a closer agreement
with Austria, by which those two coun-
tries and France will jointly oppese the
increasing influence of Germany in the
Orient, and will in no case permit Turk-
ish cessions to Germany. The bulk
of the German newspapers express the
opinion that Emperor William’s trip
will yield little tangible good, but will
create much jealousy upon the part of
the interested powers, who will en-
| deavor to destroy any German projects
| In Asia Minor.
| The German comic papers are also
| poking fun at the emperor and his new
crusade, leading In some cases to pro-
. secutions on the charge of lese majeste.
The police confiscated the last number
| of Simplicissimus owing to its ppblica-
tion of a poem entitled “In the Holy
Land,” ironically congratulating Pales-
tine upon receivine such august visit-
ors, and saying that Golgotha will be
able to boast not only of hearing the
last words of Christ, but the present
words of Emperor William.

SULTAN’'S GENEROSITY.

The German newspaper correspond-
ents with Emperor Willlam highly
praised the lavish hospitality of the
Sultan of Turkey, which, however, has
created intense dissatisfaction among
the Turks. Placards have been posted
on the mosoue and in the streets of
Stamboul, denouncing the extraordi-
nary sums spent on the emperor, which
money, It is further pointed out, comes
out of the Mohammedan pocket. It.is
said the sultan offered to present Em-
peror William on the ocecasion of the
latter’s arrival at Jerusalem with the
famous ‘“Chamber of the Last Supper,”
but that the German emperor thanked
the sultan and declined the proposal.
The building also contains Turkish re-
ligious relles. The emperor, it is fur-
ther sald, will accept some other valu-
able present instead. Another report
says the sultan insisted upon bearing
the entire expenses of the emperor’s
tour out of his own private purse. The
German newspapers, in asking for a de-
nial of this report, declare that while
the emperor was at Constantinople he
had, for reasons of policy, to be the
sultan’s guest. But, they add, as soon
as his majesty set foot on the Holy
Land as a Christian pilgrim, there was
no longer anything in common between
him and the sultan, and he could not be
the latter’s guest.

It appears that the progress of the
emperor and empress through Palestine
has been very fatiguing, especially to
the empress. There has been plenty
of color and picturesque tableaux, but
the heat has been intense. Thursday
was an especially trying day, and the
terrible march lasted thirteen hours.
The Turkish cavalry escort lost four
horses. Their imperial majesties have
been receiving addresses from the Ger-
man colonies at each town theyv have
visited. Replying to the Germans at
Sarona, the emperor sald he was pleas-
ed to see that the good relations he
had maintained with the sultan and
the Ottoman empire had benefitted
his German subjects in the East gen-
erally. Continuing the emperor re-
marked that the more the Germans
in the East clung to their native coun-
try, the more would they constitute
a clivilizing and useful influence in the
Turkish empire, and it was in recogni-
tion of this fact that the sultan had
extended his benevolent protection to
the German residents. .

WHERE JOSHUA FOUGHT.

The march of the imperial party
from Bahr-el-Wady to Jerusalem was
especially interesting, as the route fol-
lowed the famous walley of Ajalon,
where Joshua defeated the five kings
of the Ammonites. Their majesties
also saw the cave of Makkedah, where
they hid after the battle. 8o the trav-
elers passed the spot Labron, where
Dimas, the penitent thief, was born.

The French crisis is anxiously watch-
ed in Germany. In the Fashoda ques-
tion the n government as well
as the German newspapers distinctly
side with Great Britain, as British
domirion over the Soudan is held to
be in every respect for German inter-
ests, especially from a commercial
standpoint. The German foreign office
and Prince Hohenlohe, the imperial
chancellor, have recelved several me-
merials from the German chambers of
ccmmerce, including that of Cologne,
calling attention to this fact and urg-
ing German support of Great Britain.

There has been considerable excite~
ment in Berlin owing to the plague
news from Vienna and the govern-
ment deemed it necessary to allay pub-
lic arxiety by announcing that no ex-
periments, similiar to those which led
to the outhreak at Vienna, had been

ermitted in the Berlin laboratory.

angerous experiments, in spite of this
announcement,are known to have been,
and are still being, carried on at a
number of laboratories, and private

'searches for germs of Asiatic cholera
are being carried on at a number of
.private laboratories like Prof. Virchow,
Leyden, Kerch and others, and the
Cologne Gazette urges the government
to take measures to prevent infection
by requiring an official permit for such
experiments, which, it is claimed,
should be restrained to specially isolat-
ed buildings.

The big canal bill, to which Emperor
William has publicly referred, is not
ready for Introduction into the diet,
during the coming season. It provides
for the expenditure of 400,000,000 marks
—192,000,000 marks for the Midland
canal, 68,000,000 marks for the Dort-
mund-Rhine canal, 50,000,000 marks for
watersheds, etc., in the Oder districts:
40,000,000 marks for the Berlin-Stettin
canal; 40,000,000 marks for the Masovian
canal, and 20,000,000 marks for the im-
provement of the Wesser river. When
the scheme is perfected the main
waterways of Prussia will be connect-
ed from the eastern extremity of the
empire with the waters of the German
empire.

Herr Mn.ﬂmuh.niianhn. editor and

publisher of Die Zukunft, is to be
placed on trial on Monday, Five
charges of lese majeste have been
brought against him. The four articles
particularly resented are “Pudei Majes-
tal,”” in which he compares the em-
peror to a poodle prince; “An den
kaiser,” in which he persenally ad-
dressed the emperor, complaining of
being charged with Jlese majeste for
writing the first article; “Der Wahres
heit rachs,” written anonymeéusly and
“Grossvatters heur,” in which the Bis-
marcks are introduced. Harden's con-
viction is regarded as certain, He is
liable to imprisonment to terms rang-
ing from six months to five years. The
circulation of Die Zukunft since the
prosecutions has Increased .threefold,
reaching a quarter of a million.

The German naval department, act-
ing upon special reports from the naval
attachee at Washington, and others,
has resolved to discard the use on board
German warships of guns of tha
largest calibre. The largest used up to
the present has been of 111 inches.
Henceforth 93 inches will be the high-
est calibre constructed.

The United States ambassador, Mr,
Andrew D. White, {8 leaving Berlin on
two months leave of absence. He is
going to the north of Italy and to the
French Riviera.

INFECTION IS FEARED

DEATH OF COL. WARING, FROM
YELLOW FEVER, CAUSES ALARM

His Fellow Passengers on
Steamship Were Exposed to

the Disease.

the

NEW YORK, Oct. 29.—Col. G. E.
Waring Jr., dled of yellow fever today
at his home in this city, where he had
been since he arrived from Havana on
the Yucatan on Tuesday last. He was
sixty-seven years of age. »

Dr. Blauvelt, who had been attend-
ing Col. Waring during his illness, was
summoned to the house at 1 o’clock
this morning. He found that Col. War-
ing had been attacked with the black
vomit. This symptom continued all
morning without cessation. Everything
possible was done for the dying man,
but he only lived until 7:45. :

President Murphy, of the board of
health, was informed of the ‘death of
Col. Waring within five minutes after
it occurred. Dr. Roberts, the sanitary
guperintendent, was ordeged;“no have
the body placed in a hermetically sealed
casket immediately. Mr. Murphy also
gave orders, that every precaution
should be taken to prevent the spread
of the disease. He said that extragrdi-
nary precautions -would: be taken to
thig end. b 5

Three hours after the death of Col.
Waring, his body, enclosed in a me-
tallic casket, was taken from the
apartment he had occupied to the dock
at the foot of One Hundred and Fifty-
eighth street, where the quarantine
boat, Gov. Flower, was In _walting.
The -body was placed on board and
taken to Swinburne 1island. It was
there placed in a retort, and Dr. Doty
himself started the fire which cremated
the remains. As soon as the body had
been removed from the house, the
apartments of the Warings were fumi-
gated and disinfected.

Every precaution is being taken to
guard against the spread of the dis-
ease, but the most serious feature of
the case is the fact that twenty-seven
of Col. Waring’s fellow passengerg on
the steamship Yucatan, who arrived
from Havana with him on Tuesday,
are scattered throughout the country.
The fever must have developed in Col.
Waring on the voyage, and during that
voyage his fellow passengers were sub-
Jected to the contaglous disease.

Col. Warlng was a native of New
York state, and much of his earlier life
was spent In the study and practice
of scientific agriculture. He was for
some time in ocharge of Horace Gree-
ly's farm, et Chappaqua, N. Y. In
1867 he was appointed agricultural and
drainage engineer of Central park, this
city. He entered the army in 1862, as
a major, in the Garibaldi reserves, but
was transferred to the army of the
Southwest, where he helped consoli-
date the Fremont and the Benton re-
serves into the Fourth Missouri cav-
alry, of which he became colonel. Dur-
ing the yellow fever epidemic of 1878
in Memphis, Col. Waring devised the
system of sewerage In vogue there
now, which has since been adopted in
n’:talny other American and European
citles.

Waring today, Secretary Alger sent the
tolldl!owlng telegram of condolence to the
widow:

GOLD BRICK GAME

TWO ENGLISHMEN NEARLY
CAUGHT BY AN ARTIST IN
HIS LINE

CASH COMING. BY CABLE

By Accident the Police Were Able
to Interfere at the Last Moment
and Save the Young Men Their
Cash——Mr. Martin, the Man Who
Worked the Clever Deal, Now in
Jail,

NEW YORK, Oct. 29.—Two younsg
Englishmen, of wealthy families, ara
thanking Capt. MeClusky and their
lucky stars, for they came perilously
near buying a gold brick. The prectous
bar was to have been turned over tc

them at the Windsor hotel for the con-
sideration of £2,0000 They came over
here in response to urgent messages
Robert Martin, alias Roe,
alias Norton, who is a person of pleas-
ing face and polished exterior, like the
commodity which he sells.

Owing to the opportune interference
of Capt. McClusky, chief of the detec-
tive bureau, and of a lawyer, the brick
is. still on the market, and Mr. Martin
ifs a prisoner at police headquarters.

It is not the brick which is so re-
markable, for it was the same 014
brazen cheat, but the manner of the
transmutation takes away the breath
of the young Emglishmen when they
talk about it. They were under the
spell of Mr. Martin for several months,
and it is only by carefully reviewing
the various steps that they realize how
they were induced to come over the
ocean on their quest for gold. Mr.
Martin, who has been engaged in mod-
ern alchemy for years, views the mat-
ter in an entirely philosophical light

The young men are J. Algernon
Wood, of No. 6 Ragl'an road, Belvidere.
Kent, Frrgland, and Reginald Baiss, of
the Maro-, Belvidere, Kent, England.
Mr. Masiiin was formerly of cell No.
8, Tier 3, Sing Sing, N. Y.

Mr. Wood early last July received a
letter at his English home, addressed
to his father, Maj. Alexander Wood,
of No. 19 Great Winchester street, Lion-
don, E. C., who had died only a few
weeks before. The envelope was post-
marked Astoria, Oregon, U. 8. A, Mr.
Wood as one of the executors of his
father’s estate, opened the letter, which
read as follows: :

Dear Major: I arrived here this mornln§
from the mines in British Columbia, where
left our mutual friend, who is very we!l and
prosperous. He requested me to communicate
with you on the first opportunity, as you
would doubtless be anxious to hear from him,
He intended coming on himaelf this winter,
but has been fetching water to his arrasta
(an instrument used in mining), which is
nearly “A. W., No. 1,”” and which is named
after you. He feels his success and present
position are entirely due to your kindness
and pecuniary assistance. He is, to my mind,
a noble man, and his gratitude to you speaks
louder than words. -

Our claim is situated on the headwateys
of the Peace river, the mine adjoining. e
walls are of granite and porphyry and the
ore is free milling. Last season we cleaned
up nearly £40,000 worth of gold, nearly all
of which he is sending out by me, You are
to take this to the don bank or mint
and realize. Half of this is yours to do with
as you please. The other half you are to re-
turn to me, that I may forward it to my sis-
ter.
I myself am coming out in order to try
and persuade my brother,who lives in France,
to return to the mines with me, as I fes]
this is the opportunity of his life. We have
deferred recording our claims cr mining cer-
tiflcates until we have claimed as much of
the lands around as the laws of British Col-
umbia will permit.

He wishes you to send back with me some
trustworthy representative to look after your 4
interests, but in selecting him caution him
about the importance of koeplng the matter
secret for thé preeent, as we have not yet
registered our claims,,

*1 am going through the Colorade distriet
to examine the mille, as I intend to take oae
back with me. Kindly write me to Colorado
Springs, Col., where I have arranged to re-
celve my mail. Let me know the place of
apopintment where I can meet your repre-
sentative. After securing more rfect ma-
chinery we can get four times more gold out

the mines than with the old-fase{ﬂoned im-

plements now being used. Sincerely yours,
—Bdward Martin.

“When I read the letter,” said Mr.
Wood to Capt. cClusky, “I was
dmnfourded, byt &roc?nected that my
father had a friend whom he once had
essleted, and I thought that it must
be all right, and in response to the let-
fer I cabled this message to the un-
known Mr. Martin: 5

“ Maj. Wood's son will meet you iIn
London.’

“In answer to this message I receiv-
ed the following repl{q:’

“ “Will meet you in New York.'

“T replied, having oconsulte
friends: e

two weeks ago. He found a telegram
awaiting him signed by Mr. Martin
which requested him to meet his fath-
er’'s “partner” at the Temperance hotel
at Niagara Falls. Mr. Martin was not
urnmindful that it is not much of a
journey from Niagara Falls into Cana-
da. Mr. Wood, after solemn thought,
went to Niagara Falls and found his
way to the gign of the ice water
pitcher.

He found Mr. Martin a truly delight-
ful person—a middle aged man. in
the lines of whose face the young Eng-
lishman read honesty and truth. Mr.
Martin learned with grief of the death
of Maj. Wood, for the words of the son
brought the first news. His sorrow
wag painful to witness. There was a
pause of a few minutes while the older
ran sat with bowed head.

Mr. Wcod finally ventured the remark
that, as executor of his father's estate,
he was ready to complete the gold
transaction.

Mr. Martin with some difficulty
brought his attention to the matter
of the money. He said that he was
S0 overcome by the news of the major
that he could not think consecutively,
and asked to have a day for the con-
sideration of the matter.

Mr. Wood
was much like his late father, he re-
marked, very determined, and in fact
he might have at once recognized the
similarity in names and -disposition.
Maj. Wood was indeed a remarkab’e
man, a valiant soldier, a gentleman, a
man of determined character.

Then the- conversation drifted from
the details of the tramsaction in gold
to life in the Western mines.

He asked Mr. Wood If he did not
wish to go to the Western mines. Mr.
Wood accepted the invitation ard ask-
ed and received permission to take a
friend with him. He then telegraphed
to England for Mr. Baiss to come to
the United States imme=diate’y.

Mr. Martin then showed the young
Englishman a splendid bar of yellow
metal that had come from the British
Columbia mines. Mr. Baiss arrived in
New York on Oct. 15, when Mr. Wcod
met him. The two went with-all haste
to Niagara Falls, where Mr. Martin
was swaiting them amid the respect-
able surrcundings of the Summer Tem-
perance hotel.

BEAUTIFUL BRICK.

The friend of Maj. Wood produced
the gold brick again and held it in
the light. It was sixteen inches lonsa
and three inches square and welghed
seventy pounds. He would be pleased
if the young men would test it and
produced an instrument, with which
the two made borings in places in the
surface selected at random. Mr. Mar-
tin gathered up the golden dust and
tled it up in packages of tissue paper.
He clu hesitatingly to the packages
for a ment and passed them over
to the two young Englishmen.

Mr. Wood and Mr. Baliss brought the
borings to New York, where they were
assayed as eighteen carats flne. They
calculated that the bar was worth
£4,600, or about $23,000 tn American
money. Mr. Martin offered to sell his
half for £2,000. Mr. Wood said that
under the terms of his father’s will
he was permitted to draw only £500 at
a tlme. Mr. Balss, however, thought
that he could get the money from his
father.

‘A cable message was sent to the
elder Baiss, who sent word that he
would advance the £2,000 If the trans-
fer were made in New York. Mr. Mar-
tin objected at first, but filnally con-
sented to come to this city. All three
went to the Windsor hotel. While the
arrangements for paying over tha
money were being made Mr. Martin
éntertained his young friends with

stories of the life of the Western mines
and ranches. They voted him one of
the “proper sort” and insisted that he
should come to New York when he had
developed his mines.

One thing that pleased the young
men especially was the delicate compli-
ment which Mr. Martin paid to theh
cleverness in making a bargain. They
felt so pleased over the transaction
that they could not forbear mentioning
it to a lawyer whose office they visited
Saturday. The lawyer listened grave=~
ly to the story of the transaction and
then tock them to see Capt. McClusky.

The captain explained the gold brick
scheme to the young Englishmen and
gave them a demonstration of the
sleight-of-hand trick by which a small
package of brass filings became gen-
uine gold.

Capt. McClusky wrote a cables mes-
sage to keep Martin from growing
suspicious, and sent Detective Ser-
geants Braun and Frazzee to the
Windsor hotel. They found Mr. Mar-
tin in the drawing room, and recog-
nized him as an old time criminal. The
recognition was mutual. Mr. Martin
supposed that the detectives : merely
wished to take him fo police headquar-
ters In order to have the force famil-
farize themselves with his features.

He had left Sing Sing a year and a
hallf ago, where he had served a term
for''grand larceny. Near Martin was
a valise containing the seventy pounds
of gold, which the detectives found
difficulty in lifting. Mr. Martin was
pained and surprised when he found
that his scheme had been discovered.
Martin was held for examination in
the central street police court.
