HEATING WITH WATER.
Sclent ific -.xitlanuilon of a Fuct

Well Known to Xutmi's.

.A bottle of hot water will retain ita
heat longer than a hot flatiron or a j
hot brick, as every nurse knows. The |
reason is that, weight for weight and j
at the same temperature, the water !
contains more heat than either the i
brick or the iron.

Experiments have shown that the j
same quantity of heat which will raise l
the temperature' of a given weight of
water, say one pound, one degree, and
which the water will give off in cool-
ing, will raise the temperature of a 1
Found of iron nine degrees. A bottle of j
boiling het water contains as much j
heat, and will,do as much in the way j
of warming, as a red hot mass of iron
of the same weight.

Thi.« difference between water and j
Iron as regards capacity for heat is not
an exceptional case. A like difference j
exists between other substances, no .
two substances, whether solid, liquid 1
or gaseous, being affected by the ap- j
plication of heat, when equal weights 1
are taken, to the same extent. To put \
this Te 1 **"nto everyday phraseology, i
some s- ices are harder to heat !
than oth. "sQbstances. They are able ;
to receive ar.d to stow away within \u25a0

themselves a greater quantity of heat \
without showing its effects so visibly |
by a rise of temperature as do other ;
substances which are more sensitive in j
this respect.

Water is the hardest of all substances
'

to heat, with the single exception of |
hydrogen gas. The easiest two are j
mercury and lead, which stand in this
respect on nearly the same footing. |
The same quantity of heat which will i
raise an ounce of water from the freez- {
ing to the boiling point will raise the j
temperature of about 30 ounces of mer- !
eury or lead, 9 ounces of iron. 11 ounces
of copper, 16 ounces of silver "through
the same number of degrees, and the
heat which is put into these substances
to raise them to this or to any other
temperature will be thrown off by them
as they cool.

The great capacity of water for heat—
the fact that a g v^n quantity of it

will hold a much larger amount of
heat at a conveniently low temperature
than will any other substance

—
rendei*

it peculiarly suitable for the purpose
of heating buildings, not to sneak cf !
the ease with which it can be con-
ducted to the different parts of a build-
ing. On a far grander scale we may
see this same peculiarity of water uti-
lized by nature for tempering climate.
The waters of the ocean absorb during
the summer a vast quantity of« solar
heat, without, however, showing any j
great rise of temperature, and during l
the winter this heat is given out slow-
ly and serves to warm the air.

MINNESOTA RANKED NO WORSE

THAN IB HER PREVIOI S EX-
CELLENT EXHIBITS

HAUGDAHL GOT FIRST PLACE

New Sweden Batter Maker Carried
Off the Honors tn the Batter Con-
tests at the Trans-MisaiHMippi Ex-
position All Minnesota Bat-
ter Was Well Up in .he
Lists.

The final scoring of dairy products
at the Omaha exposition has taken
place, and Minnesota has again cap-
tured first honors, and for the fourth
time a Minnesota dairyman's butter
has scored 98 points out of a possible
100. The lucky dairyman in this final
scoring was Sam Haugdahl, of New
Sweden, who has been a faithful ex-
hibitor in all the scorings, but who
ccme to the front for the first time on
his last chance. There were but twen-
ty-seven exhibitors at the final scor-
ing, but few more than half at the
third and fourth scorings, but this was
expected and did not cause disappoint-
ment, for Minnesota acquitted herselfay well with the small number of ex-
hibitors as with the large. Of the
twenty-seven exhibits, seven scored 97
points or better, twelve 96 or better,
and nineteen 95 or better. This is an
even better showing than was made
at the third and fourth scorings.
James A. Emerson, of Mansfield; S. S.
Sorenson, of Alpha; W. I. Noyes, of
Moland, and Wm. Peterman, of Wa-
conia, all made splendid bids for the
final prize and pressed Mr. Haugdahl
very closely, as each scored 97->_ points.
C. P. Christianson, of Gibbon, was
within easy reaching distance, his ex-
hibit scoring 97V4 points. S-. P. Bork,
of Steele Center, who had captured
two firsts in the earlier scorings with
scores of 98 points, di&anpointed his
admirers by falling to 91 points with
his fir.al exhibit. This may or may not
deprive him of the individual prize for
the five best exhibits. It will render
the decision very close. Christ Han-
son, of Young* America, who had won
one first and scored 91^ with his ex-
hibit at the fourth scoring, did not ex-
hibit i nthe final. Sam Haugdahl, who
uas awarded the flrst prize in thefinal, scored 92 point 3 with his ex-hibit in the fourth scoring. His former
exhibits all scored high, and he will
be very close to the top for the in-
dividual prize. Among others whose
last iv.o exhibits have scored high are:

The members of the Minnesota state
dairy and food commission last week
completed the data for the creamery
directory that they have been compil-
ing, and it willbe placed in the hands
of the printer this week and will be
ready for distribution within a few
days. The directory willhave a com-
plete list of the creameries in the state,
together with a few facts about each.
It Is similar to the directory that was
issued in connection with the last bi-
ennial report, but is mich. more com-
plete. It has been compiled by the
commission in response to' inquiry for
something of the kind. Hardly a day
passes that the commission does not
receive a request for information in
regard to the location of Minnesota
creameries, and these requests come
from every part of the. country. «The members of the commission are
also putting the finishing touches on
their biennial report, which will go to
press the last of this year. It will be
a most attractive and' handy volume
and will contain a complete history of

j dairying in Minnesota from its incep-
tion to the present time. Most inter-
esting will be the information touch-
ing on the rapid strides the state has
made in butter making during the past
two years.
