The Sixth Ward Hebrew Lind and
Willis club held its last rally of the
campaign last evening at the hall on
State and Kentucky streets.

Nearly all of the
Democratic Candida a1? on the county
ticket were present and delivered short
a.ddrepsts. Seated on the platform be-
sides the speakers were Joseph Freler,
president of the club; Vice President
AI.

N. Hare, the first speaker, as a man
personally known to every Sixth ward
resident, and the applause with whlclt
he was received appeared to justify the
assertion.

ATTORNEY IX THE MID-

DLETON CASE

HAD PLENTY OF TIME TO ACT

iAmlerson's E:cnsr for Delay In
Making? the Arrest The Police

Take a Yunng Fellow Into Cus-
tody and That Set Off the Alarm

Bell Facts Were Known Two
Days Before tlie Warning; Came.

Wonderment Is great in police cir-
cles, now that the true state of af-
fairs in regard to the supposed mur-
derers of Arthur C. Middleton ha3been
made known through the story in The
Globe yesterday, why County Attor-
ney Anderson, Detective Campbell and
the private detectives working on the
case did rot secure the arrest of the
men whom they accuse of the crime,
when, according to their own state-
ments, the alleged criminals and their

j whereabouts were known two weeks
ago. That County Attorney Anderson
should have blundered in the maiter
causes no surprise, but, with Mayor
Kiefer and Assistant County Attorney
Zollman also in possession of the facts
in the case, it is remarked as passing
strange that the arrest, which, it ia
claimed, could have been so easily
made were delayed so long.

County Attorney Anderson and his
aides were closeted all morning in the
county attorney's private office Thurs-
day drawing up warrants for the ar-
rest of the suspects. This was twenty-
four hours before anything about the
recovery of Middletoh's watch appear-
ed In the papers, and the county at-
torney claims one of the suspects was
in the city at that time. "Why was
not this one man arrested then as
soon as the warrants were drawn up?"
Is asked. County Attorney Anderson
says he had to have Middleton's watch
in one hand before he reached out with
the other to arrest the supposed mur-
derers. While he was waiting to get
the watch the men whom he says are
the guilty parties escaped.

Sheriff Wagener says County Attor-
ney Anderson's attempt to place the
blame for the blunder upon some one
else other than those working on the
ease is ridiculous.

'Last Wednesday, two whole dajr3
'•"before the story of the watch appeared
in the papers," &aid Sheriff Wagoner
yesterday in sneaking of the case,
'-County Attorney Anderson and his
private detectives were In full posses-
sion ofall cf the information Ihad con-
cerning the watch. Ishowed them the
watch, and besides giving them the
name of the person through whom thf.
watch came to me, Itold them the
name and address of the men suspected
of the crime. This took place at a con-
sultation in Mayor Kiefer's office
Should it take two days to arrest a
man loafing about the streets of St.
Paul and to send a telegram to Mil-
waukee, Wis., where the other sus-
pect was under surveillance? Ishould
think not.

"Furthermore, Chief Schweitzer was
Iaware that a watch supposed to b«

Middleton's could be secured. Itold
him along about the first of last week
that Ihad the watch. Middleton's
brother had not then identified tha

Dr. Egbert Says It In Eternal, IN'ot

Transitory.

Rev. J. P. Egbert delivered the fourth of
his Sunday evening sermons on "Life" last
night, in the House of Hope Presbyterian
church, before a large audience. He took
for the subject of his discourse "Progress in
Life." A general Invitation had been ex-

Chief Goss Is Notified to Proxecute
All Offender* to the Extent

of the Law.

Mayor Klefer yesterday issued the
usual election day proclamation ord«--ing the closing of the taloona between
5 a. m. and 8 p. m. The o -dor beare
date of today, and ;a as follows:

M. X. Goss, Esq., Chief of Police, St. PaulMinn.—Dear Sir: Whereas, It is provided bysection 17, chapter 4, of the Genera] Laws ofthe State of Minnesota, for the year 1893 thatNo spirituous, malt or intoxicating linuorsshall be sold or given away, nor shall any
store or bar room or saloon where suchliquors are sold or given away ba opeu onany general election day at any time between
the hour of 5 o'clock in the morning andthe hour of 8 o'clock in the afternoonWhoever violates any provision cf this sec-
tion shall be fined not less than one hundred
dinars nor more than three hundred dol-lars for each offense, and in default thereofshall be imprisoned in the county jail for aperiod not exeesaing six months; and where-as, it Is made the duty of the mayor to seethat the provisions of the above quoted sec-
tion are duly enforced, and make proclama-
tion to that effect, on the day next preced-
ing any election, and whereas on Tuesday
the eighth day of November, 1898, willbe heldIn the city cf St. Paul the general 3tate andcounty election.

NTow, therefore, Ido hereby proclaim andannounce that on Tuesday the eighth day ofNovember, 189S, said election day, the abovequoted provisions of the law relating to the
sale or giving away of malt, spirituous or in-toxicating liquors will be strictly and rigidlyenforced, and that any person or persons
violating ony of the provisions of the said
law willbe promptly prosecuted, and subject-
ed to the penalties therein provided.

The chief cf police and all police officers
of the city of St. Paul are hereby directed tosee that the said requirements of the law axe
strictly complied with.
