Let Minnesota Take the Prizes
There as She Has at Omaha and
ihe Standing of Gopher State
Butter Will Be Established Al-
most All  Time —— Modernm

The record made by Minnesota .b}xt-
ter at the Trans-Mississippi exposition
is alrendy bearing fruit. There has al-
ways been a demand for the butter
of this state for use in the Bast and
for export, but it is evident from de-
velopments last week that this demand
is to be doubled and possibly trebled.

One of the callers at the headquar-
ters of the state dairy and food com-
niission was Hurvey King, of the firm
of Cobb, Bates & Yerxa, of Boston.
This firm owns and controls the larg-
est dairy commission business in Bos-
ton. Mr. King explained to Deputy
Commissioner Lawrence that he had
Leen much interested in the record
made by the Minnesota butter at the
Omaha exposition and had come all
the way from Boston to lgarn about
the dairy interests of the state and the
possible future of Minnesota as a Sup-
ply station for the export trade. Dep-
uty Lawrence explained the,system of
dalry inspection, the natural resources
of the state, the modern creameries
end improved methods in use and the
pride taken by Minnesota creamery
men in making Minnesota butter the
best on the market. All these com-
bined to make possible the record that
Minnesota butter had made at Omaha.

After hearing the details of the but-
ter industry, Mr. King expressed a de-
pire to be directed to a line of cream-
eries with which he might contract for
their entire output. He had asked to
only be referred to the larger cream-
eries, but he was dumfounded when
Deputy Lawrence mentioned a cream-
ery that recelved 40,000 pounds of milk
a day. He could hardly express his
astonishment that one creamery wnas
so great an industry fn iTself. It was
Deputy Lawrence's turn to tuke on a
look of surprise when, a moment later,
Mr. King said that, if he could con-
tract for the output of five such cream-
eries, it would make a very good be-
ginning.

If one flrm can handle for export
the butter from 200,000 pounds of milk
every dny, the possibilities are indeed
great,

Mr. King stated that his firm does a
large export business, shipping direct
to Liverpool for the London and other
English markets. They have bought
in Vermont and Massachusetts and to
some extent in Central New York, but
they have not been able to get a sat-
isfactory volume of uniformly high-
grade butter,

‘When he smw the Omaha awards,
Minnesota first, four times running,
and not a poor exhibit anywhere, he
made up his mind to Investigate the
Minnesota market. What he learned
from Mr. Lawrence confirmed his im-
pression that there were great possi-
bilitles in this trade and the one thing
he needed to know further was the
scale on which the butter is made., It
does not seem that there is such a
large output anywhere else of this uni-
form high grade.

There is a market in England for
this butter that is practically unlim-
ited, and the transportation and refrig-
erating problems were long ago solved.

Mr. King has gone to look about the
stiate, beginning with Meeker county,
and expects to contract for the product
of five large creameries before he
leaves.

The Chicago Tribune prints the fol-
lowing general review of the butter-
makers’ national convention to pe held
§n Sioux Falls next January: ‘‘Secre-
tary E. Sudendorf’s report in last Sat-
urday’s Chicago Produce showed a total
of nearly $2,700 subscribed for the an-
nual convention of the National
Creamery Buttermakers’ association
next January in Sioux-Falls. That so
much money has already been con-
tributed is the assurance that there
will be as large an amount of money
dirtributed in prizes this year as last,
and it can already be taken as assured
that from this one point of view the
next convention will be a complete suc-
Cess,

“It is just as certain in the minds of
the hundreds interested in the coming
convention that in all other particulars
under the control of the officers of the
assoclation the meeting will show by
its added glory that the buttermakers’
asseciation is progressing. Secretary
Budendorf did a great thing when he
asked the advice of the buttermakers
about arranging a programme, and
while it is too early to announce the
speakers and the subjects that will
come up for discussion, the buttermak-
ers are assured that it will be strictly
a creamery, or buttermakers’ pro-
gramme. Gemeral dairy topics such as
receive the greatest share of the atten-
tion at state dalry conventions are not
to have place at this convention of put-
termakers, but the topics discussed at
Sioux Falls will bear directly on the
buttermakers’ work.

‘““Then, too, there is to be a different
division of the honors and profits for
making fancy butter. There will not
only be the great pro rata purse to be
divided among all the exhibitors who
score up to a fixed percentage or over,
but there will be state prizes. The pro
rata purse will be $2,600. There will
be also a cash prize for the highest
gcoring butter from any state that has
at least twenty entries. Medals and di-
plomas will be given as usual, and there
will be a prize, said to be a valuable
barner, for the state having the larg-
est delegation at the convention.

“All of these matters have been de-
cided upon, and, no doubt, when the
officers make the formal announcement
of their intention in regard to the pro-
gramme other interesting details will
come to light and make the prospects
of a great convention even brighter
than they are now.

“The object of offering state prizes
is to make a more general distribution
of the premium fund. This plan will
also have the effect of drawing out a
laiger number of contestants and in-
ereasing the attendance. Another fact
tkat will take more buttermakers to
Sioux Falls than have been present at
any of the other conventions Is the as-

* surance that the whole programme is
to be devoted to theilr every-day work.

If everything
is running properly and the milk is in
good order, there should never be more
than .1 per cent of fat on the skim
milk.

Unless milk is heated to about 80 de-
grees Fahrenreit clean skimming can-
not be relied upon .

Where flies are bad, the milk tank
ghould be protected with a light cover
of cheese cloth or mosquito net fixed
on a hoop and supended by a pulley
from overhead.

of disease ‘and fermentative germs,
but, if only for appenrance sake, they
should be kept out of milk and cream,
Cleanliness is commonly said to be
next to godliness; in a butter-factory
it is almost in front of it.

watch to see that it is up to its speed,
keep it level, groom it well, and it will
repay you better than your race horse,

The correct thickness for cream de-
pends on the distance and nature of
the road it has to travel. If it is to
go over a bad road, it should be skim-
med a little thicker tham if made up
on the spot, but should never contain
more than 45 per cent of butter.

One of the greatest, though least rec-
ognized, necessities in Australian dai-
rying is the cream cooler. Eyery sep-
arating station should have one con-
nected with the separator, for coollng
the cream down there and then to the
temperature of the coolést water avail-
able. The cream will travel better and
undue fermentation will be prevented.

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Dairy products not only meet with a
readier sale during the winter, but bet-
ter prices are realized. It is quite an
ftem then where dairying is made a part
of the farm work to feed and care for
the cows so as to secure a full flow of
milk through the winter.

The providing of warm, dry quarters,
feeding and watering regularly, will
lessen materially the amount of food
needed. It should be kept in mind that
it is the surplus consumed over and
above what is required to sustain ani-
mal life and to make up for the daily
waste of the system from which the
cow Is able to produce butter. It is
then necessary to feed the cow all that
she will eat up clean, supplying a sufi-
cient variety in order that she may be
able to produce a good flow of milk.

It is also an item to feed a good milk
producing ration. Some corn can al-
ways be given to advantage, as it is
one of the best foods that can be given
to supply animal heat. But it should
be fed in connection with other mate-
rials. Wheat bran can be made a part
of almost every ration. Clover hay is
one of the best rough feeds. It is
usually best to gradually increase the
ration as the cold weather sets in. Of
course while the weather will admit
the cows should be allowed to run out,
but it is never advicsable to expose the
cows that are giving milk to cold and
storms. Keep dry, warm and quiet
should be the rule, and then with lib-
eral feeding and regular watering and
milking a cow may be kept up to her
full capacity of milk production.

It is always the best milkers that
gives the most trouble in milking. This
is really cause and effect, for having the
udder filled with milk makes it very
sersitive to the touch and requires
very careful handling not to hurt the
cow. The natural resuit is that such
cows are beaten and ill-used, thus
cavsing them to hold up the milk and
usually to do some vigorous kicking as
the result of the pain they are suffer-
irg, If there is a large amount of
milk thus retained it is likely to cause
garget and permanently spoil the cow,
Gererally if the cow kicks, most milk-
men will either kick back, or will take
a safer means by getting far enough
away so that the cow cannot kick them
and belabor her over the back and
sides. Such measures are cruel and
wholly unnecessary. If a ring is put in
the cow’s nose and her head fastened
up so that she cannot get it down, she
cannot kick., Each vicious kick is ac-
companied with a lowering of the
head, as if to hook. When the cow
goes to lower her head, she finds that
the ring in her nose hurts her and that
at once will make her desist. It is a
very simple method and has always
proved effectual when tried.—American
Cultivator.

A common fault in butter is white
specks, and many otherwise excellent
buttermakers don’t know how to get
rid of them. In any market that is at
all critical white specks seriously af-
fect price, and price is not likely to be
very high except in a market that is
critical. Several things may cause
white specks, and yet none of the
causes are difficult to cure. A neglect
to strain the cream may cause white
specks; failing to stop the churn when
the butter is in a granular form may
cause them; even when the churn has
been stopped at the right stage iIn
churning, bad washing of granular but-
ter may cause white specks.
prolific cause is the effort to churn at
one churning several mixed lots of
cream that have been ripened to a dif-
ferent degree. When the butter coxr-
tains white specks it is generally due
to one of the causes we have named,
and care at this point will cure.

1, shall be supreme in all matters per-
taining to the ritual and regulations,
organization of new camps and the
general government of the soclety until
a national camp is formed. The units
of the organization shall be the local
camps, each to be named after some
deceased soldier, sallor or statesman
and numbered in the order of their for-
mation.

Several of the Companies Already
on Their Way Home—Very Lit-
