In the Eleventh precinct of the Fourth
ward an error was found where the
elerks had omitted five votes each for
both Miesen and Arosin—obviously an
error In copying from the tally sheets,
Mr. Mlesen is represented at the count
by J. H. Bell, and Mr. Arosin also has

representr tive present,
ux..lu;mg has been definjtely decided
on yet with regard to the demand for
a recount. It Is very probable, though,
that such a demand wiill be made, in

which event the ballots will be taken
out of the sealed boxes and counted
over in the presence of a referee.

KAUTH HELD FOR A HEARING

He Is Charged With the Larceny of
the Murdered Man's Watch, and

There are no new developments in
the Middleton murder case. A tele-
gram was received yesterday from the
dead man’s brother stating that Bd-
munds, if wanted, could be arrested
in Chicago.

County Attorney Anderson, on being
shown the telegram, said, while there
was some suspicion that Edmunds was
connected with the crime, there was
mot sufficient evidence at this time to
Justify his arrest or bring him back to
St. Paul.

Simmered down, all that the county
attorney and the private detectives
have againet either Edmunds or Pe-
dorf, alias Kennedy, are statements
made by Nick Kauth, who is now in
custody on a charge of stealing Mid-
dleton’'s watch.

Kauth claims that he was given the
watch by a brother of Edmunds, and
that in a conversation Pedorf admitted
that he and Edmunds were the ones

! who entered the store and shot Mid-

dleton.

Harry Edmunds denies that he gave
Kauth the watch, and Pedorf also de-
nies that he ever had any conversa-
tion with Kauth. Pedorf was in the
custody of the private detectives who
have been working on the case for a

i day, and during that time had a con-

ference with County Attorney Ander-
gon, after the meeting with the county
attorney he was released from custody
and expressed a willingness to do what
he eould to clear up the mystery.

Kauth was arraigned in the police
court yesterday charged with the lar-
ceny of Middleton’s watch. He entered
a plea of not gutlty, and the hearing
was postponed until Monday.

ANNUAL STUMPAGE AUCTION

IT WAS HELD BY STATE AUDITOR
DUNN YESTERDAY

Fifty Tracts, Comprising an Esti-
mated Stumpage of 35,000,000
Feet, Were Sold te Various Lum-
ber Firms at From $i to 85 Per M.

State Auditor Dunn sold 35,000,000
feet of stumpage vesterday morning in
the senate chamber at public sale. He
also told a good sized gathering of
lumbermen what he thought of the
Minneapolis Times. He made a few
remarks In opening the sale, in which
he alred his feelings towards the Min-
neapolis sheet and denled all its
charges against him.

The sale was opened and the bid-
&ing was brisk from the start.

All the @esirable tracts found ready
sale, and one traet of white pine in the
northern part of Itasea county brought
$5 per thousand: Prices paid ranged
all the way from:$1 to $5, although only
two small tractss wemt at $1. The av-
eérage price, however, was about $3.
Fifty tracts were offered, and all sold
with the exception of two small ones
in St. Louls county, which nobody
seemed to want.

The average price paid yesterday for
the state's timber was much higher
than any of the» preceding sales since
Mr. Dunn has been tn office. About 65
per cent of the stwmpage sold was
white pine, and the rest ran to Nor-
way. The white pine disposed of is
principally located In the northern part
of Ttasca, and the Norway to the west,
into Beltram! county. About 76 per
cent Is located in Itasca county.

The sale will net the state in the
neighborhood of $150,000 when all re-
turns are made to the state treasurer.
