The lavatory an
tollet rooms are located so as to precludey
the possibility of any disagreeable odor In
the gymnpasium or other rooms.

The office, reading and smoking rooms and
large reception parlor will occugy the froat.
The reading room and parlor flocr wi'l be
of parquetry, and the large parlor will be

rofusely furnished and will contaln a beautl-
ul mantle, so that the members may en-
tertaln their friends in genuine fireside fash-

jon. The hallway will be furaished In oak,
with polished maple flcor. Not the leaet at-

tractive will be the entrance, which will
be tiled and wainscoated in white marble
from the door to the head of stairway. The
closest Investigation of the whole plans cam
only result in the verdict that at last St
Paul is to have a first-class and highly ap-
polnvaed athletic club of which she will be
proud.
