STORY IN DETAIL.

A Bitter Debate Followed by Vie-
tory for the Executive Committee,
The Woman's Christian Temperance

union yesterday evening, by a vote of

285 in the affirmative to 71 in the neg-

ative, dropped the Woman's Temple in

Chicago as an afiliated Interest, and

discaimed all connection with or in-

terest in the building which s intend-
ed to be a memorial to the late tem-
perance leader,

The action of the convention was
taken after a long session and a pro-
iracted debate, during which many
bitter words were exchanged between
the leading advocates on both sides of
the Temple question. The lie direct was
not passed, but several times during
the afternoon delegates called each
other to account for misstatements,
end it was even charged by some that
matters of record had bheen distorted
to apply to the case's point.

The Templeites, as the advocates of
the retention of the Temple are called,
declared that the W. C. T. U. had re-
pudiated a debt which it was n honor
bound to pay, while the anti-Temple-
ites denied {t. They did not like the
term repudiation, and said the W. C.
T. U. simply withdrew from any obli-
ration to stand back of the Temple
moject,

After the vote had been announced,
Mrs. Marion H. Dunham, of lowa, of-
fered a resolution to the effect that,
wkile the W. C. T. U. no longer recog-
nized the Temple debt as a legal obli-
gatlon, it still would consider it a moral
obligation against it. This resolution,
it was agreed, will be considered this
mcrning. It may result in another
battle, for there are many delegates in
the convention who said yesterday
that if they thought the dropping of
the Temple would abdsolve the W. C.
T. U. from the moral phase of the
question they would vote to retain the
Temple.

SPRUNG IN THE MORNING.
It was intended that the Temple
question should not be brought up for

| discussion until the afternoon session,

but it was precipitated suddenly and
most unexpectedly during the morn-
ing. and in 8o clever a manner as to

win the admiration even of the Temple-
ites. An attempt was made early in
the session to have the report of the
Willard Temperance hospital consider-
ed, but the proposition was voted down
by the anti-Templeites. The vote stood
82 to 38, and it was a sad dampener
to the Templelites.

It was supposed that the matter was

! laid away until the afternoon, and the

delegates were transacting routine
business quietly and apparently with
perfeot harmony, when suddenly Mrs,
Clara C. Hoffman, the recording secre-
tary, of Missouri, announced that she
re-
ceived from Lady Henry Somerset. Ev-
erybody was of course interested and
anxjous to hear the letter, and Mrs.
Hoffman was requested to read it, and
i1t was as followsa:

stood in our midst. It is difficult “‘to bless
His holy name for all those servants de-
parted this life in His faith and fear,”” but
although it be with blinding tears and broken
volce, we can each ope of us plead that we
may be given ‘‘grace to follow their good ex-
ample, and with them be partakers of that
Heavenly Kingdem.” Dear sisters, the only
message that [ can wave to you across the
Atlantic today 1s a

MESSAGE OF PEACE,

Not “peace at any price,” but rather peace,
because that is more precious than possession.
The real monument to the memory of
Frances Willard can never be bullt with
hands, can never be made of bricks and
mortar, but must be reared in human hearts
and human lives; and it is the great assocla-
tion that we represent today that is her
noblest memorial. Therefore, I pray that your
deilberations may be carried on with the
desire to act in strict justice, with loyal up-
rightness, with the determination to buiid up
the spiritual rather than the material, and to
belleve that the welfare of the Woman's
Christian Temperance union was the dearest
thing her heart heid. I know the great bil-
lows that are breaking over you; I know how
hopes seem to be fading in your midst, how
argbitions are vanishing. I well remember
wien I irst went to Chicago the pride with
which 1 looked upon the Woman's Tempise,
and then I also remember how often a look
of sadness would come over the face of our
blessed one, and a little quiver in her lip as
she wouid eay, ‘‘Tiilie is good, she meant
well, but she bullt too large; it is a burden
that 1 2on't know how we are going to
cerry;” and then she would hope against
hope, and she would believe that when the
money was collected the women would own
the Temple; but all the while I knew that at
the bottom of her heart she dreaded the out-
come. I am writing quite frankly, I have no
motive for doing otherwise; I am no partisan;

But Mrs. Carse, logal to her great ideal, with
a spirit which has always seemed to me ab-
solutely undaunted by want of success and
one never to recognize a failure, absoliutely
refused to listen 1o’ Frances. Anna and Mr!.
Stevens were present, and will bear out all
I sap. Often and often after that we dis-
cussad the matter, and while I know that her
heart was set in ing all she could to help
the enterprise, b of it there was a great
dread as to whether ia the end ft might not
prove disastrous to greater work.

She believed that after the bonds were re-
decemed the women would have the control-
ing power In the building; but we know now
that such would not be the case, and it Is
this knowledge that must make you pause
bafore you proceed with that which in the
end wil bring no real pecuniary benefit to
the W. C. T. U., ard which may cause such
division in your camp that the dearest wish
of Frances Willard's life and the holy work
that she bui} up may be frustrated and de-
molished. My sisters, you have always been
s0 good to me that I dare to speak plainly.

"After glving the history of the movement,
which resulted in the building of the
Tewmple, and replying to the criticisms made
about her, Mrs. Carse continued as follows:

From the above facts it will be seen we
all indorsed the bonds, and they were pur-
chased largely by temperance people of very
limited means. In the statement lately
printed and sent out by the national officers
that "It is now supposed that most of the
bonds are held by capitalists,” is entirely
a mistake. There is not over $50,000 worth
of them held by persons of means. Soores of
poor widows are on the list of bondholders,
and a very large tfemeut:ue of ministers,
who put in their littie savings of years.

Becausa the greal
organization of the Godly Woman's Christian
Temperance union were behind them. They
did not know Mrs, Carse, but they knew the
great W, C. T. U. that stood for righteousness
as well as temperance, and they felt their
money was safe. A white ribboner {rom Min-
nesota writes that she 1s over 70 vears old,
without children to care for her, that unless
the $1.000 she put in the Temple bonds is
fortheoming the poor house is all that Is left
to her., Two malden sisters in the state of
Massachusette, advanced in years, one a
cripple, reduced to the last extremity, pleads
for the money, $700, invested In the bonds.
