ENTERS A DEMURRER.

The witness took the stand and had
barely told his name when Mr. Nelson
arose and said that he wanted to glve
notice that he would demur to the
indictment. The court wanted to hear
his objection at once, but Mr. Nelson
did not want to state them, explaining
that he had not his authorities at hand
to sustain the demurrer. The court
did not think that he could make any
more than a formal objection, unless
he desired to offer argument in support
of the objection. Mr. Nelson said that
he objected to the introduction of tes-
timony, because the indictment di4 not
gpecify a public offense. He would
argue the motion if given time. Judge
3rill reluctantly ordered an adjourn-
ment until 2 o'clock.

The argument of the counsel was to
the effect that the indictment did not
specifically set forth that Southall had
been gullty of an intent to deprive the
pecple to whom he sold the time checks
of their money. He contended
that the statute provided that
the indictment should specify
“defraud and deprive.” The argu-
ment was purely technical and many
authorities were quoted to show that
the letter of the statute must be fol-
lowed in the drawing of the indlct-
ment, Mr. Anderson replied briefly
and the court overruled the objection,
whereupon there was an exodus of
lawyers who had gathered to hear the
argument and the ruling. Then people
settled down In their chairs and Mr.
Emmons took the stand.

Mr. Emmons said that many of the
checks he had bought had been re-
deemed; that they were redeemed at
odd times by Southall himself, the pay-
ment being made by checks drawn on
the German-American bank by “J. H.
Southall, chf clk.” The witness had
never made any inquiry as to the ver-
ity of the time checks: he had never
been paid by anybody other than
Bcuthall. He had first bought the
checks from other persons than South-
all, and began doing business personal-
ly with Southall to save the commis-
#ion he had been paying to the third

PAYING CITY SALARIES.

The Boilding Inspector's Depart.

The ecity treasurer yesterday dis-
bursed $76,976.25 to officlale and em- |
ployes of the city on account of;

October salaries. The school fund was
drawn upon for $38,725.52, the police
fund for $13,791.35, and the fire depart- |
ment fund for $13,268.19.

The pay roll of the building inspect-
or's department, amounting to $483.33,
was neither audited mor paid. In the
last tax estimate $5,900 was set apart
for this department. The 80 per cent
of this, amounting to $4,720, has not
been Increased by the addition of tax
receipts, and as the pay rolls and in-
cidental expenses thus far foot up to
$4,501.43, there is not enough money in
the fund to pay salaries.

The comptrolier expects that a suf-
fielent amount of taxes will come from
the county treasurer in the October
settlement to pay salaries for the two
months now in arrears.

County Treasurer Elmund expects to
make the settlement with the ecity
treasurer some day next week.

Assistant Corporation Attorney Tay-
lor has forwarded an opinlon to the
board of water commissioners holding
that the pay roll for the department
must be formally acted upon by the
hoard every month. The board recent-
ly passed a resolution directing and
authorizing the president of the board
to sign the pay roll In the name of the
board. Comptroller MeCardy objected
and held that a majority of the mem-
bers of the board must pass the rolla,
The corporation attorney's office coin-
cides with the views of the comp-
troller,

IS HE A BIGAMIST?

SENSATIONAL TUTRN GIVEN TO A
CASE .. THE PROBATE
COURT

CHARLES BYRNE IS ARRESTED

‘While Appearing as & Witness in
an Inquiry as to the Sanity of

~ His Wife—aA Second Woman Ap-
pears and Claims She Is Also
Married to Him and Has a Cer-
tificate.

While attempting to have the mother
of his children sent to an insane asy-
lum, in the probate court yesterday af-
ternoon, Charles Byrne, a stationary
engineer, formerly in the employ of the
Bohn Manufacturing company, living
at 138 Granite street, was arrested and
will be held until the authorities can
determine whether or not he is a biga-
mist. The woman with whom he is
said to have been living for the last
two years is also under arrest. In the
warrant she is called Annie Smith, but
she says this is not her real name. She
claims to be legally married to Byrne
and says the marriage records in the
clerk of the court’s office will show
her statement to be true. She says she
has a marriage certificate and that if
Byrne has another wife she is unaware
of the fact. The warrant upon which
the couple was arrested charges im-
proper relations, but if the claims of
the woman proves true, Byrne will be
charged with bigamy.

Back of Byrne’s arrest, if what those
say who claim to be familiar with the
alleged facts in the case is true, is a
story of desertion through which a
wife waited for her husband's return,
until sorrow and suffering finally de-
throned her reason. Two years ago, it
is alleged, Byrne left his wife and went
to live with the second woman, who
claims to be his wife. Two children
were left destitute with the mother,
alleged, in the rear of 826 York street.
For some time the rhother provided for
herself and children until finaliy ob-
taining a living became so dificult that
charitably inclined neighbors assumed
the responsibllity of ecaring for the
family. ‘Throughout all of her suffer-
ing Mrs, Byrne, her friends say, llved
in the hope that her husband would
return to her. Then there came a
time when Mrs. Byrne began to act
strangely, and at last her reason gave
way, 80 her friende say, and yesterday
she was before the probate court for
examination, upon information filed by
Assistant City Phyeiclan Leavitt. It
is said that Mrs. Byrne's hallucination

| leads her to dress like a sister of char-

ity and to belleve herself one of this
order, >

When on the witness stand Byrne
testified that he had sent his fourteen
vear-old son $25 a month for some nine
months after leaving his wife, and also
claimed to have sent money to pay in-
stallments on a plece of property he
had purchased. He did not deny living
with the woman under arrest with him,
and when asked if he was married to
her, refused to answer the question.

“You ecan only be excused from an-
swering the question on the ground of
not wanting to incriminate yourself,”
sald Judge Willrich.

“I refuse to answer for that reason,”
replied Byrne.

At this juncture Secretary Hutchins,
of the Rellef society, and Agent Guth-
ridge, of the Assocliated Charities, who
were interested In the case, took coun-
secl together and called in Deputy Sher-
iff Robert, requesting that Byrne be
arrested for bigamy. Byrne was taken
to the sheriff's office and held for a
couple of hours, when the Emith wom-
an called to see him. In the meantime
Arent Guthridge swore out a com-
plaint charging the couple with unlaw-
ful cohabitation and both were arrest-
ed.

Byrne refused to make a statement
elther affirming or denying his alleged
gsecond marriage, but the woman want-
ed a deputy sheriff to go with her to
her home, where she said she could
produce a legal marriage certiflcate,
Both were locked up #t the county jalil.
